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Purpose of the Study

The purpose of this study is to determine how many new students at OCC yielded a
curriculum code of PLG for the 2003 calendar year.

Method

The data used in this study were extracted from End of Session data comprised of the
following terms: Winter 2003, Spring 2003, Summer 2003, and Fall 2003.

Summary

In summary, the sample consisted of 250 PLG students, 24 of whom had never
previously attended OCC (or any other college). The data indicate that PLG students
were more likely to maintain the following attributes:

» Educational goal of obtaining an OCC degree or certificate (63.9%);
> Female (87.4%);

» 40 years old or higher (30.0%);

» Caucasian (70.1%).
