S8mall-Pox Excitement.

Akron, O, Dec. 29.—«Special.)—Con-
riderable excitemelt and a generil
uneasy feeling were created by the
discovery of two cares of «mall pox
here this evening. Both victims
have been ill for some time, but
the nature of their diceaxe did not

develop until this eveninz. The
cases are in' different porticns of
the city, one in the heart of the

bu=xiness portion. The rybysicians
proncunce them the =e\erest cases
they have ever known. find the an-
nouncement has createc considerable
excitement, The ~victims, James
¢arl. an Jtalian. and Alfred Poole,
a colored man, were hoth employed
at a foundry, and quit work about
a week ago, having the symptons of
what was thought to be the grip.
They became worse. and to-day
commenced to break out. The
health officials immediately removed
them to the pest-house at the Coun-
ty Infirmary, and are taking every
possible precaution to prevent a
spread of the disease.

The men have both lived here over
a year, and the source of their dis-
ease is a mystery. Neither has been
out of the city, and it i3 evident
that some victim of that dread
plague has been here. Extra po-
licemen were sworn in this evening,
and a close watch will be kept on
their houses, in one of which two
other families live, and in the oth-
er are a wife and Bsix children. To-
morrow morning, if possible, the
houses will be fumigated and a
clowe quarantine kept for &ome time,
A special meeting of the board of
health was called, and they strongly
urge everybody to be vaccinated.
No paine will be spared to stay
the disease. but the fact that the
men were i1l 20 long before it was
discovered puts a serious aspect to
the matter, The houses adjoining
the residences of the victips will
be quarantined and the occupants

vaccinated.

HOW TO SKATE FAST.

An Expert Gives Some Interesting and
Seasonable Information.

Joseph F. Donohue, who is recognized
as the champion amateur skater of the
world, in giving instructions to bhis
friends, tells them to first learn to stand
perfectly even on their skates, so that
the edges of the blades will not cut the
ice. To gain headway at tirst, balance
on the left foot, give a slight sidelong
push with the right and swing the body
forward. Then bring the right toot
close to the left, change the balance of
the body to the right foot and push with
the left.

After gaining headway lean well for-
ward and clasp the hands behind the
back, letting the arms hang loosely
This prevents the swinging and working
with the,arms, which should not be done
except when a sharp turn is to be made.
For speed, keep a8 nearly in a straight
line as possible for obvious reasons. A
little practice in this will make it easy

Breathing should be done altogether
through the nostrils, the mouth being
shut closely Lf the skater, after trying
to do this, finds it really impoasible, as
it is for some people, a pad should be
worn over the mouth. An elastic cord
will bold it in place.

It is interesting to know, in these days
when patents on skates are so zumerous,
that Mr. Donohue thinks the best skate
is a blade eighteen inches long. set in &
wooden foot rest, fastened in the heel by
aacrew and by straps at the toe aud heel.

The great social unrest which is
now agitating the different nations
of the world and which has so re-
cently manifested itsel! in America,
has also effectedithe Afro-American.

As many of the evils against
which lange numbers of laboring men
are now arraying themselves are as
fancled as there are real. Yet no
one contends that the Afro-Ameri-
can does not suffer injustice that is
continued and real and from which he
has appealed in vain, calling upon

public sentiment and the law to
rectify his grievances.
The incident at Winston, North

Carolina, will open a new avenue
of discussion relative to what s
now called the “Negro Problem.”
This growing city was burned and
out of the consciousness of their own
guilt the white population charg-
ed the Afro-American with the ol-
femve and give as their reasons for
the charge, that the act was com-
mitted because of political and oth-
er wropgs. If this be true and the
socfalistic spirit should continue to
Le imbibed and rekindled at every
fresh outrage, no one can predict the
awful consequences.

And it seems that
each succeeding outrage is more in-
hwnar and vicious thsn Its pre-
deceswor, Formerly only men were
Iynched. now women and children are
evbjectec to this savage practice.
It is clear now that it is not through
fear of “Negro domination” that the
South makes itself and its citizens
eriminals and =savages, but {from
sheer cussedness and a thirst for
blood that is increditable. If the
world has advanced at all in any of
the chrintian graces, it has been in
the direction of a human and charit-
able epirit, But a large number
of Southerners have preyed on Afro-
American, virtue, manhood and even
life that they have imbibed little
ol this siprti., Those who have
not been actually engaged in these
cruelties have stood listlessly by
or eatered such a feeble protest
that it has been of no avail.

Last week the Plaindealer receiv-
ed a paper published in the interest
of the &Qumb animals. Its aim is
to prevent unwarranted cruelties on
animals that cannot protest, Among
the many good points in the pub-
lication was the picture of a young
soclety lady refusing the attentions
of a man who had docked his horee’s
tail, If this sepirit of resentment of
cruelties imposed upon the helpless
were carried to its legitimate con-
elusion, instead o! a number of South-
ern Congressmen being lionized, they
would be shunned. Onme-half the
) Southern Representatives and Sena-
tors in Congrees are there, because
of crime which they have winked
“at., And which sometimes they and
their sons have committed. The

that most of the men lynched in the
South are horribly mutilated before

The legislatures of Ohio and Michi-
gan have assembled. In Micmgan
this session is of peculiar interest to
the Afro-American of the State, be-
cau-e ohe of their number, for the
first time in the history of Michi-
gan a8 a State, sets in the repre-
sentative hall, as a legislator. Mr.
i“erguson has & hard task before
him, Every effort and act of his,
besides being watched by every mem-
ber of the race, will be watched by
every friend and enemy. The race
iteell expects that he will acquit
himself with credit, that he will
be a factor in the leglslation of the
State and in the cholce of a Sen-
ator. ~In Ohio, the case is different,
but the people expect their repre-
sentatives to see that a civil rights
law that will stand the tests of
the courts will be enacted, and
that the Insurance companies oper-
ating under the laws of the State,
will not be permitted to discrimi-
nate agalnst Afro-Aulericans. In Cin-
cinnati, the civil rights law has not
been able to protect Lhe citizen.
At Marietta, Ohjo, about three
weeks ago a judge of one of the in-
ferior courte rendered an opinion
that the law so far as it refer-
red to barber shops was unconstitu-
tional. At Columbus about three
months ago, a woman of the race
entered a suit for the dsicrimina-
tion against the race by a cer-
tain insurance company.: It is’ the
policy of the insurance companies dis-
criminating against Afro-Americans
to charge them a higher rate for
a given amount of insurance than
white men, or charging them the
same rate for a zZiven amount,
while a clause is inserted in the
policy that provide for a two-thirds
or three-fourths payment of «olicy,
if the applicant be colored. - This
is a manifest unjustice.

The Afro-American applicant for
insurance knows as much about hy-
glenic laws and i8 as good if not
a Dbetter risk than the averagq
white man. There can not be found
a table of statistics that will show
a8 these insurance companies claim,
that Afro-Americans, living under
same conditions as white men are
greater risks, and more liable to
die before old age cute them off
cttan they. -

For the correction of this evil, and
the enactment of a good civil rights
law, the Afro-Americans of Ohio
expect Senator John P. Green and
Representative George H. Jackson,
to take a prominent part and they
will be judged more or less by thelr
ability to secure the emactment of
such legislation, At the present
time, when the politics of the State
appears to be s0 uncertain, when
thousands of Afro-Americans are on
the verge of leaving the Republican
party for good, if justice be not
granted to them, it would be a
good stroke of party policy on the
part of their Republican colleges to

pass such legislation.

In a letter to the Indianapolis
Freeman, which the Plaindealer re-
produces this week, the Hon. John
M. Langston has entered a field
of literature sadly neglected by the
writers of to-day. All know how
useful, interesting and inspiring have
been the short memoirs of great
and useful Caucasians that contin-
ually appear in print, On the
other hand little is known, among
Afro-American readers to-day, of the
sterling and preeminent features in
the lives of the great men of their
race who live now only in history
and the good they have uccom-
plished. There are many of these
bright gems of personal reminiscen-
ces of our distinguished dead that
have never appeared in print., Mr.
Langston is to be thanked and our
journals ¢ongratulated, that such
an iostructive department as been
opened to’  the public, We trust
that Mr. Langston will continue and
that others will follow in what he
has begun as the Plaindealer stands
ready to publish all such interest-

ing matter.

Independent Voters.
Columbus, O., Dec. 28.—Graham
Denwell, a lawyer of Columbus and
a Democrat, claims that the Dem-

ocratic victory of last fall was due
in large part, in Ohio at least, to
the independent action of colored Re-
publicans, -

Mr. Denwell asserts that
lodges were organized by colored Re-
publicans into which mneither Demo-
crats nor “‘professional Negroes'’ were
admitted. In these lodges the doc-
trine was taught that as long as
the colored man is a chattel of any
one party he will fail to receive
recognition in politics, and that his
political salvation lies in independent
action.

This teaching fell as seed in fertile.
ground this year, since the voters'

Cincinnati, O., Dec. 28.—Judge Wil-
son yesterday granted the applica-
tion for a writ of habeas corpus for

The
writ did not include the oldest son,
who i8 of sufficlent age to take care
of himeself, and is at work. W. H,
Parham had arranged for the re-
ception of the children in the Color-
ed Orphan Asylum, and they were
taken there. To-day their [father,
Daniel . Booker, will be taken to the
penitentiary to remain there at
hard labor the rest of his life. He
goes for the murder of his wife. The
children are therefore orphans, or
vorse, They have been living in a
notorious neighborhood, under the
dominion of a woman who i8 no
better than her surroundings, and
occupying the same house in which

the Booker family lived, and

BRAVE BLACK WARRIORS.

A Race of People Proud of Their Mili-

tary Traditions.

King Behanzin, of Dahomey, has fled
to the North, leaving his country in
the hands of the Prench, and follow-
ed by a mere remnant of his brave
army. The French probably will
not attempt to capture him. They
havé destroyed his power, and he
is not likely to give them further
trouble, It remains to be seen
whether the Dahomeyans will sub-
mit to their new rulers with good
.grace or whether there will be a
little more fighting.

Col. Dodd’s latest despatches give
some interesting particulars of the
war. He says that in the first
battle after the French army had
left the Wheme river and started on
the 22 mile march to Abomey, six
of his men were killed, tive of whom
were Europeans. Forty-five were
wounded, of whom 18 were Eu-
ropeans, and five of them officers.
The best marksman in the Dalomey
army were up in the trees or oc-
cupying other places 0f advantage,
and had instructions to aim par-
ticularly at the white men. In pro-
portion to their numbers, the loss
of Europeans during the war far
exceeded that of the natives,

Col. Dodds pays a tribute to the
bravery of the Dahomeyans. He says
they carried on their warfare with
an energy seldom seen among the
black races. During the French wars
jn the Soudan, Col. Dodds says he
never met adversaries who were 80
full of courage and showed such in-
domitable energy as distinguishes
the DaLomeyans. There are 4 num-
ber of reasons for this.

They are very proud of their mili-
tary tradition: and of the glory
won in battle 1w their fathers. It
is the practice of Dahomey kings to
put to death those soldlers who
fail to do their Tull duty on the
tield of battle. DBoth the Amazons
and the men soldiers have had great
confidence in their superiority, for
it i= very seldom that they have
been defeated. All these causes con-
duced to make them dbrave to reck-
lessness in the recent campaign, but
they also fought with desperation,
for the fate of their king and of
the fetich doctors who dictated his
policy depended upon the issue of
the war.

As the French force was approach-
ing Abomey they were attacked one
morning by [fully 10,000 of Behan-
zin’s warriors, including the Amazons.
The natives were led by the king in
person.

The French formed in a square
with artillery on every side. The
warriors and Amazons charged furi-
ously upon the square. Many of
them were killed within thirty feet
of thegung, Nefther cannon, mitrail-
leuse, nor volleys of quick-firing rifleas
dismayed them, and they died al-
most on the bayvonets of the Iin-
vader. One of the French officers
writes that he never saw a seml-
parbarous foe exhibit such wonder-
ful courage- The avalanche of frenzi-
ed men and women soldiers made
three of these terrible charges up-
on the French square. After the
battle had raged for three hours
Behanzin gave the signal for retreat
which was carried out in indescrib-
able disorder. The Dahomeyans left
over 2,000 dead and wounded on the
tield.

It 18 expected that Col. Dodds wiil
make peace with the natives on con-
dition of their abandonment to the
French of Whydah, Kotenu, and oth-
er points on the coast; the instal-
lation of official residents at Abomey
and Canna with French Garrisons, the
construction of trade routes through
the country wherever the residents
may decide to make them and the
abolition of human sacrifices.

The European contingent which has
been eerving in Abowmey is to be or-
dered home, and relieved by troops
that hawe already been sent out
drom France, These relief forces,
which occupy the big coast town of
Whydah and garrison the up-coun-
try poste, lett France and Algeria
for Dahomey on Nov 25. They in-
élude engineers and artillery.

The Jensen system of treating
grain seeds in hot water applica-

tions before using has been
thoroughly explained in this coun-
try, and many farmers adopt the
method of preventing loss through
smuts. LRecent reports at Copenha-
gen. Denmark, where J. 1. Jensen has
by experimenting, state that the
m‘ﬁllt'mg increase of the crops
through the hot-water eystem of
treating seed is. between 3 and 11
per cent, This increase is explained
by the fact "that creater vitality
is ziven to the seed by the hot-
water soaking, and Ly the prevent-
ing of smuts. In the treatment of
oats alone millions of dollars have
been saved to the farmers of the
world, and this was all due to the
annual outlay of several thousand
dollars of the publicepirited inves-
tigator and discoverer of the system,
The treatment of grains by this
method differs somewhat in various
countries according to the moiature
of the climate, but the general prin-

cipl are the same wherever
wheat, oats and other grains are
cultivated,

The grub-worm—the larva of the
common May beetle—lives in the
ground three years, feeding on the

roots of grasses, and of course, those
of cereal crops. The third year they

4asue as perfect beetles and lay
their ezgs in meadows, and also
in lands econtaininz cereals. Plow-

ineg the land and turning in hogs
is one remedy. It is said a thorough

summer fallow will destroy them.
You ean neither trap nor poison
them,

Several correspondents have inquir-
ed ns to the bhest method of pre-
paring cow’s milk for foals. To all
such we may say that cow’s milk in
its natural state is too rich for
colt«. Dilute with one-third water
and gweeten with sugar of milk a
drami to every. quart. Very young
colts requiire about a pint every
four hours, as they grow older need

more, and can go a longer time
between feeds.
Jt is not always meanness that

makes a cow breachy; it is frequent-
1y hunger.

As the kerocene emulsion may be
kept in the barn ready for use,
and is so cheap and effective, it
leaves little to be desired and less
excuse for lousy cattle.

Professor W. A. Henry found by ex-
periment that it cost 2,61 to pro-
duce a hundred pounds of grain
with lambs, $3.083 to secure the
eame zain with pigs of about tlte
same _age. _

It is cheaper to make a good
voad than to make a bad one. The
money expended on the wear and
tear of yvour wagons, of your horses
and harness is enough to make a
good road.

The axiom, ‘‘a penny raved is
worth two earned.” is practically
fllustrated by feeding unthrashed
oats to cows and calves. Try it
once and vou will never waste time,
money and labor in thrashing oats,

overbearine when young. The greedy

A BLANKET OF =NOW,

A winter covering of snow for the
fields, grass or grain, is extremely
beneficinl, preventing deep f{rezzing
of the- =o0il, keeping the plants and
their roots at an almost 1aniform
temperature. and the almost daily

“freezing and thawing that oecurs

on land not thus protected. The 20v-
ering of snow should be made as
uniform as  possible by  placing
branches of evergreens or any other
obstructions about the open spaces
in fields ., and especially upon the
knolls and other elevations where
the wind sweeps away the fallen
snow. These obstructions need not
be placed in position until the
eground is frozen solid. when other
farm work is not pressing, and should
there be an open winter the pro-
tection afforded by the obstructions
alone will amply repay the labor
and expense.—American Agricultur-
ist,

COW MANAGEMENT.

Here is the plan of management and
feeding that is followed by several
who are making first class butter
that was sold last winter at those
top prices, They have their cows
come fresh in milk from the first of
March to the f{irst of April, and
feed grain, clover hay, and some of
them feed roots and ensilage. After
they are at pasture some drop the
gr.n ration until in July. when a
snrinkage is linble; then the grain
ration s begun, and by the first
to the middle of August they com-
mence a fodder corn ration. When
this is gone. they have pumpkins,
after these grain. clove® hay and corn
ftalks are fed. and the cows are
kept up in their milk from the mid-
dle of January to the first of Feb-
rary. when they are let go dry
until March. And practice proves
that a good yield of butter can be
produced in this way, theory to the
contrary notwithstanding,

The summer dairyman has flies
to contend with, and the winter
dairyman has col d and other things
to contend with. Each of these
troubles can. in a great measure,
be overcome to the man who has
not so far in his experience been
ah‘le to make butter that could
bring the top price after it had
been made a month, 1 should say
®etinto winter dairying or get out
of the dairy entirely and take up
fome other branch of farming. The
latter would be preferable, for then
Your poor butter would not be
Btanding in the way of a better
mality of butter in the market.
M')l’hero may be some who have an

lmd:'mce of help and can manage

¢ winter dairy without extra ex-
Pense. and could do well enough to

.

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keep their dairy fresh at all months
of the year. I know it is thought
by many that a cow will dry up
in her milk when November comes if
she came fresh in March, but this
matter of drying up, I plenty of
food to make milk i8 furnished, is
largely a matter of habit. I know
vears azo it was the common prac-
tice to stop milking at election
time, and the man that milked even
up to Christmas ounce a day was
snid to want his cows’ hide before
spring. But when you siart in with
heifers and keep up their feed and
the milking of them up to lebruary,
you will find in atter v.ors, if fed
for milk. they will respond every
time it they have the r'ght kind of
care, ‘

As proof of this matter «f hadit in
cows holding out in fall and winter,
over twenty years ago ! learned it
from experience, 1 bought three
good young cows of a man who had
been for years teaching school in
winter, and generally romimenced his
&chool about the middle »f October
and practiced drying off his cows
about the first of November, and
cometimes before; and wh=n that
time came the fall alter purchas-
ing them down they went in the
milk production in spite of all I
could do, and I was never able to
brir-z them up again. This was
a practical illustration. and knocked
all theory out. .

No; until we can all work under
the same circumstances and with
the same &kill, there can never be
a general rule laid down that shall
decide the success or failure of all.

HOW I RAISE MUTTON LAMBS,

I use three grades of ewes, viz.,
half blood Shropshires, common Mer-
inos and grade Spanish Merinos. 1
give the latter the preference. I
use recorded Shropshires rams. Far
best results 30 ewes are enough for
one ram. I breed the ewes about
November 1st, I feed them grain
during the coupling season, the
amount governed by their condi-
tion. During the winter I feed
choice timothy and clover, hay and
‘orn fodder.  March 1st I begin a
grain ration of corn, oats and bran
and continue two months. I wean
the lambs about August 1st, feed a
few weeks and sell. I have them
weigh from 60 to 80 pounds and
zet $1-2 and 5 cents per pound. I
want’ good matured ewes and rams,
xonl feed and care, and the: lambs
will take care of themselves. This
i my eeventh year in the Dbusiness
aad I find it so profitable that I
shall stick to it.—National Stock-
man. -

FRUITFULNESS OF GRAPE VINES,

There seems ot be no doubt that
while the c¢loge pruning of grape
vines has its advantages that could
scarcely be avoided in vineyard or
garden culture, yet great longevity
~an only be achieved by allowing the
vine a considerable extent of surface
on which to grow. The celebrated

v at Hawmpton Court has been
where it now stands for one hun-
dred and twenty-four vears—one
grapevine alone filling the immense
grape-houses. The present year, it
is said, fifteen hundred bunches were
cut from it. There are many oth-
er instances wher€ large grape-houses
have Dbeen filled by the branches
from a single vine, and in all cases
they have proved to be long livers
and to be remarkably aealthy to
a degree unknown in cases where
the vires have been closely pruned.

I would lead you to love and
serve God. to love and obey the
Savior, Christ Jesus, He thirsts

for your souls to save them. I
would prepare them for His graces.
In the faith and the practice of
Christ’s religion you will find peace
of heart. purity of living, the joys
of increasing hope. You will find
the principle of your social elevation,
Your Christian religion, held to firm-
ly and daily acted upon. will reach
on surrounding humanity and com-
pel it to award you love and jus-
tice. You will build up for your
immortal souls titles to Heavenly
glory. We must none of us forget
that we are born to live forever,

and the questions'of questions for
each one of us is in what state are
we to live during eternity beyond
the grave.

Heaven
and hell present no mystery. they
are simply consequences, Faith in
God, obedience to God, purity of
living put us in the direction of God,
and of God’'s kingdom.

up a human church, it would not
be a matter of much concern which
one it should be. In fact, in a
hypothesis of that kind, I would
advise rather the building up of
one to suit ourselves by ourselves.
For we know just what we would
like; we could make it as easy
and as comfcoobie v onr tastes de-
mand, But it has not been left to
ourselves ‘I will build my hurch,”
sajid Christ, “On this rock I will
build my church, and the gates of
' hell shall not prevail against it.”
He appointed the apostles to be the
rulers of His church., His teachers,
and the distributors of His graces.
*As the Father sent me, 80 also. I
send you.” *“Go ye, therefore, teach
nll nations; and, behcld, I am with
you all days, even unto the consum-
mation oif the world.” Mind you,
He built His church to last until
the end; just so long as there would
be souls to be saved. His chur:h
lives through ages, lives to-day ac-
cording to the promises; and here
I say to you, choose as your moth-
er, In clinging to a human church
you will never rise above ite source,
the earth, To reach to the &kies
you need a chureh whose feet indeed
touch the earth, but whose brow
dips into the very azure of paradise,
In Christ’s church you touch Christ
Himself, and receive into your souls
His own divine life. You are cer-
tain in the poseesgion of His truths
for His church teaches in His own
name and under His own guidance.
You receive heyond a doubt His
own graces, for the apostles of his
church and their legal successors
were made by Him. the authorized
ministérs of those graces. Where
{8 Christ’s church? The answer is
eagy. Where is the old church, the
first church., the only church that
has lived long enough to be Christ’s?
All reply at once, the Catholie
church, All others are of recent
growth, and were in their origin,
one and all, departures from the
Catholic church. The departures
were unjustified. They presupposed,
contrariwise to Christ’s promises,
that His church conld have gone
astray. They were rebellious against
Christ's orders, which were that
all should adhere to His church,
They were insults to His wisdom
and power, as they supposed that
what Christ had failed to do, men
could succeed in doing—giving a
church that would r@nain pure and
unimpaired. The name Catholic is
the name she bore from her earliest
years, a name telling the extent
of Her mission, and her grandeur.
Catholic means universal—the church
of all nations and of all ages, re-
suminy in the one word the whole
charter—*“Teach all nations, and be-
hold I am with you all days.”

The Catholic church offers to the
colored people the fullest recogni-
tion of all their rights as christians
and as men, and offers to them her
power to have those rights rec-
ognized by others, There are in-
dividual Catholics as prejudiced
arainst the colored man as others
are; but C('atholics are so. in spite
of their principles. Principles al-
ways work out logically. The Cath-
olic churc¢h is the grandest school
the world has ever seen of human
rights, human divinity and civil and
social equality., She it is who, in
the person of Paul. sent back the
slave Oresimus of Philemou as =a
brother in the Lord. She it is that
banished slavery from European na-
tiens,  No one spoke ever in thun-
dering tones against the African
slave trade as did her pontiffs. To-
day it I8 Leo that is stirring up
Europe to withstand in Africa the
traffic in men. It is the lamented
Lavigerie who has distributed over
the deserts thousands of Christian
crusaders to intercept the vile trad-
er and give freedom to his victims,
In no temple do black and white,
savaze and civilized man come o
closely together on such perfect
terms of equality as they do at the
communion rail of a Catholic church.
For the sake of all the rights which
are yours, and for which you are
struzgling. I would have you to
be Catholics.

A BYSTANDER'S NOTES,

This has been in payment of tui-
tion in advance—his stake in the
country, which is greater tlhan any
other race or class can have in its
destiny. What right has the white
man to rob him of this, or compel
him to forego its advantages®
L] - L - [} L ] - * [}

But the second class, fitly typified
by Bishop Turner, is composed of
colored men who say they can not
endure the evils they are cumpeiled
to face in the Uypited States. and
they would better try their chances
in Africa.

There ie no question as to the
evils of which they complaiu, but
this fact remains to be cousidered
by those who think relief may be
obtained in this mauner. Is it pos-
sible that any race trained only by
slavery and unable even with the
advantages of the press, the laws and
the power of numbers to resist op-
pression by a thinority in a civ-
ilized country, can ever by successful
colonists in a savage land where
not only the force of competition
with civiliation is unvestricted, but
where also the clog of associated
barbarism would rest always upon
his efforte? '

Until the colored race in the Uhnit-
ed States is strong enough, brave
enough, wise enough, and devoted
enough to win its r:ghts and liber-

-ties from a christian civilization,

which is in large part willing to
listen to its plea, hear and believe
the truth, it must be evident that
it can not be strong enough to
plant a successful civilization amid
the barbarism of Africa. What may
be its ultimate’ destiny no man can
foresee, but its Ppresent duty, the
struggle in which its manhood wmust
first be tested is In winning its
rights here upon American soil—the
right to Dbe free, sellgoverning and
self-protecting  American eiticens,
There is no doubt that mauy thou-

sands, perhaps huudreds of thou-
sands. will fall in this seemingly
hopeless struggle, but it is better

that a million ev®n should be de-
stroyed than that unnumbered mil-
lions who will spring 'from them
z;:ould be cast back into barbar-
m,

If to-day 1,000,000 of the best of
the colored people of the United
States could be transplanted to Af-
rica it would only be to invite in-
vasion and subjugation if they were
economically successful, or without
schools, without the stimulus of civ-
ilizati_on, or the hope of better
things, to sink down into thart far-
cical mockery of civilization which
characterizes the American people's
one attempt to evade the payizent
of ite obligation to a people s0
long oppressed for our profit—the
miserable half-life of Liberia. The
race must prove its manhood fn
America before it is 1it to serve God
or man in Africa,

The third class from whom the
Bystander has lately had many let-
ters have only good will for the
colored man and desire only that
he should receive justice.

As a rule people of this class for-
get three things: 1, That the Amer-
ican Negro is not an African. In every-
thing that constitutes a man he is
an American. In purpose, aspira-
tion, character he is most intensely
American. What right have we to
denatijonalize him or compel him to
denationalize himself? 2. We have
no control of a foot of land in Africa,
and if we had the very people who
are s0 anxious to have him deport-
ed now would be the first to fol-
low and rob him if he were success-
ful and prosperous there. C(iviliza-
tion which forbids him to have
arms for his defense in the United
States would then send its gunboats
to compel him to submit to ite ra-
pacity. '

In the Bystander’s judgment there
is no patent method of escape, eith-
er from the responsibility that rests
upon the whites of the hardship
that coanfronts the colored people
of the United States. The question
must be settied here and now wheth-
er American liberty means liberty
for white and black alike, and
whether Protestant civilization has
any element of justice in it or not.

Another thing must be settled too,
and thatis whether the colored man
is brave enough and resolute enough
to demand his rights, pray for his
righte, hope for his rights, and not
let go his hold on God or Ameri-
ehristianity until he gets his rights,

When every colored church in the
land has each month a service of
prayer for justice and liberty and the
upbuilding of the cclored race in
the United States—so that it is weld-
ed into one great mass of carnest
aspiration—the end will not be far
off, As long as they are willing
to separate their christianity from
their liberty and submit to oppres-
sjon for the sake of “enjoying re-
lizgion,” not very much progress will
bé made in securing their rights.

A CENTENARIAN.
The funeral of a colored centen-

arian occurred Sunday, in Washing-
ton, D. C.,—Sallie Jackson. While
there is no official record of her birth,
the approximate time js determined
by the fact that the old lady was
able to recall incidents in the war
of 1812, and also the fact that
she was at that time twenty-four
years of age. She was born in
Virginia, and was the slave of Dr.
Nelson, who lived near Yorktown,
Her freedom was purchased by her
son. W. W_ Jackson, and she then
went to live with him in Richmond,
In 1868 she came to this city, and
has made her home with her daugh-
ter. Mrs. Jackson had thirteen chil-
dren, forty-nine grandehildren, thirty-
four greatgrandchildren. and five
great-great-grandchildren. Her oldest
child was seventy years old, and her
oldest grandchild fifty.

MRS, SURRATT'S “OLD AUNTY.”

Aunt Rachael Hawkins was a
slave in the Surratt family. She

lives in a little house in the South-
western part of Washington. She
18 ‘“pretty low,” and divides her
time between reminiscent talks and
the telling of her prayer-beads. She
i1s a devout Catholic. 8he likes to
be addressed as Aunty. It sounds
like *‘old times.”” Aunt Rachael is
never 8o happy as when to an at-
tentive listener she is recounting the
incidents of the sensational period
of the war. She teems with them.
Her memory is vigorous, and al-
though a little off on dates, she is
usually able to indicate the time
by associating it with some prom-
inent event.

Aflnt Rachael was born, “Why,
‘bress yo’ heart, honey. de Lawd only
kpows w’en.” She first belonged
to the family of Cornelius Wildman,
and subsequently to that of Syl-
vester Boon. In the year that
John Brown was hanged she began
her servitude with Mrs. Surratt.
She was the hovse servant @t the
homestead at Surratteville, now
Clinton, Md. Here she was wedded
to one of the slaves of Walter P.
Griffia, the father-in-law of Sydney
E. Mudd. ' She remained with the
Surraft family till the close of the
war, when she moved to Washing-
‘ton. Bhe has never been in Mary-
land since. She speaks tenderly of

l

of the children. Mrs. Burratt was
kind-hearted, and wouid not do hurt
to a soul.

“Dere were Marse John and Mis-
sus .snnie, who tended school down
at Bryantown in Charles county, and
Marse Isaac, who runned away to
Texas. It wasn't long after the
death of John Surratt, Sr.,”” con-
tinned the auntie, *‘when Mrs. Sur-
ratt removed to Washington and

¢ the 1arm in charge of Mr. John
Lloyd. J. Wilkes Booth and Dave
Herold used to come down often,
and they and Mr. Iloyd were
“mighty thick.”” Mrs. Surratt visit-
od the country home but seldom.
Booth used to recite by way of
practice, and frequently paced the
floor while rehearsing lines. He
was a very fine gentleman., and a
areat favorite with the servants,
because of his liberality.”

On the morning of Good TFriday,
1863. while coming to town she
met Mrs, Surratt and Booth. who
were on the down road. She re-
membered this particularly, because
the couple were in a  very small

bucrgy, drawn by a milk-white
horse, The meeting occurred at
ton ¢ Good Hope Hill.

day. and that night the assassina-
tion of Lincoln took place, The

The Link that Severs.

No one disputed the fact that Cos-
mo Loring was a ricing painter of
great promise. He had already giv-
en irrefutable evidence of his r&l
talent by producing several small
pictures which had sold remarkably
well, taking into consideration that
he was yvet unknown, and even some
of” the exelusive picture dealers of
Bond street had notified their inten-

s ¢ riving orders, But Loring,
with a highly strung artistic tem-
perament, was possessed of an equal-
Iy potent ambition, and wonld not
conwent to imperil the future and
dwarf his brush to the production
of mere pot-boilers.
