LET U3 BE OP AND DOING

A QUESTION BROUGHT SQUARELY BE-
FORE US.

A Case in Polnt for the Detroit Branch of
the Afro-American League—The
Supreme Court Must
Pass upon It.

To the Editor of The PLAINDEALKR.
Sir: The recent occurrence of the Fer

guson-Gies Civil Rigits case, tried in the
Circuit Court for Wayne county, Mich., a
few days ago and its resuit being a verdict
for the defendant, Gies, brings the ques-
tion squarely before us and the Negro of
America at large, what effect for good is
the recent Atro-American League, organ-

ized at Chicago?
Let us irst deal with home. What is

the Detroit Branch going to do about it?
Shall we be silent, or will we hold a pub-
lic meeting and express our indignation at
such rank injustice?

Our law upon the subject has never re-
ceived a ssttiement by the court of last re-
sort in our Btate, and itis of the utmost
importance that the evasions sought by
construction of ;aw be exploded once and
for ail time, or thut we knoow our true
status with our white fellow citizens in this
state.

Every colored man, woman and child
should be interested in this matter. We
bad all, before this, thought that the 15th
Amendment to the Coanstitution, forbid.
ing any State from denying to any citizeu
he rights and privileges belonging to an-
other, was equaliy prohibitory upena the
individual as upon the State, and that if a
man cannot be denied his right to vote on
account of bis color, neither can he be
denied any other right upon the same
ground. But this strange and recent de-
cisioun of one of our courts, puts this in
issue,

The court has said that a public restau-
rant keeper has aright to so control his
business that he may keep separate tables
for ladies, and for gemtlemen., for white
petsons and for colored and this is a reason-
able countrol of his busiaess and this too
even when the separation is Lased on color.

The defendant, Gies” in this case ad-
mits that he denied Mr.“Ferguson the ac-
comodation he asked for on account of his
color and offered him certain other on the
same ground. ‘

The Court {a its charge admits that the
Statute of Michigan declares the right of
our citizens to indiscriminate accommoda-
tions in public places and forbids any dls-
crimination not applicable alike to al} aother
citizens. It is not for the writer on this
orcasion t» pass upon the courts construc-
tion, but as a citizen of this state and a
Negro, 1 write to urge our peaple tobe up
and doing for danger is abead.

Our friends are sometimes those of our
own household. ILet ws flud them out.

I had expected the public journals who
belleve in the equality of rights of all citi-
zens 10 have rebuked this injustic, but not
a word, Is the eubject too bard for them.

Let this case be reported to the head-
quarters of the Natiomal League and let
meetings be held in every villagze and ham-
let and let it be known that kmowing our
rights we demand them and dare maistain
them.

Bishop's Talk About Afre-
Amerieans.

A Mississipp!

Bishop M. H. Thompson of Mississippi
stopped in the city a short time last week
as he was enroute to Ann Arbor, where he
was engaged to deliver a course of lectures
before the Hobart guild of the University.
In an interview with a Tribune reporter he
said, anent the question of the race troub-
les in the South, that the talk of ‘‘Negro
uprisings” no doubt had its origin in the

He said
“*our homes and families are in the hands

That there was indimidatioa at the polis he

had practically ceased voting two years
Speaking of the educational features
of the question he said:

“] am doing all | can for the colored
race. They outnumber the whites in my
state by 350,000 to 800.0¢0. Two-thirds of
the schools are taught bfNegroes and at-
tended by colored children.”

“Do they teem anxicus to leern?”’

‘“Yes. They are very ambitious and
williniz. Their parents are particularly
anxious to have their children learn to read,
write and cipher. 1do not know that {1
will make them hoe cotton, bandle a plow
or drive a mule any better, but it will en-
able them to use their franchires in a more
intelligent marner and to understand and
appreciate their liberties better.
</ ‘Southern people are very jealous of out-
side interference and in many cases justly
s0. There are many things which are not
understood in the North. The public
schools are supported by the state and used
almost exclusively by the colored race.
Thus the whites are compelled to bear
their share of this epormous burden and
support private schoole besides. The schools
are necessary, however. The schools are
neccessary. The Negro must have them.
Whether education will »atisfactorily solve
this great problem I of course can not say,
nor can any one else at prescot.

‘‘As arule the colored people of the
South are superstitious. highly emotional
and easily led, but are very faituful =0
their friends. Their is no doubt that educa-
tion has been productive of good results.
Of course a large number of Negroes in
the South are still densely iznoraunt, especi-
ally among the older ones, but that will
probablynﬁe out to a certain extent as they.
pass away and be supplanted by a broader
intelligence as education becories more
general.

‘*Southerners do a great deal for the
Negroes that the whites of the North know
nothing of, especially tLe better classes.
Of course crimes are committed in Missis-
sippi a8 well a8 other states, and there is s
certain element of rascality and ruffacism
within ber borders, but no one deplores it
any more tban the better class of Southern
planters. There are today over 800 news-
papers in the United States, a number of
them dailies, edited, owned and controlled
by colored men, and anything I say about
the race in Detroit will be spread over the
state of Mississippi in an incredibly short
apace of time. Soon after the close of the
war I wen. from New York to New Or
leans and remained there for about eight
years. While I was there the city was psa.
trolled by colored policeman. The result
was that it was virtually run by white
roughs- -not, understand me, because the
colored guardians of the peace failed to do
their duty, but because they were utterly
powerless, and it wus a reckless risk of life
and limb for them to attempt to interfere
with the white rowdies, who held the
Negroes in contempt and thought nothing
of killing them. The better element of
whites were as bitterly opposed to this
lawlessness as any Northerner could be,
and it became necessary for seif-protection
to remove the colored policeman, because
of their helplessness.”

From the Chicago Inter Cceau,

Jackson, Miss , Feb. 27.— 7o the Editor.
—1t is the boast of the white people of the
South thit every Northern man who
~omes down here and views the situation
is immediatelv converted to their social
ard political views. 1 have spent a few
weeks traveling abcut Mississippi ard
Louisiana acd ‘“‘sm conver.ed.”

The peopleof the North never make 3
greater mistake than when they claim that

there is no free speech and free press in
the South  During the time I have been
Lere 1 have read little else in the local
papers but tirades against the North and
the government even; and eulogies to those
whe devoted their lives to an attempt to
destroy it, and 1 hope I shall never visit a
lucality where more freedom of <prech is
indulged in against the government than in
some portions of these States. Wherever
they meet a Northern man—and they are
well onto his vernacular—they cxpress
their opinions of the North and of the
government, to him with a freedom that
m:dkes him feel familiar with their senti-
ments at cnce. They expressed them to
me, | icdorsed them and their was per-
fect harmony. When s Northern man
comes down here to live—in the great ma-
jority of plagp— all he has to do is to find
what the sodfl and political sentiment {s
and indorse it. He wiil continue to enjoy
perfect socizl and political freedom as long
as he indorscs.

At the present time I don’t knowof a
quicker or safer way for a preacher or any
other public speuker to work his way into
the affections of the people of these States
than tn deliver an eulogy upon the lite
Presicent of the late Confederate States.
Nearly cvery preacher aund politician 1
have met here can point with pride to
sume sort of a personal effert of this kicd.,
. Idont know of any wayin which a
mun conld ccnimit sucide quicker, even in
the wost ww-abiding commaunity, than to
publicly criticise the late Mr. Davis,
Dzath would be sufficiently sudden to
prove painiess. There are no obstacles
put in the vay of a Northern man’s con
version to the opinicns of the South, and
then bolding fast to them. I haven't seen
scen or heard a thing intended to
prejudice me against their views. Every
sentiment publisbed or spoken here is sat-
urated with sntagonism to the Genersl
Government, and of the opirions held by
the North. Every newspaper and public
speaker continually praises, and every
picture and statue that has originated since
the wir, commemorates the deeds of those
as we sy down here, *‘“who fought on our
side in the laiec war between the States.” 1
Hstened to a sermnn by a presiding elder, &
D. D., whoia an iillustration said that
Haman was the James G. Blaine of Persia
in his time,

When 1 was up North I suppesed tbere
were twooreat political [arties that ex-
tended all over the country, viz: Republi-
can and Democratic. 1 find I was wrong.
The party down bere is neither. The
‘caders call it the **White Man’s Suprema-
cy Party.” DBoth Northern Republicane
and Democrats, after they come down here
are jiable to bccome ‘nigger’agitators unless
they seck conversion successfully. Here
in Mississippi where I am now, though,
even political agitators are never killed be-
cuse of their indepeodent political opin-
jons—uunless they express them. A young
man informed ma that In Copiah county,
ap eX sheriff, became an agitator and a
man kilied Lhim in self dofense.  After tell-
ing me this the y.ung man winked and
laughed, und I winked and laughed. I
asked bimm what they did with the man
who did the shooting. He said: *‘He got
off.” anl then winked and smiled again,
and so I winked amd smiled again.

There 18 a difference of opirion here
abeut the “nigger.” They say if the North
will let us alone, we will take care of the
niggers. They say he does not cire to vote
unless heis stirred up by agitators. And
even tien be wili pot always vote. At
Jacksou, Miss., the capital, they showed
me where ‘he had polling places in the late
election. They had ropes along the street
fifty feet from the froat of the buildings
and wouldn’t allow an agitator to go be-
vond them. Jut for a joke on the niggers
thev had mea sitting in the upper windows
with Wincunester rifles. The niggers didn’t
take enouyrh iaterest in the election to go
near the polls,

A prominent politician from the delta
country, whom 1 met at Jackson, said the
real object of calling a Mississippi constitu-
tional convention—I use his language—

was to get rid of the thirtecnth, fourteenth
believed

and fifteenth amendments, he
they were. But they were a General
Government affair and he didn’t under-
stand just how they were going to get rid
of them with a State law. A good many
were in favor of an educational qualifica-
tion, but he dido’t think it would work.
It wouldo’t be fair to enac? alaw that
wou'd disfranchisec a heap of men who
hnd fought on **our side” io the lute war,
and let in a lot of young niggers who had
learned to read. ‘Do you know,” said he,
that the nizgersare great op gcing to
schonl? Why,they would goon half rations
to get a chance to learn to read and write,
and the whites are getting sick of it.”
Down in the delta couutry, he said, they
already had them rigut well in band. 1f a
nigger gt ‘‘d4as¢y,” some one popped him
over.  He said they didn’t want to get rid
of the nigger tecause he worked better
than the poor whites. but they would
never submit to his vote and Northern mea
who come down here had better under
stand it.

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Duty of Congress.

THE country expects a great deal of the
present congress. Being Republican in
boch branches and with a Republican ex-
ecutive in the White House it has the op-
portunity to so shape the legislation of the
country as to carry out the principles of
the Republican party,

Chief among the principles of that party
is the right ef all citizens to enjoy all the
privileges which belong to them as such,
the right of the majority to rule, a free
ballot and a fair count. Of far greater
importance to the Republic are these prin-
ciples than the question of tariff, foreign
immigration or any other question that
will probabiy arise, for they constitute the
foundation of our government, and if
these principles are trampled upon room is
m:de for designing men to upturn our
governmental fabric, shape legislation to
suit individual ends, and it wili be impos-
sible to secure laws acceptable to the
Inasses.

Had there been a free expression of polit-
ical opinion through the ballot in every
section of the country questions of great
importance that now press upon the Re-
public for solutions would never have
arisen or they would have been settled be
fore they assumed such large proportions.

It is commonly known that from Virgia-
ia to Texas the right of the citizen are
more or less trampled upon. That a free
expression of the citizen through the bal-
lot has not been possible since ’76. Iatol-
erant sectionalism has formed in some of
the states an oligarchy that permits no
opinion to circulate not in harmony with
its own. Through means that disgrace
our civilization, and which are a constant
menace to the Republic they control their
states. Under the name of a white man's
party they made war on black and white
Republicans and with an imperious sneer
by their acts ack the country what they are
going to do about it.

The Republican party is now in a posi-
tion to do something *‘about it.” The war
of the rebellion established the supremacy
of the Nation over that of the States, and
the Nation has the right to step in when
its laws or principles are endangered and
see that they areenforced. Intolerant sec-
tionalism has trampled upon the Federal
law by a series of acts that have rendered
void the voice of the poeple it remsaios for
the Republican party to re-establish in
those siates the supremacy of ths people.

Congress should not be deterred by
threats or cries of “‘bloody shirt’ from
doing its duty. Wherever men are found
in itsbody who do not represent the ma-
jority of their constituents, and it can be
proven that they occupy their positions by
viriue of false returns, bailot box stuffing
or intimidation of voters they shouldbe un-
seated. Then to re-establish the right of
the majority to govern it should pass a
Federal election law.

It was because the dominant parties re-
fused to correct abuses and redress wrongs
that the people put the Republican party
in power and that party is always strong-
est with the people when it hews close to
the linc of duty. To dally with evils
means defeat. To meet them boldly means
success.

The individuals in the party can do
much to right the evils that threaten the
country. Let them require of their rep-
resentatives strict performance of their
duty, as the basis for their future support.
They should make it their special duty to
write to their representatives urging them
on. Even a Congressman is human and
when any great number of his party con-
stituents wrote him that unless he and the
party do their «(uty in Congress they will
refuse him their further support, by send-
ing another in his stead, or by refusing to
g0 to the polls on election day, they will
do all in their power to expedite matters
and serve the interests of his constituents.

THERE I8 no denying of the fact that
large numbers of Afro Americans are be-
coming independent voters. When in the
heat of a campaign, the republican
stump thunders fail to convince these men
that salvation for their race, is only with
them, the rank and file of the party stand
aghast, and say, ‘‘how ungrateful!” An
audience of Afro-Americans are never ad-
dressed without the old stale reminder of
what ‘‘we’'ve done for you,” omitting
what they have neglected to do. There are
many grand, noble, sacrificing Republi-
cans, to them, all honor and gratitude.
But maoy of them, as far as their views of
equal justice is concerned, might better be
democrats. A few even verge on bour-
bonism. If the Supreme Court was com-
posed entirely of Lamirs’ we might have
expected just such a decision as was given
in case of the Mississippi railroads furnish-
ing separate cars as long as it did not in-
terfere with interstate commerce. Freight
traffic is made paramount to human rights
on earriers. Since there is but one Lamar
on the Supreme bench our only conclusion
is that we are betrayed in the house of
friends, and our rights bartered for South-
ern smiles. If in the light of our supreme
court decizions since Taney. our common
law has not been debased, the discerning
eyes more is blind than American justice
when the Afro-American i3 in the balance.
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Starting from Taney we have a series of
infamous decisions all from Republican
justices. First we have Chief Justice
Waite annulling a Civil Right statute of
Louisiana on ths ground that railroads
being interstate carriers, any law on that
subject should come from Congress. A
few years later we have the same Chief
Justice, with the consent of all but one of
his republican confieres,declaring a na:ion-
al statute of the same import, unconstitu-
tional on the ground that it should come
frem the state, Only a year ago United
States Circuit Judge Miller of Baltimore,
another Republican declared that civil
privileges should be regulated by local sen-
timent of the dominant class. This year
another Repubiican Judge in Kansas, de-
clares an opera house a private castle as
sacred as his house. And now comes the
Ukcited States Supreme Court again, de
claring a discriminating doctrine in the
civil privileges which they claim the law
and the government secure to all men.
Thus since Waite every dodge and quirk,
unholy or holy, has been resorted to by
our Republicin Judges to keep the Afro-
Amcrican subservient in civi! as well as
social life. Set these facts beside the ora-
torical bombast of our Republican cam-
paiga orators and see for yourself which
appeals to a voters sensc of patriotism. It
is true we can c¢xpect little or nothing from
the Democratic party with its bourbon ap-
pendage. But just so sure as the world
moves a party will arise whose fundamen-
tal principle shall be equal justice with-
out qualifications
will be found in that party. It will come
for the public conscience is awakening
and the Afro-American is helping tosound
the alarm.

Ir ANY One is not coanvinced of tte
iohumanity of the South, let him
read the prison reports from nine of the ex-
slaveholding stales. If there is any thing
in all this broad world that would shock
humanity and morality more, it has not
come under our notice. No such barbar-
ities ever existed in a civilized country
since the christian era. We can only give
instances of the untold cruelties practiced
in convict camps unaer the convict lease
system now in vogue in these states.
Most of the prisoners are Afro-Americans
ana a majority of them sentenced for pet-
ty offenses.  In Mississippi the lash and
the poor housing and feeding of the con-
victs has raised the death rate among them
to thrice it< proportions. In Georgia, the
boasted state of ‘“*Gajah” the filth and
crime¢ among the convicts was so great
that the Governor would no* allow the re-
ports to be published. Outside of the
poor food and clothing given the convicts
together with repeated applications of the
strap, men and women are chained togeth-
er day and night, and as a result 21 illegiti-
mate children are now being raised in those
camps. Is it astonishing that morality is
low among the Afro-Americans of Georgia.
In Arkansas several have b-en whipped to
death and the legislature has denounced
the system yet it prevails.

No comment can approach in horror,the
actual state of affairs existing under the
convict system of these states, a8 reported
by investigating committees.

I't 13 hoped that the executive toard of
the Michigan Protective League will recon-
sider their action, and meet to endorse the
Afro-American League. The Afro- Amer-
ican League is the product of years of agi-
tation and unremitting effort. Its promo-
ters are men chiefly noted for their inter-
ests in the welfare of the Afro-American.
It has the geoeral support of the people.
The press almost unanimously endorse it.
The convention at Washington thought so
well of it that it passed a resolution favor-
ing amalgamation with it. Now it is in
order for the Michigan Protective State
League to endorse it, by so doing they will
follow out the wishes and desires of the
Afro Americans of Michigan,

THE United States is not the only nation
that has a problem. Older countries than
this are having perplexing problems which
their vast standing armies and centralized
powers cannot solve. Russia is still trying
to uproot nikilism and gain a foothold up-
on the Southern seas. France is struggling
against Boulavgerism and a crown. Ger-
many’s labor problem grows more por-
tentious every day, and even little portu.
gal fears for her monarchy, Notwith-
standing all these threatening contentions
abroad, the United States thinks that the
questions of civil liberty on the lines of
justice, gives it the only problem of the
age. P

Tae Afro-Americans of Michigan are
quite well informed as to where the De-
troit Tridune stands on the question of
giving the '*Negroes” the justics they so
well deserve at the hands of this govern-
meat. And what the Zribune has to say
on the question suits them. Now, since
the Evening Journal has begun to ask
questions, we have one—How does the
Journal stand on the issue and what does
it advise?

In the
early days of Tee PLANDEALER, with a
school boy's enthusiasm he entered into all
the plans for the success of the venture,
throughout bis course at college he en-
deavored to exemplify in his gentlemanly
deportmert and excellent scholarship, tbe
justness of THE PLAINDEALER'S plea for
Afro-American rights, aod from the Free
Press article below, it will be seen that as
a pioneer in the employ of u large corpora-
tion he i3 still doing honor 10 the race.

The Grand Rapids iacident occurred
over & year ago, but has just found its
way into priot.

After speaking of the extensive shops,
etc of the Central, the Free Press says:

*‘It is generaliy thought that Afro Amer-

fcans exhibit little adaptability for mechan
ical, engineering or architectural work,
and, in fact, achieve no success ia the con-
structive arts. This is not due to a lack
of education, neither is their failure to rise
: to fortune in the mercantile l:ne.
i Occasionally there is an individual
whose mental equipment enables him to
break this rule and to place himself on a
professional level with the best of his
rivals. Buch a man has been for several
years in the engiveeting department of the
Michigan Central Railroad.

His engagement came about in a peculiar
way. Graduating at the Michigan Univer-
sity he was recommended by the profess-
ors of engineering as the best in the class
The letter of recommendation caused Chiet
Engineer Hawkes, without seeing the man,
to promise him the tirst vacancy. When
he preseuted bimself 10 take the position,
it was ob:erved that he was a colored man.
tlowever, as most of the company’s en-
gineers had becn at school, or at college,
with the ncw graduate and had no objec-
tions to make to his engsgement, he was
set at work. He at once demonstrated his
ability und it may b: mentioned that bhe
has been promoted several times siuce he
Legan his service, ‘

This engineer. being emploved in the
field work of the company, i3 frequently
called upon to testify oo, professional mat-
ters, where railroads or strect crossings, or
tbings of that kind are brought iuto court,
Such a case whereia the Michigan Central
was a party, was once ou triat in Grand
Rapids. This engineer having made the
survey, was sent there to explain in court
all about the levels, the crossings and the
general situation. Clear headed and ac-
curate, he makes an excellent witness, and
can always tell just what can and what
cannot be done in laying out railroad
tracks.

Arriving at Grand Rrpids he went to the
Morton House and registered. It is known
to the travelling public that this hotel has
no superior in thecountry. The proprietors,
A. V. Pantland and his nephew, Boyd
Pantland, are at the head of the list as
landlords. Furthermore, while not at all
given to exploiting politics, both are Re-
publicans a fact which must be mentioned in
order to understand the sequel of thissiory.
In the course of the day a siir was created
in the hotel by the report that a colored
man was being entertained therein as a
guest. A good deal was said to the elder
Pantland about it, and it worried him.
He did not wish to dismiss the engineer
and, notwithstanding his Republican prin-
ciples he did not wisn to retain him in the
bhouse. All the time the noise about the
office continued to increase, and it was
therefore with much joy that Pantland
saw Harry Russel, attorney of the Michi-
gan Central, approach the counter.

‘Look herc,” he said to Russel, ‘you
Michigan Central people have placed me
in a box.’

‘What's the matter now,” said Russel,
with all the suavity of manner and bland-
ness of tone juseparable from bim.

‘Why. you bave sent a—, a colored man
to register at the Morton.’

‘You can keep him, I hope? replied
Russel; ‘vou and he are of the same poli-
tics.’

*‘Well, yes: but I dou’t know about
keeping him,” said Pantland. ‘1 should
like to oblige youu, but, you see, my Dem-
ocratic friends object.’

‘Oh, 1 think not,’ archly answered Rus-
sel; ‘we are all right—no complaint from
us. Let him stay.’

‘The fact is,’ said Pantland, ‘there is a
terrible row about it. There is a row
among the girls jn the dining-room, there
is trouble ia the kitchen, there is cursing
here in the office, and I don’t believe I can
stand it.’

“‘Has he been misbehaving himself?’ in-
quired Russel.

‘No,’ sorrowfully said Pantland, ‘no;
that’s just it; I wish to Heaven he would
misbenave just a little bit!
