southern Judge'* Opinion—ReatrirtIon of 
Suffrage— The Appeal of the South

. The race problem was the subject for 
discussion on the evening of the fourth 
day's session of the National Educational 

. Association, aud the first address was made 
*by Hon. A. A. Guntry of Louisiana, who 

though a judge and therefore to be expect­
ed to rise superior to prejudice and give an 
unbiased discussion of the question, fell 
short of the expectation and spoke of the 
>Teg*o as a suppliant for charity rather 
than an equal demanding justice. His 
t-peech, which is given in substance below, 
is an improvement on the utterances of 
many Southerners, but nevertheless, show­
ed truces of, the prejudice and narrowness 
which characterizes the section he repre­
sents. He spoke as follows: 

This race problem concerns not only the 
South, but the whole country. It affects 
and interests every section alike. It is a 
burning home question of more importance 
to the American people than all other 
problems. 

It will not settle itself. It must not be 
et a'one. It demands brave thought and 

determined action if we would solve it by 
a bloodless revolution. 

The various lemedies proposed as a 
settlement of the race question are refuted. 
Amalgamation is impossible, and both 
races are averse to it. The belter class of 
Negroes wish race purity, and do not seek 
or desire social intermingling or inter­
marriage with the whites. "He who coun­
sels social equality or intermingling be­
tween the races is an enemy of both races 
and a traitor to his own. 

Deportation of the Negroes was de­
nounced as unnecessary, unjust and bar­
barous. He then continued: 

There is no race antagonism, no race 
prejudice in the Sou h. The relations be­
tween the races are kind and friendly. 
The whiles are attached to the Negroes, 
and like to see them prosper, and the 
Negroes are conscious that they received 
their language, their religion and their 
civiliz-ition from the whites. There is 
nothing in the character of the Negroes 
and nothing in the nature of the relations 
and feelings existing between ibe races 
that would prevent their living together in 
peace and harmony on terms o." equal 
treejom. 

But t II the trouble arises from the po­
litical jealousy of the Negro..a, and from 
the fear of the whites that Negro rule will 
be restor.d aud utterly destroy the new 
lorn progress of the South. 

The true solution of the race problem on 
a just basis lies in a restriction of suffrage, 
aud the oniy just restriction is an edu­
cational qualification Education, sound 
and thorough, benefits the Negro in every 
way, and renders him less liable to be in­
volved in race riots, as proved by ex­
perience. If the Negro was enabled to 
t xt rcise the right of suffrage intelligently 
a'l danger and apprehension of race 
trouble would cease. 

This qualification should be adopted by 
the geneial governmeut, and the same 
government should give the Negroes the 
means of education as an act of simple 
j slice to qualify them for the burdens 
iitid respouHbilifies of full citizenship. 
which the government placed on them to 
• ub-erve its own ends. Public education 
is the peculiar and grandtst distinction of 
ti.e American Nation, and it ought to be 
put into our National constitution. 

The press should cease to to be parti-an 
in the presence of this great issue 
Statesman should throw aside all tempo­
rary exptdients and adjust this question on 
a basis just, fair and *afe to both races. 
The spirit of Henry Clay who was to > pa-
tr'otic to he proud of sectional applause 
>hnuld preside over the 6oluiion of this 
vexed problem. #

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The second annual convention of tbe 
'Colored Catholics' of America was opened 
in Cincinnati. Tuesday, July 8, at St. 
Peter's Cathedral, with the celebration of 
the aoiemn high mass by the Rev. Mr. 
Griffin, of Pittsburg. The ceremony was 
to have been peifoimed by Rev. Father 
Augustus Tolton, of Quincy. who is tbe 
first and only Catholic priest in the United 
States. He received his educa ion from 
the Franciscan Fathers in Quincy, 111., 
and at the famous University of the Propa­
ganda in Rome. He ha? been very success' 
ful in his work, and will shortly en e t a 
church costing $35,000 in Quincy where 
his congregation averages fitly families.He 
says the denomination is ev«rywhere pros 
perous. ID Galveston they have a church 
of 8UU f milies. At St Genevieve, Mo , 
there are a great many. There are ovtr 
500 Afn. -American Catholics in St. Louis 
and in the vicinity of Mobile, over 100 (00. 

Forty-eight delegates representing ;00,-
000 Catholics were pitsent at the mass and 
took part in tbe celebration. The choir 
and acolytes were members of Catholic 
churches in that city. D t t i d A. Rudd, 
ediior of the American Catholic Tribune 
of Cincinnati, was chop* n lenipoiary chair­
man, and after preliminary business, the 
committee on ictmauent organization an­
nounced tbe following persous numbers ot 
theexecutive committee for the ensuing year 
President, W&shingt n Parker. New fork; 
vice-prebiuents, L>. L. McCloud. St. Louis, 
Mo.; C. H. Sutler. Washington. 
D. C ; J . E. Talbot , S. S. 
Gainer, H. L. Jones; treasurer, Dr. 
W. S. Loitin; recording secretary, D. S 
Mahoney; assistant, John R. Rudd. cor­
responding secretary, Thomas W. Short; 
sergeant at-arms, S. E. Hardy. 

At tbe morning's session of the second 
days meeting addresses were made by 
Arch-bishop Elder, Bishop Watterson, 
Columbus, O.. and Bishop Maes, of Cov­
ington, Ky. In the afternoon the meeting 
was presided over by Mr. Washington 
Parker, of New York. An interesting 
paper was read by Dr. Bolton a delegate 
from Washington, D. C. He regretted 
that there were only 200,000 out of the 
eight million Afro-Americans who were 
Catholics, and urged the erection of insti­
tutions of an agricultural and industrial 
nature throughout the country for the 
education of colored Catholics, the means 
to be supplied by a contribution from all 
who would be willing to interest them­
selves in tbe work. 

Wednesday night the delegates to the 
Colored Catholic Convention were ban­
queted by Afro American citizens at 
Greenwood hall. There were 300 plates. 
Tbe gathering was made notable by the 
presence of Archbishop Elder, Bishop 
Watterson, Rev. Fathers Mackey. Slattery 
and others all of whom addressed tbe 
delegates. 

Col. Robert Harlan presided and Dan. 
A. Ruda delivered tbe concluding speech. 
The address by Father Harrison, of St. 
Paul, especially pleased the audience as 
he came out squarely on the question of 
social equality, stating that the Catholic 
church was color blin 1. The address of 
welcome was by Prof. C. W. Bell, and 
the response by Hon. Wm. H. Smith. 

The next congress will be hold at Phila­
delphia, Jan 5, 1892. 

Resolutions ask for full riuhts both of 
church and State, urge new efforts along 
the line of education; recommend estab 
lisbment of night schools; appeal to all 
labor organizations to admit colored people 
to membership; ask factory owners to ad­
mit Negroes to their shops; recommend 
establishment of a national industrial 
school at Washington; advise forming a 
plan to promote tbe Catholic cause in 
Africa; express their conviction that 
colored people should join labor organi 
za;ions for protection; recommend forma­
tion everywhere of communities of St. 
Vincent de Paul, and tender thanks to 
Bishop Ireland. 

Oar Duty. 
Chattanooga (Tenn.) Observer: With 

tbe habits of industry acquired during the 
darker days, the knowledge of the handi­
craft of the trades, and expanded minds, 
tbe Afro-Americans are constantly getting 
upon ground which is new to ihem, and of 
which the white people have heretofore 
had exclusive posession. The approach of 
a colored man to grouud upon which he 
has not stood, is usually the signal for 
forces to gather and stop him, and this 
feeling, to a greater or less degree, is true 
North and South Go where we will, we 
find it, so that whatever we may acquire, 
a high degree of proficiency in the trades, 
or profound learning, tbe A tr<>-Americans 
have to contend with opposition to get into 
avenues in which to exercise their acquire­
ments. The result is that there are thou­
sands of men and women of tbe race who 
have been educated in our schools and col­
leges ami in the trades, who are either idie 
or are "hewers of wood and drawers of 
water," not being able to meet the obstacles 
and overcome them. We can do much 
ourselves to open avenues for our young 
peop'e, Our men of means can establish 
business enterprises in which they can be 
employed. We can encourage the em­
ployment of young colored men and 
women by concerns owned by white peo­
ple, by giving our patronage to that class 
of merchants who* employ them, and by 
pursuing this course, we will pave the way 
For our sons and our daughters t > places in* 
which they can exercise their acquirements.

James A. Bradley is preparing to furnish 
a separate bath house for A fro-Americans 
in Anbury park. The matter will be 
brought up before the Afro-American 
League. 

Citizens of Philadelphia are preparing 
to bestow upon Mrs. F. J . Coppin a testi­
monial gift in recognition of her labors 
for Afro-American youth during the past 
twenty-five years. 

The will of Wm. L. Gilbert, the million­
aire philanthropist of Winsted, Conn., 
among other munificent bequests, gives 
$40,000 for the Gilbert school for Afro 
American girls at Winsted, La. 

Among tbe last bills signed by 
tbe governor of Mississippi before the 
adjournment of the State legislature was 
one providing for separate but equal rail­
road accomodations for Afrc-Americans. 

Afro-Americans of Kansas are dissatis­
fied with the political!situation in thi t 
State and have called a State convention 
at Sal ma. Kansas, for Monday, August 
11 to organize for practical recognition in 
State government. 

Ephraim Burk. a boy of 17 years enter­
ed the iO'->m of Miss J. W. Price and at­
tempted to drug ber, but she gave the 
alarm and he became frightened and ran 
away, leaving his shoes, hat and coat, by 
which he was identified. 

Representatives of the Western Blade of 
Kansas City, called on the managers of the 
cable car companies to secure positions 
from them for Afro-Americans and were 
told by them that it was against tbe policy 
of the companies to employ Afro-Ameri­
cans iu any capacity. 

The Afro-Ametlcan porters of the Balti­
more & Ohio railroad met in convention at 
Baltimore July 11. The sessions were 
secret, delegates being present from 
eighteen cities. Tbe chief business dis­
eased was how to improve the beneficial 
branch of the association. 

Miss Flora Wills, a beautiful girl of 15 
years, was burned to death at tbe home of 
Mrs. W. G. Wilmot of New Orleans, last 
mon'h. Her dress caught fire from rub­
bish burning In the yard and it was im­
possible to subdue tbe flames before she 
had sustained fatal injuries. 

The largest parade of Catholic societies 
which ever occurreel in Wilmington, Del., 
took place July 6, on the occasion of the 
corner stone ceremonies of tbe Catholic 
school for Afro Americans. The proces 
sion was led by Bishop Curtis and Vicar 
General Lyons of the diocese of Wilming­
ton. 

On. Sunday night 25 laborers from the 
plantation of A. Hefner, Murouge. La., 
whose passage he had paid from North 
Carolina, sought to leave their homes un­
der cover of night, but they were pursued 
by a posse, and. refusing to return peace­
ably, five of their number were shot and 
killed. 

Judge Snodgrass. of Chattanooga, beat 
a little Afro-American, uMns very im­
proper language whi e doing so because 
the boy had called his son a liar. The 
scene occured in the grocery of Mrs. 
Goebel who bad hired tbe boy and she has 
taken out a warrant against the Judge for 
profane and obscene language on her 
premises. She claims that the boy was 
ill treated by the Judge. 

William Clark, a brick layer of Chatta­
nooga, with three companions hoarded a 
freight train on tbe Cincinnari Southern 
road and paid their fare to tbe conductor, 
and while tbe train was running 23 miles 
an hour two brakerneu approached them 
saying they had *ord«w to remove them 
from tbe car. The men refused 
to leave while the car was running 
so fast, whereupon they seized Clark and 
burled bim from the t^ain. His companion 
kept them at bay by a revolver until he 
reached the next station. Clark was found 
bruised and bleeding and will have to ' 
have a leg amputated, fie will sue the 
company for $15.1X0 damage. 

GET DOWI TO BUSINESS. 
SOME PLAIN TALK FOR AFRO-AMERI­

CANS BY ONE OF THEM. 

Clement Garnet! Morgan's Advice—Black 
Men and \\ oiaea Mat t Be More Earnest , 

Must Thoroughly Educate, and Mat t 
• A. cumulate—BU Word* Warmly 

Applauded.

In response to invitations extended to 

him by the Afro-American League of 
Cambridgeport and tbe Colored National 
League of Boston, Mr. Clement Garnett 
Morgan, Harvard's Class Day orator, spoke 
some wise words to our people Monday 
and Tuesday evenings of tbe present week. 
Tbe first address was at tbe Union Baptist 
church in Carabridgepoit on Monday 
night. There was a large audience, wbo 
gathered to hear the eloquent Negro. 

On the platform were Hon. Edwin Gar­
rison Walker, Mr. Sub.ett, Dr. William 
C. Lane. Rev. Joshua A. Brockelt, Mr. 
Butler R. Wilson and Rev. Jesse Har ell, 
pastor of tbe church Rev. Mr. Brocket!, 
as president of the league, introduced Mr. 
Morgan in a brief speech, and tbe colored 
orator was given a ruusiog welcome. 
Mr. Morgan gave tbe membtis of his r ice 
some sound and practical advice as to how 
to make men aud women of themselves, 
and be a mighty power iu tbs Nation, and 
sounded ihe Keyuoie of huin.ui i j . Hb> 
bean., be said, a:w>.y-s went out, to tbe op­
pressed, for he remembered tuai he aud 
nts race were once oppressed. 

' What we as a race must do," he said, 
' 'is to get to work if we ever hope to ac­
complish anything substantial or valuable 
for humanity. This is tbe road to perma­
nent success. The race needs to be more 
punctual and more earnest. The test for 
you and me is: ' I am a Negro.' Until 
we can roll the words under our tongues 
as a, sweet morsel, and be proud of the 
blood which flows in our veins we need 
not expect to attain that great and proud 
eminence to which mauy of m aspire. 
[Great applause.] 1 take a great deal of 
pride in the lac! that I am a black man, 
lor it is the cause ot the do wu-trodden, the 
oppressed and outraged. It is tbe cause 
ot humanity, and one in which no human 
being can be engaged without gaining the 
approval of heaven. I urge it upon you, to 
be united—unity is the watchword ot the 
hour—and do not be discouraged because 
of your present lot in the nation. 

I have never heard of a rejected stone, 
but what finally became of tbe chief pillar 
in the grand temple. 1 want to speak to 
you about the "cliques" which we hear 
ab>ut and warn you to steer clear of them. 
There is nothing in them they benefit 
nobody, they extend no helping band to 
tbose in need of it. Again let me entreat 
you to mean business. Again I Say to 
you all that we must get to work." 

Mr. Morgan concluded by 6aylng that 
he wished tbe black men ot the country 
would not devote so much of their time to 
politics. They paid to much atiention to 
the securing of patronage, aud not enough 
to business and commerce. The qualities 
which would teli, and place tne race 
where it should be, were earnestness, sin­
cerity and per&everene-e. 

At tbe conclusion of Mr. Morgan's ad­
dress remarks were made by Mr. Butler 
R. WLson, Hon. Edwin Garrison Walker, 
Mr. Sublet!, Dr. William C. Lane;and 
Rev. Jesse Harrell. 

On Tuesday evening Mr. Morgan spoke 
to tbe Colored National League in tbe 
vesiry of the Charles street church. The 
audience was a large one, tbe inaj >r por­
tion of whom were ladies. Hon. Edwin 
Garrison Walker, the president of tbe or­
ganization, occupied tbe chair and intro­
duced Mr. Morgan to tbe assemblage. 
The black son of fair Harvard was warm­
ly welcomed and bis countenance showed 
that he was pleased with bis race and speak 
to th»m whatever helpful words he could. 

He bowed a modest and most graceful 
acknowledgement of the reception tend­
ered him. 

Mr. Morgan said: 
"The message which I bring to you is a 

very short one. The watchword, of the 
hour is unity. Unity of feeling, thought 
and action. * 

The duty of the hour is work; work 
with a will and purpose. 

I am glad to be a Negro, and I mean it 
from tbe bottom of ray heart. [ \p , lause. ] 

1 mean to be a Negro [Applause] 
On tbe bottom of my heart is written 

Negro. [Applause.] 
Let me say to you this fight means 

business. Tou and I cannot escape it. It 
is business all tbe way. 

We should be given every chance of 
cultivating heart and head. Where will 
you find greater persecution than among 
the colored people of thts country. [Ap­
plause, j 

We are loyal and never bad an anarch-
ist. For loyalty look «t 'Bunker Hill, the 
Boston massacre and Fort Sumter. [Cries 
of hear! heat!] 

Be true (o yourselves. Be true to each 
other Believe me. I am not speaking idle 
words to Vou. There have been cases 
where we have not been true to each other. 
[Cries of true! true!] 

We cannot advance a single inch with­
out this. Take those things home and 
think of them in your rooms to-night to­
morrow and all through this fight ' 

We have a great fight on our hands, i 
we cannot retieat a single inch. It fee, 
moral fight—a fiiiht for justice and riehv— 
and we shall come out of it gloriously, 
for God is on our side. [Applause] 

But we must be sincere. You and I 
are cot unselfish in any cause unless w e 
are willing to oacriflce all. We must be 
thoroughly educated. Every one makes 
sacrifices for the good of race or country. 
Go into the schools of Boston and how 
many colored children do you find there? 
You can count them in a few times round 
your fingers. 

Save something, send your boy thsoagh. 
college. Don't think that there is no open­
ing after they go through. There hi an 
opening and there is one for your boy. 

I wonder what became of the movement 
of your young women to secure places in 
stores? I s m almost sure that movement 
hangs in the balance; you were not in earn­
est. Get in earnest and be about our buss-
cess. We should feel those things from 
the bottom of our hearts. Men are forcing 
these tbings. Pick up the gauntlet and 
send it back. Face them and don't be 
ashamed. 

I want to hit a gain that question of the 
Negro. I love tbe race and am not 
ashamed of Negro blood. If any of you. 
are ashamed of your blood it, is cowardice 
(cries of good! good!) and someday it 
m'uht face you. (Applause.) 

We want to educate thoroughly. W e 
mu-t accumulate and we must demand an 
open field and fair play, and if we are 
right we will get that. 

Men are thinking of you and yeur back­
wardness every day. Get out of t hia. We 
want every one of yon to feel.as an Ameri­
can and a man,and act as such. Be united 
iud true to each other, be proud of your 
blood and coodemn every one who speaks 
spitefully against it. "(Applause.) Do 
what you can. Get into what avenues 
you can, be pati- nt and complain not. 

I remember in my college course a 
friend, now gone, said to me when 1 was 
somewhat low-spirited: 'Now. be brave, 
be a mab. and take your medicine like a 
man.' So I say to you friends, take your 
medicine like men and women. One thing, 
is certain, it will kill or cuie. and I think 
it will cure before it kills." (Laughter.) 

Mr. Morgan closed by urging upon b is 
hearers tbe absolute need and importance 
of accumulating and laying aside some­
thing to enable him to become less depend­
ent upon others. He re emphasized the 
importance of race unity, and made a ring-
apoeal for downright earnestness, **v^-».--

Messrs. Mark R. DeMortie and John J . 
Smith made short addresses indorsing the 
utterances of Mr. Morgan, and personally 
thanking him for giving tbe race such val­
uable advice, and a rising vote of thanks 
was tendered Mr. Morgan. 

Tbe program also embraced excellent 
readings by Miss Carrie Washington who 
was also thanked for her services. The 
league adjourned to the 22d Inst. 

THE POOR PORTER'S PALTRY FEE. 

Sleeping Car Men (Jetting Ready To Do-
mand Living Wage*. 

The custom of feeing porters and waiters 
is falling into "innocuous desuetude" and' 
the beggarly wages paid them by tbe 
rail road companies go but little ways 
toward supporting them. Tbe situation 
is such that 60D of tbe 800 wbo make 
Chicago their bead quarters have organ­
ized themselves into a body and have 
asked for an increase in wages. 

It is a disgrace that able bodied men 
should be expected to work for $15 a 
month and yet this is all that a sleeping 
car porter is paid by tbe wealthy corpor-
atioos for which they work. Those ou 
buffet cars receive but $25 per month, 
while the man that acts a* both porter and 
conductor receive but $40 and out of 
these small wages be must board himself 
and buy bis uniform. 

Should l!ie Chicago men resolve to-
strike the unions in various otber parts of 
the country will support them and thus 
seriously embarrass all the large railway 
companies. 

Strikers often fail because they exact 
too much but the porters' n quest for a 
uniform pav of $40 per month on regular 
runs is a sufficiently reasonable demand 
n receive consideration from their em­
ployers and it is the general opinion that 
the interests of both employers and em­
ployee will be better served by an in­
crease of wages.

Kxtrullte. 
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Extralitc, a new explosive, was tested 
in this city last week. It is the inven­
tion of Rudolph Ericsson, and it is 
said to be compounded of au ammonia-
cal salt, a hydro-carbon and chlorate of 
ootash. It was proven to be safe in 
handling by throwing four broken 
packages on an open tire, where it 
burned rapidly with a hissing sound; 
it was also pounded on a rock, and a 
cap and fuse were attached to a cart­
ridge, and tired without setting off the 
cartridge. Three holes were then 
drilled in the rock, and one 
inches deep was loaded with 
ounces of the extralite. and in each of 
the other twelve-inch holes four ounces 
of the powder were placed, and all well 
rammed. These three charges were 
tired together by caps and a wire. The 
effect was fo shatter large masses of 
the rock rather than to crush smaller 
portions, ami the test was genenUly 
satisfactory.—Engineering Xetcs.

H e ssys : 

AltDoui^h the schools where whites and 
blacks are associated are uot common in 
the South tbey abound In the North­
ern States. In these school i most 
valuable inquiries could be made 
as to the lelative progress of the 
children of the two races. Some hundreds 
of young pt-rsous of African descent are now 
commingled with the whites in the 
ci l legts . They are necessarily the 
»el»cted p.rsons associated with 

an equally selected portion ot the 
European race. W« should know how they 
compare in their scbeivement with the white 
youth. Care should be taken to determine 
whether the Individuals are of pure or near ' 
ly pure African blood, fur those of mixed 
race would not give data of value. 

Tntre are reasons for believing that tbe 
Negroes can readily be cultivated in certain 
departmeiits of thought in which the emo­
tions lend aid to labor; as for instance, in 
mus ic 

If the prominence the work of many of 
these scholars have b rought them into, be

A very curious looking machine run­
ning up and down Clinton street in 
front of the Hercules Iron Works yes­
terday afternoon at tracted the at ten­
tion of passers-by and evoked thousands 
pf questions as to its use and intent. 
I t is very large, being not less than 
fifty feet in length and weighing nearly 
fifteen tons. I ts inventor and owner, 
J o h n A. Gardner, a wealthy real estate 
agent, claims for it an absolute revolu­
tion iu traction power, and, certainlj ' , 
nothing like it was ever seen before. 
Tbe motor movement is a combination 
of plane and wheel. The machine 
literally lays its own track and picks 
it up again, the lat ter being a belt of 
steel plates or laths four and one half 
feet long, and inclosing four large cog 
wheels which play into the sockets of 
the plates and urge it forward. This 
steel belt is oval in shape as the double 
wheels inside it would indicate, and the 
machine is so constructed that the en­
tire weight rests upon i t 

There is at present attached to this 
machine a gang of twelve plows and 
as many harrows with seeding at tach­
ments. Mr. Gardner claims that be 
can plow 100 acres in a day at an ex­
pense of less than $12. But he is not 
content with making plowing easy; he 
expects to have it applied to thrashing, 
ditching, hauling, railroad construc­
tion, derrick work in bridge building, 
and many other things. The belt-
plane-wheel constantly presenting a 
surface of twenty* square feet to the 
earth, it is claimed for it tbat it will 
plow in ground too soft for a horse to 
walk. I t will, besides, run up, down, 
or alongside a hill, over r idgy or un­
equal ground of any kind and may be 
made even to do the hauling, for ' the 
farmer as well as all bis other work. 
Let it do one-half of what is claimed 
for it and the machine would be a la­
bor-saver beyond anyth ing heard of or 
conceived in connection with *arniiug. 
Mr. Gardner has been engaged for 
fourteen years upon his invention, and 
uow conceives that he has it so perfect­
ed as to be ready to place it on the big 
western farms. He will leave with it 
next week tor Kausas. He claims that 
it is the only machine in the world 
which will plow successfully in soft and 
uneven ground, and he speaks conti-

" dcntly oi its being used in the construc­
tion of Chicago's grea t drainage dis­
trict.—Chicago Herald.

To the cannon a t Kubberpore-Na-
jeal. India, is at tr ibuted miraculous 
and supernatural powers. I t is 17 1-2 
feet long, 5 feet 6 inches- around the 
muzzle, with a caliber 18 inches across. 
By the natives it is called J a u n Kushall, 
or the destroyer-of life. History does 
not record the date of its casting, 
which the superstitious people a t t r ibute 
to the gods. Persian inscriptions on 
this great death-dealer prove that it 
has been captured in some war with 
that country, but the letters and char­
acters are so nearly obliterated the 
date can not be ascertained. The can­
non has tes ted for ages between twe 
mammoth trees of the peepul species, 
which have grown so firmly around it 
tha t it could net be r emoved without 
felling«one or bbthdf tbenr.

Mo., and will continue until 
July 27. Seats and shelter for five thou­
sand people have been arranged, and both 
Methodist and BaptUt preachers will assist 
in the meetings. 

Feidinand Ehtudl. an eccentric ev.mee 
list of Chicago, was arrested for disturbing 
the services at the Third Presbyterian 
church, Sunday, July 6 He had strayed 
into the church and noticing several of the 
congregation whispering, he attempted to 
rebuke them, when he was unceremonious­
ly landed on the outside.

M. £. Zion church. Jersey City, while in 
the waiting room of the Jersey City station 
of the Pennsylvania railroad, in company 
with the Rev. Dr. Porter of the "Colored" 
Baptist church of Hackensack, New York, 
was rudely assaulted by one of ihe em­
ployees and not allowed to pass the gate­
way. Both gentlemen were justly indig­
nant at 4he insult, and Dr. Smith intends 
to prosecute his assailant. 

A highly interesting part of the exercises 
of the District Conference of the A. M. £ . 
church for the Philadelphia district, which 
was held in Media. July 11, was the ad­
dress of Orishatukeh Faduma, a native 
born African, who but recently arrived in 
this country from the dark continent. He 
has to some extent mastered the English 
language and his lecture was delivered in 
broken English. He a'oo read from the 
Christian bible in the Yoruba tongue, as 
well a* from the Koran in Arabic. 

An elaborate progrnm has been prepared 
f or the celebration of the 43d anniversary 
of Qulnn Chapel A. ME. church, Chicago. 
The jubilee begin* July 20 and lasts 
through the 27th, with special exercises, 
addresses and mu»ic, each Sunday and 
every evening. The members of Quinn 
Chapel have arranged this anniversary in 
order to have a general reunion in the old 
building, to awaken religious interest and 
strengthen the ties of Christian fellowship 
amone the churches and to raise by ca«h 
and subscriptions, a good sum toward the 
completion of their new chapel. 

Among those who attended the national 
educational convention at St Paul, wat 
the Rev. William D. Johnson. D. D.. of 
Athens, Ga. He is the secretary of educa­
tion of the African M. E. church, devoting 
all his time to the work. His report for 
last year shows in his department twenty-
three schools, mostlv in the Southern 
States. Thev have 88 teachers and 2,563 
students. The amount of money collected-
last votr was $50,000; value of property, 
$366,740; indebtedness, $26 477.74. These 
schools are managed entirely by the rice 
which also contributes most of the means 
for their support.
