But black supremacy is not the only 

itruig on the harp of a tboueand strings 
upea which our Southern bretnren play. 
'iu y are not merely afraid of black 
MIr>:t iiiHcy, but they are afraid of ignoianl 
black, supremacy. Now, this danger is 
just the one to appeal to the North. The 
>'i rthern people are not in love with igno­
rance or illiteracy. They deplore it; tney 
bale it. and take every means in their 
power to banish it from their States. They 
i:Rurally sympathize with any people in 
deploring it and who are making honest 
effort." to remove it from among them. 
Hence they are pouring out millions of 
dollafi to ihe south and are sending com­
petent teachers there to enlighten the 
bjsoraat and to lift up the black man from 
tin- darkness and iguorance to which he 
bait i ecu doomed by slavery and by these 
woulu-be Negio problem solvers. , 

Bin the men iu the South who are loud 
est in their outcry against the ignorance of 
ihe Negro are not those who wi&h to have 
him instructed, but tho*e Abo would 
ma*- his ignorance a reason for depriving 
In in if his rights secured to him under the 
Cou'.-uiluiiou. 

But again, when before in the history of 
the Southern people have they been 
utarmed by the presence of ignorance 
among them? When before did they ask 
the nation to assist them in stemming the 
tide Oi iguorance? 'Ihe whole history of 
the legislation of the South—by the South 
1 mean the ruling class of the South—is on 
the «ide of ignorance. Their laws have 
made it a crime to enlighten the black 
man's ignorance. It has been the policy of 
me ruling class there to oppose education 
not only lor the blacks but for the poor 
whiles. But as I have said, this cry is 
raided not tor help to educate the Neirro, 
but as au excuse tor taking trom him the 
right el sullrage, by whicu he can in some 
measure promote his own education and 
the education oi those about him. 

But, and admitting what I do not admit, 
that the Negro is recoguked by tbe South 
as a source of danger, and aumitiing the 
sincerity oi souihurn men who are profess­
ing to deplore it, I have to say to Uiem; If 
you could stand the ignorance of the Negro 
when he was a slave, you cau stand it now 
that be is free, at leafct a reasonable length 
of time tor his education. Clearly enough, 
the remedy is not iu t he ' t brmgemenl oi 
his riubts, but iu the education oi uis miud. 
It is not in the evading the plain provisions 
oflhe Constitution but in teaching him the 
duties imposed by the Constitution; not iu 
taking away his vote, but ia teaching him 
how to Use it. 

To me there is something mendacious 
and insolent rather tbau patbetic and per­
suasive iu the language of Southern men 
on ii.it>-question. 'I here is something of 
the old-time Southern swaggard and 
assumption in their tone and uutring—a 
tone aud bean ng which is entirely out of 
dale, out of place and outol harmony with 
the age and body of our times—a tone and 
beacmg wnioh iuvites r?eake lather tbau 
tyuipaihy, disgust rather tbau approba 
lion. 

Such men as Senator Butler ot South 
Carolina' suould remember that there is 
tuch a thing as modesty as weil as decency 
lor men ot »uch antecedents, ami that it is 
neither modest nor decent for them to 
couty propose the expulsion of citizens 
lnnoeem ot crime from the State of south 
Laioiiuu, or irom any other slate iu the 
AuaiKUU Union. I t is only a little white 
ago thin Senator Ikukr and his c.itas were 
in aims "against tbe govern ineul wnich 
these tame Negro citizens loyally aud 
br.tvjy endeavored to s*Vu from disloyal 
tiaDds. 

But let me aay again, tbe South neither 
realty teais the Ignorance of the Negro, nor 
ihe supremacy ol Ike Negro, i i is uot the 
iguoraut Negro, but the intelligent Norm 
inai u fears; not the supremacy of a uiffer-
iui race from itself, but the supremacy of 
ins Republican party. It is uot iu-: meu 
H ho are emancipated but the people who 
emancipated tbim ihal ukuurb its repose, 
in other woida Ibe trouble is no: racial, 
but political, it is u. t tLe race aud color 
ot Uie vote, but the type ot civilization 
represented oy me vole. Disguise ib.s as 
it may, ihe real thing that uoublts the 
N utu is the lteyubiicuu paity. lis princi­
ple, una lis usceudcucy iu ibe Southern 
stales. W heu it lalaa of Negro ignorance, 
-.mi of Negro supremacy, b means ibis ami.] ulate the relation of lhe races iu respect it' 
Mmp.y this, and only this, it uswa, the 
v^oiu Negro simply as a means to the end 
"I uAake-uing popular prejudice and enlwl-
Uî  u» ihduence tu lavor oi its b<*d cause, 
aoause tor which they have shown tue*u-
H : U » capable of comuutiiug ir tuds ihe 
u*usi cuiudalous, aud cruelly tue rao.-i oar-
luious. We all know that ihe Negro 
prookrn would vanish ia luia au . would 
uturl disappear like the mist before the 
nu.rning suu. it tne iuteiiigeul Negroes of 
the South would renounce their couuecttoa 
%«iu tbe Republican #aMf and support 
wily ihe Democratic party. What tht 
*HI h wants, aud what it mean* lo nave, 
peaceably il it can, or forcibly if It must, is 
*»eiid Demecraiic party South. There is 
n»<i au intelligent man a t tne South thai 
uue« not know this, and there u not au 
toiusi man at the Sou.h, who, If he would 
•leak candidly on tue subject, would not 
"u:ess this, fhc trouble .• that the 

{)le of the North do not see this in its true 
lght. Hoaest themselves, they cannot 

readily believe that others are not honest. 
They have never believed in the story of 
outrages committed against the Negro 
voters of the South, because they them­
selves would not be guilty of such out­
rages, and have been easily imposed upon 
by the pretended fear of Negro supremacy 
professed by the South. 

bu t let me be more intellgible. My idea 
about the problem business is this: When 
a case has been in litigation before a court 
of highest resort, and that case has been 
solemnly adjudicated in tbat court, that 
case is finished and ail the parties to it 
must submit to the decision or become law­
breakers and criminals. The case goes 
into history henceforth ret adjudieata. It 
is settled. If this benificent rule did not 
exit* there would be no end to litigation 
and no repose for the public mind. 

To m<ke my meaning still more clear: 
Whea in England a few years ago North­
hampton saw fit to send Mr. Brad laugh, an 
infidel, to represent it in the British House 
of Commons, and he was not allowed to 
lake his seat, tbe admission of an infidel lo 
the House of Commons was a problem; 
but when he continued to knock at tbe 
door of the house till be wa? finally admit­
ted tbe infldei problem, so far as the right 
of membership of that house was con­
cerned, was solved. 

Again, we are not the only people whose 
rignts have been denied on the ground of 
race. Our brother Shem has had a ta«te 
of proscription as well as ourselves. No 
Jew was ut one time eliplhle to membership 
in the parliament of Great Britain, but 
after long years of agitation of the question 
Mr. Baring, an eminent Jew was admitted 
to a seat in parliament. Tbe Jewish prob­
lem, when Mr. Baring was seated, was 
ended. I mean this: Wheu the American 
people declared their independence of 
Great Britain and made good th*t declar­
ation by victory in a seven years' war, the 
problem of American independence was 
solved, and there was never anything 
afterwards concerning it which could be 
called problematical. It was a Used fact, 
and has remained such until now, and will 
remain so. I tru9t, forever. 

There is a grand agitation now in pro­
gress in Great Britain for local self govern­
ment, at the head of which are Mr. Glad­
stone and Mr. Parnell. If Great Britain 
shall grantfcMM rule to Ireland, the Irish 
problem will b? solved, and it will be non­
sense thereafter to speak of it as an 
unsolved problem. Our American women 
are asking for a sixteenth amendment .to 
the constitution whereby they may vok*. 
Tbev out(bt to have it. If the American 
people shall adopt such an amendment, the 
woman problem will cease to exi9t. 

Iu like manner, when the Negro was 
declared free by the highest authority in 
the land, when the whole system of his 
bondage was brokec up, when be was 
invested by the organic law of the land 
with tbe title, dignity and immunity of an 
American citizen, and when it was declared 
that any discrimination made by any state 
sgaiu6t him on Account of race or color 
was unlawful. 1 hold that bis race condi 
tion cou'd no longer be considered a prob­
lem. The thing was done: it was finished. 
The nation bad taken i u position and all 
tbe parts of the nation must ultimately 
adjust themselves to the whole. The indi­
vidual states way be great, but tbe United 
Stabs is greater. The mountain • will not 
and cannot go to Mahomet, so Mabomel 
must and will in the end go to tbe raoun 
tain. Herein is the ground of mv hope. 
The treud of civilisation, tbe power of 
large bodies to attract small ones, tbe force 
of national greatness, tbe generation of 
patriotism by the idea of common country, 
ami the inclination to the strong rather 
than to the weak will ultimately bring the 
individual s'ates in line with the Federal 
body. I affirm tbat while the National 
Government shall remain in the hands of 
the Republican party and under the princi­
ples of tbat party, no state will or cau per­
manently disfranchise any of its citizens 
because of race or color or previous condi­
tion. Attempts may be made to do this 
but the race problem in that respect is 
solved, and the case cannot be reopened. 

But I am asked, what of tbe future? and 
will the various peoples of this country 
ever be thoroughly assimilated? or, lo 
speak more plainly, will they intermarry? 
My answer is, "Sufficient unto the d»y is 
the evil thereof." We should not cross 
that stream till we have come to it. 
Whether such marriage will ever become 
common or not is no matter of vital con­
cern to any bod v. It ia me.e speculation 
and i* utterly without practiced importance 
so far as the rights of the American people 
are concerned. It touches no question of 
p.-lilies, statesmanship or religion. 

Individual interests.personal preferences, 
public sentiment m ly be safety lert to reg 

intermarriage. Such, 1 think.A» the view 
common sense will take of it. but such 
does not seem to be the view taken of it by 
some of our people— «vbite, black »nJ 
mixed. There seems to lie « lamination 
about the aubjjot which makes it impost-
hie for men to let alone. Tney ihnu l it 
into our faces on alt occasion*, in season 
and out of season, and teem distressed 
bee luse we cannot solve the problem for 
them. Some of them say tnat tbe repug­
nance of the white race tor the black makes 
marriaie between them impossible, and 
yet they proceed with great warmth and 
el quence to denounce it as a thing to tie 
closely wa'ched and guarded, and by no 
means encouraged, if the thing is imposs 
ible to happen" no one suouM be afraid 
tbat it will happen 

1 noticed while at my post in Uayti that 
even tho Senate o t the United State* enst 
oompeAM te ueten to a Warned iJayihiHow 

upon this subject of race intermarriage 
from the lips oi the eloquent, learned and 
distinguished Senator from Kansas. I 
have always entertained fqr that gifted 
gentleman the highest respect. When he 
is right he is very right and when he is 
wrong he is very wrong. There is no half-
ness in bis character or composition. He 
is either all or he is nothing. Iu the 
present he happens to be not only wrong 
but very wrong. His argument against 
the admixture of tbe race is intense but 
narrow, brilliant but unsound, learned but 
inconsistent and illogical. He not only 
contradicts the facts and the science of the 
case but contradicts himself. He asserts 
that only tbe bad qualities of each race arc 
inherited by a mixed race, and a't tbe same 
time he permits himself to say that be 
attributes whatever ability I happen to 
possess to the Caucasian side of my parent­
age. So good a logician as Senator Ingalls 
should not have allowed himself, almost in 
the same breath, to knock down the whole 
superstructure of his argument. Mr. 
Ingalls is a brave and a generous man and 
I am surprised tbat these qualities were 
allowed to forsake him on the occasion 
referred lo. Had he listened to the manly 
side of his character he would have hesi-
t.it.'d to slay with hi* brilliant rhetoric a 
million of his colored fellow-citizens. He 
took advantage of his position on the floor 
of the United "States Senate to deal us a 
blow which we bad no means of parrying. 
His advantage was great, and the meanness 
of his attack must be measured by the 
greatness of his advantage. Had any 
colored man of spirit aud ability been a 
member of the Senate lo reply to his a tuck, 
Mr. Ingalls would not have been inconsist­
ent with his weiJ-known chivalric qualities. 
But tbe case was otherwise. 

If it be true that good qualities are not 
tracsmissahle in such unions; if it be true 
that only evil, and that continually, must 
descend to the children of such parents, it 
may well bo asked why any of tbe mulatto 
and quadroon children and grandchildren 
of our earlier statesmen are found any­
where outside of the thick walls and iron-
barred windows of our prisons. Why are 
they walking our streets and employed in 
our houses as trusted servants and stew­
ard*? Why are they our teachers, pro 
fessors and preachers? Why are they 
respected and treated as gentlemen and 
Christians in every part of the world 
except our own? O, no, Mr. Ingalls! 
Your argumeut will not not hold. It will 
not bear the test of either reason or experi­
ence. Your language is the language of 
alarm, and the question you should put to 
yourself h , What if. in A nation of a 
hundred millions, there should occasionally 
happen a mirri ige between two different 
varieties of tbe human family? Who 
would be hurt by it? Who, outride of the 
parties themselves, should give themselves 
any trouble about it? The sun would not 
cease to shine, th<? rain to descend, nor the 
grass to grow. Men would not cease to go 
to and fro in the earth, or knowledge cease 
to increase, or the wheels of civilisation 
cea«e to roll onward. If the country has 
endured, during 240 years, lawless relations 
between the two peonies it should not go 
into paroxysms of alarm over what may 
possibly take place under lawful condi­
tions. 

And now comes Mr. Isaiah Montgomery 
of Mississippi with bis solution of the pre­
tended N«gro problem. I have spoken of 
bfm elsewhere, and I take back nothing 
tbat I have s ud either of this remarkable 
man, or of hig remarkable address. He 
has surrendered to a disloyal State a great 
franchise given to himself and people by 
tbe loyal nation He ha*taken tbe work of 
solving tbe nation's work out of tbe 
nation's hands. He but virtually said to 
• he nation: "You have done wrong in giv 
ing us this treat liberty." He has surren­
dered a ptr t of bis rights to an enemy who 
will make this surrender a reason for 
demanding all of his rights. He has con­
ducted bis people to a 'depth from which 
they will he invited to a lower deep, for if 
he can rightfully surrender a part of hie 
heritage from the National Government, 
he may surrender the whole. Tbe people 
with whom he makes this deal are re­
strained in dealing with tbe rights of 
colored men by no sense of modesty or 
moderation They want all thai is to be 
hnd. and will take all, th it tbey c m tret. 
Their real sentiment is tint no Negro shall 
have the right to vote Yet 1 have no 
denunciation for tbe man Montgomery. 
He Is HOI u coniciou* trnitor though bis act 
is treason; treason to tue csii'e of tbe 
colored peonle. not only of his own Stale, 
but of the United States. 

I wish th- consequence of bis act could 
he contlned to Mississippi, b i t I fear this 
cannot be. O.ber colored men in other 
states, dazzled by the fame obtained by 
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THE WORLTSFAIR. 
PRESIDENT HARRISON FORGOT THE 

AFRO-AMERICANS. 

Protests Against the Fart—No Separate De­
partment Wanted'—A Fair Bhow la 

What ia Wanted. 

CHICAGO, Nov. 13. —The principal and 
most important subject now discussed in 
World's fair circles, is that as to whether 
the Afro-American shall have a separate 
exhibit or any show at all at the coming 
exposition. The representative Afro-Ameri­
cans of Chicago held a meeting Wednesday 
at Bcthseda church to discuss that ques­
tion. Protests are coming from all over 
the United States against tbe fact that 
President Harrison, in his Worlds fair 
appointments, has not recognized the race. 
A length) communication from a society to 
President Palmer says, among other 
things: 

Colored men do not desire that the expo­
sition shall set apart for them a separate de­
partment in order tbat they may compete 
with tbe other exhibitors at the exposition, 
or in anywise appear in contrast witl< other 
exhibits. Their sole object is to show to 
the entire world, which will have repre­
sentatives here, as well as to 'heir country­
men, what the one-time slave has really ac­
complished, since he was given his free­
dom. 

The demand is made that a bureau for 
colored exhibits be established. 

In regard to the request of the officers of 
the Colored Fair Association of Georgia for 
a special exhibit, Commissioner Ryan of 
the Classification Committee is quoted as 
saying: "The Classification as at present 
outlined, provides a place for the exhibition 
of 'art, industries, manufactures, and the 
products of the s »il, and the mine, and the 
sea ' No distinction is made respecting 
race or nation. It is open to all the people 
of the earth on an equal footing. This 
seems the fullest recognition of the rights 
and equ tlity before the law which can be 
accorded any people. I would not and 1 
do not think any other member of tbe com­
mission would entertain the idea of separat 
ing exhibits of colored people from those 
of other races, unless a large majority of 
tbe former specially desired it and gave 
good reasons." 

At the meeting for the purpose of discuss-
ine the advisability of having a separate 
exhibit in the World's fAir. C. F . Adanw, 
editor of tbe Appeal, was chairman. Res­
olutions disapproving of a separate exhibit, 
but favoring the appointment of a colored 
fair commissioner, were adopted.

WASHINGTON D. C. NOV. 11.—The spec­
ial correspondent of the Chicago Tribune 
will send the following to his paper to­
night. 

The President It is said will renew his 
recommendation to congress for the passage 
of the new National Election bill. He 
won't commit himsslf to the Lodge bill or 
to any specific measure, but will draw at­
tention to the suggestions he made last 
year and reiterate "them. This is not due 
to pressure from Speaker Reed or any of 
tbe Republican leaders, but is because tbe 
President believes in such legislation. His 
disapointment at the course of the Senate 
in putting off the bill which tbe House sent 
over was undisguised. Prompt reappor­
tionment on the basis of census will be un­
doubtedly urged. Whether Gen. Harrison 
will go further and map out a general 
line of policy cannot be stated. The 
Cabinet is understood to be somewhat di­
vided in view of the election. One view 
is that since the Democrats are soon to 
come into power in the popular branch n*> 
legislation should be urged for tbe coming 
session other then the passage of tbe ap­
propriations. Tbe majoriety in the Cabi­
net, however, look upon this course as too 
timid to be worthy of a great party. They 
arc of the opinion that tbe good" work of 
tbe first session In so many directions 
should be kept up.

THX CROSS. 

7 have always noticed that a "BegTnner 
when he first goes into a gymnasium 
wants to take up everything at the same 
time. Sometimes he succeeds fairly well, 
though. Bat the next day he feels fa­
tigued and prostrated. This is merely a 
reaction, but it is apt to discourage him, 
or at least for some time. 

Therefore I regard it necessary m the 
beginning not to make the exercises too 
tiring and too monotonous. I should 
Advise the beginner to use the dumb 
bells for five minutes, aad then ths row­

ing mashlnes tor another five mfnutes. 
He should vary his work. 

Then, again, he will have to be care­
ful to use l ight weights: they are always 
more beneficial in the beginning, even if 
the learner has the strength to use 
heavier ones. 

On the machine it is of importance to 
take different motions for the back, front 
and side in order to develop the muscles 
all over the body, and not only one par­
ticular set of them. If these different 
motions are well practised the beginner 
will soon be able to do certain tricks 
which otherwise he never would have 
been able to accomplish. 

If the beginner has thus practised he 
will soon be able to take op the rings. 
He should start this exercise with sim­
ple arm movements, such as taking hold 
of the rings with his hands and gradual­
ly drawing himself up to his chin, and 
then letting himself down to arm's 
length. 

FORWARD HORIZONTAL. 
Tnis siiuuiu be done slowly and re­

peatedly, from six to eight times in suc­
cession. In the course of several weeks 
he will find that he can do it twenty 
times with the same ease that he did 
his six or eight turns when he first be-
fcan. 

This exercise brings into play particu­
larly the muscles of the arm*. 

If this work is completely mastered I 
would advise what commonly goes by 
the name of the "breast up . " There 
are two ways of accomplishing this 
trick. One is with the single grip and 
the other is with the double grip. There 
ie all the difference in the world be­
tween the single and the double grip. 

The single grip is by far tbe most dif­
ficult of the two, and I advise particu­
larly against its use. With the double 
grip it is altogether different. You 
place your hands on the rings and allow 
them to rest almost half way across the 
wrists. You will find that in course of 
time you will be able to do it with very' 
little exertion. 

To make this trick plainer I will add 
a few words. You must place,as I have 
already described, your bands above the 
rings and then draw yourself up so as to 
have the hands even with the shoulders, 
which is not very easy; then you turn 
the rings out. in order to allow your 
shoulders to come between the ropes. 
Now draw the rings toward you, press 
until you get up at arm's length,and the 
trick Js done. 

When this trick is done with the single 
grip a great deal of weight must be sup­
ported by the fingers alone. When it is 
done with the double grip the whole 
band and also the wrists are used, and 
thus the labor is divided. 

This should be thoroughly studied 
and mastered, and when that is done tbe 
beginner will be amply rewarded. . He 
will have far less trouble and exercise 
less strength in doing the more difficult 
tricks, such as the forward horizontal, 
back horizontal, hand balance, station­
ary and swinging; the half arm balance, 
back snap, stationary and swinging and 
double disjoint, slow revolve and many 
others too numerous to mention. 

I consider it best to use the double 
grip in studying the rings, as I find that 
it enables tbe performer not only to do 
all these tricks better, but also with 
much more ease and grace. 

SLOW REVOLVE. 
One thing particularly a beginner 

should never lose sight of. He should 
be careful to finish his tricks as well 
and neatly as possible, so as to make 
them graceful and appear easy to the 
spectator. 

He must be precise in every movement, 
not a second too long nor too short. He 
should start in and leave off at the pre­
cise moment. 

To learners I would say do all your 
tricks with style and finish, for however 
simple a trick may be if it is perfectly 
done it will be a pleasure for the be­
holder. But, on tbe contrary, if the 
most difficult trick is not well done it is 
a failure and would better not have been 
attempted. 

A beginner will find that the rings are 
about as bard as any apparatus in the 
gymnasium. 

But no gymnasium work is easy, and 
perseverence is tbe key of success. If 
the first effort is a failure tbe fifth or 
sixth may not be. My advice is to 
work persistently and never lose hear t 

My own experience proves that my 
advice is good. 

When I started In the gymnasium 
about fifteen years ago I had as many 
failures and mishaps as any beginner, 
but I persevered and gave my steady at­
tendance to study, and to that alone I 
owe whatever success I may have at 
tained. I won the amateur champion 
ship of America in the rings for the 
years 1885. 1886, 1887, 1888. 1889 and 
1890, as well as the rope climbing in 
2888. doing this trick of rope climbing 
twenty-two feet in five and three-fifths 
seconds. I have also won over fifty 
prizes Tor running from the year 1880 to 
1883. At that time I retired from active 
track athletics. 

I am an active member of the New 
Tork Athletic Club, and I still perform 
on the rings. I also have a record foi 
rope climbing, made at Princeton, N. 

J.." on February S3, 1889, of thirty-stvea 
feet and nine inches, in ten and one-hall 
seconds. 

I have already described tbe process 
of training for the rings, and now I will 
tell how some of the tricks are per* 
formed. 

The back horizontal is one of the 
prettiest that I know of. In this trick 
the performer takes hold of tbe rings 
and throws his legs into the air until he 
is in the position of a man standing on 
his hands. Slowly the body is lowered 
until it is held out straight with the face 
downward and the arms extended down­
ward. 

The front horizontal is much more 
difficult to most performers,but with me 
it is easier. The beginner should start 
by banging at arm's length. Then he 
should throw the head well back and 
draw hi8 legs and body up until a hori­
zontal is reached. This should be done 
at first with a forward snap. 

Tbe swinging back snap is simply a 
breast up done backward and with a 
throw. The performer rests on his 
palms at arm's length. This trick does 
not require so much strength as knack. 
I t is not bard to learn and needs confi­
dence. The beginner should do it first 
without a swing. 

The swinging hand balance requires 
first a breast up. When £ou are up at 
the forward end of the rings throw your 
feet up and strike a balance with your 
legs over your head. 

The learner should first balance on his 
hands on the floor with his feet against 
the wall. Gradually he should draw 
away from the support in order to gain 
independence. 

On the rings it should be learned 
without the swing. When this is muster­
ed a short swing should be tried. Grad­
ually increase the swing until in the air 
and in motion, the performer is perfect­
ly at home. This trick requires nerve, 
confidence and knack at least two years 
of practice. 

The half arm balance consists of rest­
ing the weight of the body on tbe fore­
arm, which is passed through tbe rings 
below the elbow, throwing the feet up 
and stopping at a bnlunce. This trick 
requires little practice, and always at­
tracts attention. But unless the rings 
are held in oue place the arms are likely 
to be hurt. 

In making the slow revolve the per 
former should tlrst do tbe breast up, 
keeping the arms at full length. Grad­
ually he should lower tbe body to the 
forward hotizontal position and then 
complete the revolution until the origi­
nal position is reached. 

The secret of rope climbing is quick 
work on the recoverv. A steady long 
resch is necessary. One band is passed 
over the other, without using the legs. 

OUH N O K 1 H E K N BOUNDARY. 

R o w i t is M a r k e d O u t by C a i r n s , 
a n d l * i l lMrn. 

M o u n d * 

Formerly great difficulties were ex­
perienced iu locating the exact line 
which separates our country from that 
belonging to the kingdom of .her ma­
jesty, Victoria I. Now ail that has been 
overcome, says the St. Louis Repub­
lic. According to the treaty of 
Ghent the British were allowed all the 
land lying north of a point 4.700 feet 
south of the forty-ninth parallel, thence 
runn ing west to the Pacific ocean. In 
April, 1870, surveyors, at work es­
tablishing an Indian reservation, dis­
covered the fact that a great error had 
been made in the calculations of the 
commissioners who had established 
the line 4,700 feet south of the parallel 
which, if followed west as laid out, 
would take in the British fort at Pem­
bina. The surveyors communicated 
this start l ing f ac t to the general gov­
ernment and the secretary of the state 
informed the British minister, where­
upon a new "boundary commission11 

was formed forthwith. * Few of the 
45,000.000 of people of the United 
States at that time kn that our coun­
try was without a northern boundary 
line for two years following April, 1870, 
but such was the case. During the 
summer of the year last named con­
gress by joiut resolution appropriated 
1100,000 for carrying on the work of 
establishing the true boundary. 

By the end of 1872 the boundary com­
mission had done its work; stone 
cairns, earth mounds, and wooden and 
iron pillars had been set up at intervals 
;>f from oue to eight miles apart from 
tbe Lake of the Woods to the Pacitie 
>ceau. Tuere are exactly 382 of these 
landmarks between the Lake of the 
Woods and the base of the Rockv 
mountains. The Red River valley i"s 
marked only with iron posts, which"are 
set at the exact distance of one mile 
apa r t All the iron pillars used in the 
consummation of this great work were 
cast at Detroit, Mich. They are 8 feet 
high, 8 inches across at the base, and 
3 inches across a t ' top, cost hollow. 
They were made hollow so that they 
could be set permanently by dr iv ing 
-,edar posts through the hollows. Each 
post is inscribed with this legend: 

"Convent ion of London, Oct, 20, 1818." 
When stone cairns were used they 

were made 8 feet high, 7 feet square at 
the bottom, tapering to 8 1-2 feet at 
the top. The mounds of earth used as 
marks mere made 14 feet square and 7 
feet high. How many of the mounds 
and cairns were built between the 
Rocky mountains and the Pacific ocean 
only the commissioners know; suffice 
to say that as long as stone, earth, and 
iron will last the question of our north* 
ern boundary is settled.

When the poor 
"Negro" was alone the brunt of Southern 
brutuality and lawlessness, this question 
received little attention at the hands of the 
press generally. Whenever the matter 
was brought forcibly to the attnntion of 
the human world, the cry of "bloody 
shirt" was raised and the good that might 
have followed such publication was nega­
tived. The Afro-American has grown 
tired of being killed and intimidated for 
the exercising of his constitutional rights 
and has ceased in many parts of the South 
to attempt to vo!e The barbarity of the 
South must find vent in some direction 
and in consequence, the ••best people" 
have turned upon themselves. Witness 
the spectacle of the recent canvass and 
election in many Southern states. In 
South Carolina the "best citizens" flour­
ished weapons as argument and threatened 
to fly at one another's throats often, and 
only barely escaped many atrocious' com­
bats by sheer luck. In Kentucky and 
North Carolina it was different. No sav­
age encounter in the wilds of Africa could 
have exceeded in barbarity and ferocious­
ness the combats over politics that have 
taken place in these states. No more cruel 
and relentless scenes ever occurred in the 
feudal days of the dark ages. Yet the 
participants in such affairs are lionized by 
Southern sentiment because forsooth, the 
dying and the vanquished did not squeal 
like pigs. 1 he "white South is not civil­
ized and when the Afro-American ceases 
to be a prey for their blood thirsty tem­
peraments they will fall upon one another 
with the same unsparing ferocity. 

THE House of Representatives voted to 
expunge Congressman KENNEDY'S speech 
on Senator QUAY from the record. The 
people of Pennsylvania vindicate Mr. 
KENNEDY and likewise condemn the action 
of the House and Mr. QUAY by defeating 
his candidate for governor of that state 
who was nominated for the express pur­
pose of endorsing Mr. QUAY. The action 
of the people of Pennsylvania is significant. 
In effect it says that no man can with 
impuguity push aside such grave charges 
by silence and secure vindication at the 
hand of the Jpeople at an election. Mr. 
DELAMATER, as the Philadelphia Sentinel 
writes, may have been an honorable, 
upright and noble man, if so it's a pity 
that he soould have posed as the candidate 
of a man who through his election desired 
to be vindicated. 

A NUMBER of Baptist and Methodist 
ministers, lately have given considerable 
of their time to scoring Prof. WASHING­
TON for saying such a large proportion of 
them were either unfit or incompetent to 
fill their places. Not one of them has 
proposed any measure to alleviate the con­
dition which is as glaring if not as sweep­
ing as Prof. WASHINGTON stated it. The 
incompetent and unfit minister feels him­
self more secure now than ever, with so 
many of the best of the clergy overlooking 
his faul'.s entirely to defend himself.' 
Denunciation will not stop this agi­
tation against unfit men for places of honor 
and leadership in the church. The people 
after all constitute tbe churches and they 
are not blind to ignorant or selfish pastor's 
faults if the bishops and other church 
officers arc. 

THE Xew York Tribune lays out a work 
for the next session of our present Con­
gress, but it says nothing of the most 
potent issue now before the country, the 
election bill, This Congress has nothing 
to fear. Its Republican aspect will not be 
changed in the next house because of a 
bold measure passed in the face of election. 
There is nothing to be gained by letting 
the reform stop half way. An honest 
vote under the supremacy of the constitu­
tion is as important as reciprocity and 
shipping interests. The Democrats bave 
given notice that they are going into the 
tearing down tusiness as soon as they 
meet. Let the structure <f American 
freedom at the polls be complete, and then 
let Democracy tear it down if they will. 

WHEN Mr. HIBBARD BAKER at the 
great Republican rally spoke of the diead-
vantages of tha Poles, and the injustice 
done them, every Afro American in the 
audience felt that his words might well 
have been applied to them and their race 
with more force.

Mr. INS ALLS of Kan 
sas, looked down ca the poor Afro Ameri 
can and considered his inferiority. Spoek 
of the inherent antipathies" that would 

ever divide the races, yet consoled us with 
the magnanimity with which he and his 
race would treat us. Whether he saw 
these sentiments in some bourbon book or 
speech and absorbed them, may never be 
known. This much is sure MR. JOHN J. 
INGALLS is likely to have more time to 
study the subject than he has had in the 
last six years. Whether his views will 
remain the same as a private citizen 
remains to be seen.

We had a rightto^ 
expect that the pledge there giveu wouia 
find fulfillment in the action of tnis Repub 
I lean Congress. We have been disap 
poihted, sadly disappointed. Following 
the advice of a new leader from Pennsyl­
vania, but not of the Thaddeus Stevens 
and Charles Sumner mold, this Congress 
has preferred protection to commerce and 
property to protection to personal and polit­
ical liberty. We had hoped that it would 
adopt the Federal election bill and the 
Blair educational bill It has done neither. 
The omission is, on tbe face of it dis­
couraging. But what then? Shall we get 
mad and deuounee and renounce tbe 
Republican party? Has that p^rtysinned 
away its day of grace? Are there no 
remaining reasons for giving it our confi­
dence? I en;ei tain no such thought. The 
Ftderal election and educational bills are 
not dead, nor are their friends idle. Mr. 
Cabot Lodge and Mr. Blair and their 
friends in the Senate and in the House may 
permit delay but will not suffer defeat. 
Tbe President of the United States is true 
to bis trust. No man since Gen. Grant has 
stood by us more firmly than has Gen. 
Harrison. He has let it be known openly 
aud emphatically tbat he :s for stepping to 
tbe very verge of constitutional limitations 
to secure honest elections, a free vote, and 
a fair count in every state in the Union, 
and he is not the man to take any steps 
backward. 

I admit that during many years to come 
tbe coiored man will have to endure 
prejudice against his race and color, but 
(his constitutes- no problem.

But what business has government, stale 
or national, with these prejudices? Why 
should grave statesmen concern themselves 
with them? The business of government is 
to hold its broad shield over all and to see 
that every American citizen is alike and 
eq ially protected in his civil and personal 
rights.* My confidence is strong and high 
in the nation as a whole. I believe in its 
justice and its power. I believe tbat it 
means to keep its word with its colored 
citizens. I believe in its progress, in its 
moral as well as its material civilization. 
Its trend is ia the right direction. Its fun­
damental piiociples are sound. Its con­
ception of humanity and of human rights 
is clear and comprehensive. Its progress 

i is fettered by no state religion tending lo 
re pros liberal thought; by no order of 
nobility tending to keep down the toiling 
masses; by no divine right theory tending 
to national stagnation under the idea of 
stability.

T H E 8 o u t h Western Christian Advocate 

speaks of the difference between the 
* evening and morning attendance at 
church service. I t deplores the disparity 
yet can attribute U to no one cause. The 
difference in the audiences of morniog and 
evening services is noticeable almost every­
where in Afro-American churches. It is 
marked in Detroit while the causes the 
Advocate gives are wanting. No substitute 
preachers of inferior abilities are imposed 
upon our audiences and there are few 
whose occupations keep them away from 
morning service. The real cause must be 
found somewhere else. There are two 
reasons that are plainly apparent for the 
poor audiences Sunday morning.' Good 
church members are too lazy to get up 
early enough to prepare for church. Pun-
day is considered a day of rest and many 
lie abed long after they would have been 
asiir during the week. Too much sleep 
tends to make one as drowsy as too iitile. 
In coBsequence, the late sleepei dawdles 
around home until after church time, too 
lazy to get out of the house leaving the 
faithful to carry on the work they claim to 
love so much. Another reason lor a large 
evening attendance is tup number of people 
one meets. A number go in the evening lo 
meet friends. They are not particularly 
interested in the sermon for all during the 
service they are looking around to see who 
i9 in the audience. Others after lounging 
around all d*y go to church because they 
are tired of staying home, and mauy others 
go from sheer curiosity to see who is there 
and what they have on, but the honest 
worshipper goes in the morning and 
receives strength for the day. 

4MONO many other things which vex 
the masculine mind just now is the 
plep. of some Methodist women to be 

admitted to the government of the church. 
While professing the highest reverence for 
woman as a worker under their august 
direction, tbey fear that promotion from

Plastic in 
the hands of each Lew corner, be is every 
thing by turns and nothing long, and he is 
all the more exasperating because after 
spoiling your best laid plans by doing 
exactly contrary from what you have been 
led by his promises to expect, he meets 
your dismay with such a sublime ignorance 
of having offended and such unruffled good 
nature, that you are disarm d even while 
meditating on his total annihilation.

N o v e m b e r C r o p R e p o r t . 
WASHINGTON, NOV. 11.—The November 

r e t u r n s to t he depar tment of agricul ture 
of ra tes of yield per acre make the average 
for corn 19.9 bushels; potatoes, 57.5 bush­
els ; buckwheat , 14.5 bushels; hay, 1.2 
tons ; tobacco, 718 pounds. 

T h e corn crop makes t he smallest yield 
reported, excepting only t h a t of 1881, 
which w a s 18.6 bushels. T h a t of 1887 was 
20.1 bushels. I t is 83 per cent of the 
average of t h e las t ten years, a period 
which included four unusually poor years, 
and only 75 per cent of last year 's crop. 
T h e indications of recent re turns have 
been so uniform t h a t t he est imate for per­
manen t record will not be likely to change 
th is figure, unless by a slight fraction. The 
decline of the las t decade is not due to im­
pa i rment of fertility, bu t to unfavorable 
meteorological influences. The highest 
r a t e s a re in N e w England, as usuaL 
N e w York averages 25.3; Pennsylvania, 
27 .5 ; Ohio, 20.7; Michigan, 26.7; Indiana, 
24.8; Illinois, 25; Iowa, 26; Missouri, 25.8; 
Kansas , 11.3; Nebraska, 20.3. 

The principal decline is in the corn sur­
p lus s ta tes . 

The average yield of potatoes is 57.5 
bushels. The condition of the crop in 
October was lower than any reported pre­
vious crop, except in 1887, being 61.7 
against 61.5, when the r a t e of yield was 
56.9 bushels per acre. I t imports scarcity 
and war r an t s high prices. The low ra tes 
of yield of the principal s tates are as fol­
lows: N e w York, 62; Pennsylvania, 68; 
Michigan, 58; Ohio, 46; Indiana, 37; Illi­
nois, 80; Iowa, 38; Missouri, 38; Kansas, 
28; Nebraska, 27; Minnesota, 68; Maine 
repor ts 95; N e w Hampshire, 90, and Ver­
mont, 95. The yields of the hay crop are 
large as a rule throughout the country. 

The cane sugar crop will be a large one, 
and sugar beets have done well west of the 
Missouri, indicating a probably rapid de­
velopment of the sugar industry. 

A l o t t e r y ' s L a s t S t r a g g l e * 
N s w Y O R K , NOV. 13.—The board of 

managers of the Adams Express Company 
today held their first meeting since the 
passage of the United Sta tes anti-lottery 
act . The board was unanimously of the 
opinion tha t the provisions of such l aw 
were as morally obligatory upon the com­
pany as they are legally binding upon the 
postal authorit ies. The at tention of t he 
board was called to the fact t ha t the post-
office depar tment had issued regulation s to 
all of i ts subordinates as to the manner in 
which they should effectuate the provisions 
and in tent of the act, and the board 
adopted a resolution making such regula­
tions applicable to the employes of the 
company in like manner as if such em­
ployes had been specifically named therein.

Repent and prepare for a future s ta te as 
you will receive no further warning . 
Th i s is by order of the M a f i a "

Stanley and His Foes. 
The controversy between the friends of 

Explorer Stanley and those of his lieuten­
ant, the late Major Bart telot , still goes 
forward. T h e latest installment is a three-
column let ter from Bonney, a member of 
the Stanley party, t o the London Times. 
Among other th ings the wr i te r charges 
t ha t Bar t te lot at tempted to poison Selim, 
a nephew of Tippo Tib, wi th whom he had 
quarrelled. Bonney confirms the s ta tement 
tha t Bar t te lo t deliberately bi t a woman. 
The major, he says, fastened his teeth in 
the woman's cheek, not in her shoulder as 
stated. F o r this Bar t te lo t would have 
been lynched if Bonney had not rescued 
him. Bonney says i t is quite t rue t h a t 
Bar t te lo t grinned ferociously a t the natives 
and tha t he prodded them with a steel-
pointed staff. He has not the slightest 
doubt t ha t the boy Soudi died from the ef­
fect of a kick given him by Bart telot . The 
major often called the boy names and dis­
torted his face before him. On one occasion 
he h i t the boy with a stick on the forehead, 
raising a lump as big as a door-knob. 
Bar t te lo t kicked the boy the day before h e 
was killed. Gangrene ensued from the 
boy's injuries, result ing in his death. Bon­
ney confirms the s ta tement tha t the mis­
sion boy, John Henry, who spoke the Eng­
lish, Arabic and Zanzibar languages, and 
acted as interpreter , died from the effects 
of 300 lashes. H e did not desert as stated, 
bu t w a s left on t he road. After Bar t te lot 
flogged him he feared to re turn because h e 
had sold Bart telot ' s revolver to buy food. 
The major recaptured the boy and threaten­
ed ei ther to shoot him or cut his ears off. 
Bonney protested, when the major had the 
boy publicly sentenced to be shot, not in­
tending to carry out the sentence. The 
whole camp threatened to deser t if the 
sentence were carried out. Bar t te lot then 
exclaimed: - 'By God, I will give him 300 
lashes ." F o u r Soudanese, each one over 
six feet in height, were selected to give 75 
lashes each. Henry became insensible after 
receiving 30 lashes. 

The scene was the most horrible he 
(Bonney) ever saw. Mortif ication-set in 
and the flesh of the victim fell in pieces to 
the ground. His body swelled to twice i ts 
ordinary size, and he died in 24 hours. 
Bonney tells of the unprovoked stabbing 
u f the cliief Ungunga, by Barttelot , wi th a 
penknife, an incident which Stanley has 
not mentioned, but which the nar ra to r says 
Troup can confirm. 

Bonney declares, in speaking of the 
murder of Bart telot , t ha t the best feeling 
prevailed in the village till the major ar­
rived. • 'Immediately upon his a r r iva l , " 
says Bonney, " t h e major demanded t h a t 
the chief procure 60 slaves within four 
days, as well as supplies of food, 4** 
Upon the ch ie f s s tat ing tha t it was im­
possible in such a short t ime, the m a / * 
began to accuse him, and threatened to de­
vastate the village. This began the ill 
feeling. On the 18th the boy Soudi w a s 
kicked by Bart telot , and I saved the 
major after he had bit ten the woman. 

H e says, in conclusion, tha t he can only 
believe tha t Bar t te lo t was insane.

TO THE thoughtful there is much sug 
gested by the number and quality of 
cburcb edificfH which have been 

erected in ihe West by the African Metho-
disto during the past few years. 

Bishop Brown's pathway through bis 
district is marked by tbe new church buiki-
ings which have sprung up. Each new 
building in in some way associated wish 
one of bis stirring lectures to the people or 
incisrve talks to the pastor about the need 
of a new and modern edifice. For nearly 
eight years out here in tbe West he has 
b*«en planning, working, striving to accom­
plish tha t which has been sccom-
pilsued. He has so regulated his appoint 
merits of men as to furnish tbe people with 
the teachings and influences needed to 
create a feeling in sympathy with tbe 
times. Traveling from place to place he 
has lectured to the congregation, conversed 
in the homes, advised with tbe fpastor* 
until one after another old buildings were 
found to be unsuited and movements 
toward securing better quarters were put 
forth. Eight years ago he went to St. 
Paul way up io Minnesota and began tell­
ing the people of their need of a fine 
-church. Five years after the seed brought 
forth fruit aud St. James church was 
erected, the first new and modern Church 
In the list of handsome buildings that now 
do'honor to the West. 

Then came the beaut-'ful building at 
Denver, the elegant structure at Omaha, 
«ommodiou4 Bethel at Detroit, a new 
church at'CHnton. Iowa, the architectural 
gem at Minneapolis, the neat chapel at 
Helena, Montana, numbers of modern and 
elegant chapels in smaller cities and towns 
throughout the district. Tbe agitation 
started at St. Louis culminated in tbe 
sale of historic St. Paul and the .magnifi­
cent .new building now erecting in" tbe 
midst of palatial residencesin a fasbionab'e 
quarter. Bethel of Chicago was sold for $40 
<K)0 and the new church now going un will 
rival old Bethel at Philadelphia. Quinn 
Chapel, the mother of us all, was sold for 
$50 090 and a site secured in one of the 
very best portions of Chicago It is not to 
be doubted that Dr. Jennifer will cause to 
be erected there a church that is not to be 
surpassed by the race.

During much of the same time he 
was editor of the American Baptist and is 
well known throughout, the states as the 
anthor and publisher of "Men of Mark. ; ' 
At the la««t commencement exercises of tbe 
State University he resigned'his position as 
president having some time orevionsly 
giv^n up the editorship of tbe Baptist and 
moved his family to Cane Springs. Ken­
tucky where he laid tbe foundation of 
another successful school. His health 
however was already impaired and the 
short rest which he spared time for during 
tbe Summer did not restore it. Though 
energetic and active to the lost, be grew 
constantly wrrse. until noon of Oct. 80th 
when he died. The whole state of Ken­
tucky mourns hid loss and all that loving 
sympathy can do will be done to alleviate 
the sorrow of bis wife and family in their 
lo*8 by those who appreciate the labors of 
the husband and father.
