The Applieation of Physislegieal and Eth-
nelegion! Laws,

The Flaming Sword fs a paper coming
from Chicago, deveted to the dissemination
of the Koresham system of Christianity.
This system of Cbhristianity is opposed to
what we call the orthodox and exem; Lificd
in the spirit and work of the churches.
TBE PLAINDEALER does not even pretend
to understand the pecullar doctrines of the
system and its atteotion was directed to §4
chicfly because of an article on the race
problem which sppesred in the columns of
tae Flaming Sword.

The fospiration of the artic'e came from
the excitement existing among A'ro Amer-
icavs in Missouri, the apjearunce of a
Messiah an account of which appeared in
THE PLAINDRALER 2 few woeks sgo,
Aiter an cxposition on the falre Messiabls,
aud the nther signs that will announce the
coming of the true Messiah and of refer-
euce tu Koresh it saye:

Koresh bas the science of immortality;
He 18 the literal Word and by his iheocrusis
will effect the iofiltration of the biack
with the white race, thus «:cting the only
means by wbich he can be redeeuled from
race bondage.

How is this great desideratua, the
desire and dream of tbe Negro. to be con-
summaled? The Metsraimic (Misraimic)
blood of Ham traverses tbe Anulo-Sszon
system.

It is no purt of God’s purpose to tie the
sapiring Nefro race to a fixed type of the
buman fumily If we are Ham’s descend-
ants then God Almighty will at Jeast com-
pel the white man to afflliate with his
ancestrsl brother.

ODD FACTS AND FANCIES.

Castor gloves have had quite a history.
The word indicates the skin of the beaver,
but the best Freuch castor gloves were
formerly made of thin deerskin, and were
soft, durable and expensive. Shaved
lamh or sheepskins were displaced by
American castors made of antelope skina
from our Western plains.

The first solid-head pin was made in
1824, in Enziand. by Lemue! W. Wright,
an American. 1In 1833 Dr. Jobn 1. Howe,
a Connecticut man. invented a machine
for waking solid-head pins. It was the
first successful machine, and completel the
pin by a single process. The old head was
soldered on to the skank of the pin. .-

In 1509, during the second invasion of
S8pain by the French, some valuable crown
flocks of sheep were sold to raise money.
The (then) American Consul at Lisbon,
Portugal, a Mr. Jarvis, purchased 1,400
head and sent them to this country. A
portion of the pure and unmixed Merino
blood of these flocks is still to be found in
some parts of this country. Such was
the origin of the immense flocks of fine-
woolled sheep now to be found in this
country.

The old Christ church (Episcopal) of
Philadelphia has a remarkable history. All
through its history of 195 years it has had
but eleven officiating rectors, with terms
running from fifty-seven years down to
four days. It was in 1695 that the first
chnrch building was erected, a goodly
structure of those days, of brick, with gal-
leries large enough to accommodate more
than 500 persons. Bishop White was one
of its rectors, and during his rectorship the
Continental Congress repeatedly worshiped
there in a body. AndWashington often ac-
cupied a pew in the church.

The first spectacles, which were very ex-
pensive, were made in Italy. Somewhat
later tbe manufacture of cheaper glasses
sprang up in Holland, and it spread late in
the fourteenth century to Germany. Nur-
enberg and Rathenow acquired fame for
their glasses between 1490 and 1500. For
many vears glasses were used only as a
means of aiding bad eyes. First in Spain
appeared the fashion of wearing g arses
merely for the sake of wearing them. It
spread rapidly to the rest of the Continent
and brought about the transformation of
the old thirteenth-century spectacles into
eyeglasses and eventually into the mono-
cle. *‘the cosmopolitan trademark of the
dandy .’

1f Rev. Fousox bad t)id a'l
he knew he would prubably have spoken
of over three times 28 refined white gentle-
men who have robbed as many tanocent
Afro-American girls of their virtue. And
all in the small town of Columbia.

The Detroit Courier of this city speaking

of the matter says: ‘' We beg our S8outhern
contemporaries to refute the charge of the

them to prevent their readers from refut-
ing it by the murder of the accuser, or by
coating bim with tar and feathers, or by
driving Lim out of the city or state. These
modes of refutation are somewhat out of
fashion in the North, and even in the South
are not quite en regle.

In the North we are divided as to the
right of intermarriages; some states ullow
of white and colored marriages, and some
do not, but they are not fashionable in any

of them.
And this, perhaps, is one reason why we

do not dread ‘‘Negro supremacy.” In the
North we give to the Negro every right
which nature gives him. We allow him
to do the bést he can for himself, accord-
ing to the measure of his ablity, even
the extent of serving as a mail carrier aod
delivering letters to ‘‘refined white ladies’’
or to holding government clerkships and
working in the same pub'ic building with
refined white people. We also let him
vote at the polls with refined people and
we let his vote to be counted just the eame
as thelrs are. But, really. we do not inter-
marry with Negroes to anything like the
degree which, according to the Rev. Mr.
ForsoM, obtains in Columbia, Ga. We
would fain hear from the Atlaata Constisu-
tion on this matter.”

Last Saturday the Eveming Journal had
a contemptible editorial on the FERraUsON
Civil Rights case. The article, however,
is in keeping with the general attitude of
that paper on the race question. There
have been no words in the dictionary that
are dirty and mean, that have not been
found in its headlines to characterize the
Afro-American. Mr. BRRARLEY, or his
imported bourbon, who edits the Journal,
either wilfully prevaricates, or are so
densely blinder by prejudice as to be
incspable of the exercise of reason and
juigment. The cditorial of Raturday was
a lie 'rom the beginning to the ¢nd and its
conclusior equilly as fal-e. All over the
Nortbland damsages have been awarded
Afro Americars for a wi ful disregard of
their civil rights. The Journal caanot be
ign rant of these facts. In the caceof:
FERGUsGN in view of the opinion of the
Supreme Court, the jury stuliifled itself
and disregarded its oath to administer jus-
tice. 1his is pot the only case where
Wayne County jurors have perpetrated
the same outrage on public justice when
the litigants were al! white. Even the
Journal has commented on the miscarriages
of justice under our jury system as well as
it has felt the bane of it in practical exper-

ience. :
Net long ago the Hon. WiLLiaM W,

WaeaToN received a verdict of six cents
in a case where he had been attacked and
wantooly assaulted. It is a notorious fact
that the jury that rendered that verdict
opeoly discussed with outsiders how they
could best rob Mr. WaZATON of his rights
and preclude him from getting justice.
Judge RaiLLy, who is a righteous judge,
heard tbat case and he unhesitatingly set
the verdict aside saying: °‘‘If WHEATON
was injured at all he was injured more
than six ceats.” The FERGTsSON jury was
given the best opportunijy to be bribed
and cajoled acd played upon to deliver
just such a verdict as they did. After the
case was argued and submitted, although
it was not half past three in the afternoon,
the jury was discharged to bring in a ver-
dict the next morning in five minutes.

"BLLY SNITES' TALKS

HOW SOME BIGMEN ARE DISTINGUISH-
ED FROM THEIR FELLOWMEN.

The Course Threugh Which A Man Is Ex-
pected te go Before He Can Take Priest
Orders—The A. M. E. Charch.

ARTICLE 1V.
To the Editor of THE PLAINDRALER.

Bir: Poesessed by a supersition which
worships the symbols of knowledge in-
stead of the knowledge itself, it is no won-
der that so many Afro-Am:ricans have ob-
tained schoolastic titles trom the struggling
schools which take this way to win friends.

In Africa the big men are distinguisbed
by the size of thelr string of beads while
their American descendaats are ranked ac-
cordiog to their string of titles, la Africa
it 1s no uncommon sight to behold a bare-
footed king; in Amarica it is common to
see a big Doctor of Divinity with pants in
boots and head empty of theology. We
canaot detect the educated colored minis-
tera by scenting out degrees, diplomas, and
titles,

Let us examine as throughly and fairly
as possihle the ministry of the A. M. E.

Church, as ft is said to be the foremost
religious organization among us.

How does & man become a priest in that
church?

1. He becomes a local preacher, licensed
by a Quarterly Coaference which is sup-
d 10 have examined bhim in relation
to his gifts, grace, and usefulness. He 1»
recommended to the Quarterly Conference
by the church. Wheo a candidate for
license comes before a Quarterly Confer-
ence he may be regarded us a fair specimen
of the ideals of the people.

He 1s recommended to the Annual Con.
ference by the Quarterly Conference und
{s examined in reading, writing, spelling,
arithmetic, geeagraphy, United States his-
torv, Discipline of A. M. E. Church, and
Binney’s Theological Compend. The church
laws says, without these pre-requisites no
one can be admitted.

2. I have on flle one hundred letters
from colored ministers of this church and
last week looked over them. There were
but ten written in a hand superior to
scrawliog, there were but six where the
spelling was ordinarily well done, there
were but four the language of which was
clear, terse‘ and correct. 1 have ia my
possession letters from five conlerence
secretaries who each sa) (in reply to certain
questions) that the various reporis etc.,
handed in at the conferences are positively
unfit for publication and must be almost
entirely revised. No doubs each Bishop,
eaitor, and others baving general corres-
pondence would give similiar testimony if
they desired. All these facts prove that
the examining committees of the con-
ference do not keep the law,

8 Heis tried in actual service for two
full years and examined in composition,
general history, scriptural history, history
of Methodisma, manual of Methodism,
botany, and moral science, history of the
Apostolic Church, sacred geography,
systematic theology. He is then ordained,
deacon.

4. He is retained in actual service two
years more and examined in mental
philosophy, physiology, geometry, Butler’s
Analogy natural philosophy homiletics
and pastoral theology, rhetoric, logic,
hermeneutics, and systematic theology He
isthen ordaioed priest.

After having spent four years training
him the conference sends out to the people as
a priest the man whom they rec'mmended
as worthy. If the priest is still ignorant,
uncouth, and ineflicient, it is because he
did not possess native abilities and the

ple are the sufferers. If the priest isa
tolerably fair theological scholar, it is be-
cause he was capable of self-instruction
and self-help.

Many prominent ministers have told me
that conference committees do not pretend
to carry out the law as regards qualifica-
tions, if the man is useful and upright he
is pussed. The course of studies 18 faulty
anyhow and shows that the persons ar-
ranging it were not scholars. Requiring
hermeneutics in a course which includes
no part of exegesis is a blunder which no
careful thevlogical scholar would make.

What are the iotellectual gualifications
of the A. M. E. ministry? The course of
study, if properly pursued, would give an
average man a tolerably fair ministerial
education. If the church law requirlog all
who are ordained privsis to pess examioa-
tions in the various branches is followed,
tben all the average men are tolerably
fairly educated as ministers. A large
nun.ber of persons who have been duly
recommended as proficlent by the ex-
aming committees are known to ba almost
completely iznoraot of even the first prin-
ciples of all the required studies beycnd
the first year, therefure the recommecnda-
tions of the examining commitiees are not
reliable.

These committees do not pretend to
maiotain the standard or knowledge set up
by the law, in many cases they are known
to be incompetent to do so if they tried.

The studies of the third year include
mental philosophy, geometry, and Butler’s
Analogy; the committee appointed to con-
duct the examination of this class in the
Jowa Conference had ss chairman the
Rev. J. W. Malone who knnws pothing ia
mathematics beyond elementary arithmetic,
whose mental training wopld not permit
him to understand either of the other
studies named. 1 bave before me the
minutes of a good many conferences and
could point out by name scores of persons
occupying places on examing committees
wbo ate equally unfit. A commiitee in
that same conference once recodnmended
as very ficient a caodidats who was
g o 7 i, P

every study req sof »
'z:iuhot«iomly exist.

Itis clear that mot a very large pro-

portion of who enter the ministry
medumufcn; become carnest students
even. The number of preachers
thus enter; , more thas ons balf of
the isdomaposed of thoes who ksow -
little study lttle, and who cen teach bat lit-

tle and are fberefore unit to beheld up as
‘official’ instructors of the people. That
there are in the ministry of each of the
colored churches many grand, geod, and
learned men, even our worst enemies can-
oot deny; but that there are wiibia our
ranks a hos! of {iiliterate, lazy, groveling
fellows, the best of us must adm t.

To claim that a trainirg at college is in-
despentible to minfeteriat fitness and suc-
cese would be to coutradict the history of
the Gospel Ministry from ihs beginning
down 10 now.

The first and great requisite is the Man
The man must bs born tor it, ~alled to it.
and accompanied by the Holy Spirit ip all
bis work. If \h: man has large sy mpathies,
deep feeling. penetratisn of thougiit, and a
boly, zealous heart and can read Eoglish
well and God bas calied him to the minis-
try there is n» doubt but that the man will
uader dod become s preacher of ability
and power. True such a preacher does
Dot measure up te the humau stundard.
does not even possess the few qualifications
that we numed 1n a previsus article as in-
dispensible, yet God can, hasand still does
use such perons to accomplish great
things. As illustrious instances let us
pame Richard Allen, Morris Brown, Ed-
ward Walers, Wm. Paul Quion, A. W,
Wayman, J. P. Campbell. J. A. Shorter,
T. M. D Ward. H. M. Turoer, Richird
H. Cain, J. C. Embry. There are 1u the
A. M. E. Church hundreds of preachers
whose hearts are holy, whoee lives are
pure, whoee noble fruits for God are
abundant and yet, who bave never spent a
moment in collegze. Among this clas of
men, bowever, are to be found noze who
do not study, who do not pray, whe do
not know how to reud well, but among
them may be found some of as good and
thorough echolars as there are among the
race. That class of men who combine
with a Jack of college training an in-
difference io knowledge are a curse to the
ministry and constitute the class, the only
class, that these discussions should 1dentify
and condemn as unfit mentally to oficiate
as priests, *BiLLy” SMmiTa.

DBy
allowing her to use his signet ring in
sanling her letters Ahah passively
assented to the great sin she conte:n-
pated. To *set Naboth on high”
was to put him in & conspicuous place,
as u crimin 1 is placed before court.
She directed that ‘‘two men” be found
who would be williag to perjure them-
selves. *Sons of Belial” me:ns worth-
l+s-. lawless fellows. They were to
testify that he blasnhemad God. i. e.:
reviled, abused. Then tney were to
administer the legal punishment for
blasphemy. which was stoning to
desth. An3l in order to make the way
‘clear to the t king of the vineynrd,
Naboth's two sou3 were also staned to
denth, although it was contrary to
luw: Deut. 24:16.

Jezebel received the mews of tha
death of her victim with uafeigned
exhibitions of jov and triumph. 1%
was nothinz to her that God's worl
had been profaned: that justice had
been outrared. or that innoceut bloold
had been spilledl. And Ahab lost no
time. Josephus & yi: “And Ah b
was pleased with what had heea done,
and sprung up from his bed and went
to see Naboth’s vineyarl.”
