(kaler:—My vWt of a three weeks 
trip through the South, has done 
jBore, thou anything could have 
been <l<me. t o convince me, t h a t 
the "r : ic ' ' problem" or the •'Negro 
question,'' must be settled upon the 
grounds of education and wealth, 
morality and religion. The white 
man in determined t o keep the Ne­
gro defeated a t the polls. They 
do not deny this here in the South, 
in conversation with a very learn­
ed and wealthy white man, a t Sa-
hannah, Giorgia, he *uid: ' We mean, 
/(speaking of the white people), to 
rive tli-' colored man a chance to 
g;unkno\v< lilg>', we mean t o sell him 
lanJTwo mean t o assist him in 
building his churches and in making 
a living, but we shall never con­
sent for a Negro to represent us in 
Congress, in the United States Sen­
ate, in our legislative halls, nor in 
the public affairs of our S ta te and 
county." When asked how he should 
prt'win this ascendency of the col­
ored }H>ople, he said, frankly: ''We 
have thi! election machine and we 
can ekct who we please." 

It is a shameful vanity, t h a t the 
N<vro here in the South, is being 
iiuul(> tli ' .enter of political ba t t le . 
Nearly .very newspaper one reads, 
has in its columns the "old cry," 
"Democrats, as white men,*" "Repub­
licans as Nurgeirs,'- "Negro domina­
tion," or '.Negro rule." You can 
scarcely concave wha t a weapon 
it is in a Southern political cam­
paign. The white man who only 
read-; a LK'inocrat.ic county newspa­
per think*, tha t the editor is a well 

..>.,, I-,. in ,n, making the most of 
his time, in imparting t o him the 
political knowledge t h a t he needs. 
Ther. iorc, he will not read a Re­
publican newspaper, and it is a 
fact that the news boys upon many 
of the railroads of the SOuth, are 
not allowed to sell a Republican 
irt>\v>!>ap.T. The white farm hand, 
is as ignorant, as t he colored. He 
* easily driven in line, when told 
by an ignorant whi te country edi­
tor, that his daughter , would soon 
he compelled t o marry a • Negro, or 
to go to school wi th Negroes, if 
the Republican pa r ty should win. 

We need less Negro politicians here 
in tin: South, and more t rue educa­
tors, and business men. We must 
make the white man ashamed of his 
Ignorance, meanness and foolishness, 
by our religion, moral i ty and acum-
nlation of wealth. In this genera­
tion we must more than ever learn t o 
think for ourselves. The whi te man 
at tiie North, as well as the whi te 
•tan at the South, must be whipped 
into the lint* of respecting the Ne-
pro. by the intelligence . tha t t he 
.Negro shall shower upon him. One 
thing t int hurts us here in the South, 
* the fact t ha t a very large ma-
lority of our ministers a re too ig­
norant for the g r ea t responsibility 
which they have assumed. 

A few nights ago, I stopped to 
a country town, in eas tern South 
Carolina, and in t he evening I a t ­
tended church, as is my custom t o 
*>. We went t o the Church a t 
"45 p. m. took our sea t s and wai t -
«duutLl 8:50 p. m. for the pas tor t o 
come, when he came he pretended 
to preach by ta lking of everything 
•Mept those most useful and in­
structive. He hollowed a t the top 
of his voice for one hour, his actions 
<" fl» pulpit would remind one of 
'he old farm and p lan ta t ion pray-
* meetings of t h i r ty years ago. Our 
ministers, or a t least a large num­
ber of them will not read, they will 
** study books. I have counted 
°ore than forty ministers upon this 
prjp- standing in t h e s t ree ts smok-
"% and chewing tobacco, just as 
« man who never made any profes­
sion of religion. It is a shame, but 
•*• equally t rue , t h a t many of our 
*w>-'iit ministers often t ake a drink 
°< iviiUkey before they go t o the 
Pulpit. Wo need more men in t he 
*Pu'h \yho will cut themselves from 
£ e Political world, and go t o work 
** 'he race. Think of i t , t h a t a 
WK'kii, ungodly white politician 
J06* 'o a minister's house, and tells 
•"« Just what he wan t s the minis-
!*T.t" do. and we find a Negro 
•mister imposing upon his fellows, 
* telling them t o do just w h a t 
a white office-seeking man tells him 
» do. 
Jo one of the Congressional dis-
Fjh in > Texas, is a white man 
Paring to be an "independent." 
P ac<u<es the regular Democratic 
:"">• of all kinds of frauds. He 
P"ta to be endorsed by the Re-
•whe.-ttis of the district. This man 
L. '""l'ly an umdneated country 
PW»nnt. He is a liquor dealer^ 
E»*»de $6'),000 by the most shame-

' trade in business. He has a 
J?1-*1 "oman living upon his place 
g . ** »• the father of her six 
H**a.

of a servant. Yet, we find Negro 
ministers, taking the "s tump," and 
daily making political speeches for 
this evi^ white devil, who has de­
stroyed the social and religious 
character of one of the most pitiful 
of our race, a woman who was born 
hi' slavery, and who to-day is un­
educated, yet, the mother of six chil­
dren, the father of whom, is all the 
time claiming tha t the white man 
is superior t o the Negro. 

I denounce such as a disgrace 
to our ' christian church. Think of 
a minister who will preach virtue 
t o his people on Sunday, and on Mon­
day make speeches for a white man, 
t o hris people, who is well informed 
as t o t he life this candidate is 
living. His children can never go 
t o Washington. Their mother can 
never l>e introduced in Congressional 
circles a t Washington* and why? 
Because she Is not his legitimate 
wife. 

I d o n t believe t h a t our race can 
ever take its place among the Na­
tions of the ear th , so long as we 
are lead by wicked, disrespectful 
and ignorant whi te men. 

The cotton crops, are short this 
year by a million bales, in compar-
sion with the great crop of last 
year. The colored man here in the 
South, does all of the work. He 
raises all of the cotton, he bags 
all of t he peanuts , he ploughs all 
of t h e corn and cotton fields, he 
fells all of the trees, he clears all 
of t he woodlands and tills all of 
the uncultivated fields. He handles 
much of the money in certain dis­
tr icts, but the rum shops stall him, 
:•• 'Tkootp him bleeding from January 
t o January . 

Rum and low politicians, l>oth 
whi te and colored, a re the two 
worst enemies the Negro has a t 
the South. We must unload the 
race of this ' 'cargo' ' of enemies. 

North Carolina is lost in my judg­
ment, t o the Democratic or t o 
Grover Cleveland par ty . The "Pop­
ulist ," of 'Thi rd par ty , " people has 
the g rea t ballot box stuffing ma­
chine Upon the run. 

United Sta tes Senator, Hon. M. W. 
Ransome, of North Carolina, tells me 
in a conversation a t Weldon. N. 
C a few days ago, ' iha t the Demo­
cratic pa r ty was defeated sure, un­
less somethimg could be done to 
Cause the "Third p a r t y " people t o 
unite wi th the Democrat- ." This 
they/ wall never do. 

The present Governor of South 
Carolina, is on» of thr> rhpst ignorant 
men in the country. He is an 
ignorant public servant . I t seems 
almost impossible for him t o make 
a public speech, without p u l i n g the 
Negro In t o excite political admira­
tion. Indeed, B. B. Elliott was , and 
D. A, Straker. Smalls and Miller are, 
as far ahead of the Governor of 
South Carolina, in the political and 
and intellectual world, as Gladstone, 
of Dnerltind. is superior to the fraud­
ulently self-made United Sta tes Sen­
ator . Mr. Call, of Florida. 

Mr. Butler, of South Carolina, how­
ever, may not l>e returned t o Wash­
ington, as United S ta tes Senator. 
Some Third par ty man may get his 
seat in 1895. I t will be a God-tsent 
blessing, when the day shall come, 
when men like Butler, of South Caro­
lina, Pugh, of Nebraska, Call of Flor­
ida, and Daniels, of Virginia, shall 
be compelled t o s t a y a t home and 
practice law. To see these men 
upon the political hustings and hear 
their "wild-cat-speeches" upon the 
"Force Bill '" mnk"s a t rue American 
wonder, why such political anarch-
ifcts, a re allowed t o set in the halls 
of our Nation's Congress, t o make 
our laws for a christian people. 

Finding t h a t the Democratic p a r t y 
con no longer frighten the young 
white man, over ' 'Negro domination," 
"Negro supremacy," 'Fo rce BAH," 
"inter-marriage," "mixed schools" 
and "social equali ty," these cam­
paign speakers are now circulating 
the old fashion circular, among t he 
poor whites, upon which is printed 
in red ink, upon blue paper, " t h a t 
this is a whi te man's country, and 
If t he Republicans succeed in re­
electing President Harrison, t h a t 
every Negro in the South, will s tand 
in t he courts, in the chambers, In 
the legislative halls side by side 
with t h e white man, t h a t a white 
man and a whi te woman should 
be compelled t o go t o a Negro 
for their license t o get married, and 
to commence business." In nearly 
every poor whi te man's home, we 
find just this s t a t e of affairs in the 
form of a campaign circular. 

Rev. John B. Bennet t who Is travel­
ing in this country, is t he first and 
only nat ive black Greek, t h a t ever 
came t o America. He is a scholar, 
a christ ian and a gentleman. He 
lives a t Athens, in Greece, and is 
t he son of Gamble L. Bennett , who 
wtus born a t Murfreesboro. N. C , Ju ly 
10th, 1814, who left this country 
in 1840, and went t o Scotland, be­
came rich by dealing in coal and 
stone. In 1858;' he moved t o Athens, 
t o educate his children. Miss Purdy 
married a very weal thy Greek, and 
took Mfe easy a t Athens. The Rev. 
John B. Bennett, D. D., is said t o 
be one of the best informed men in 
Europe. Young as he is, he is now 
dean of the Old Athenian College, 
a t Athens, Greece; is very dark in 
complexion, fine looking and has easy 
and pleasing manners. I t was n.y 
p e a s u r e t o meet his family while 
in Greece, J a s t spring, and by my 
invitation, he came t o spend twelve 
months in traveling in America. He 
does not like the South, and soys, 
" t h a t he will never g o farther South 
again, t h a n Weldon, N. C , or Nor­
folk, or Claremont, V*. At Weldon,

Washington, D. C , Oct. 22. 1892. 
Hon. C. W. F . Dick, Chairman, of 
Ohio S t a t e Republican Committee, 
Columbus, 0.: 

My Dear Sir:—I have your le t ter 
of t he 20th inst., t o the effect 
t h a t certain persons are t ry ing t o 
prejudice the colored voters' against I 
the administration by telling them 
t h a t President Harrison has not had 
any pronounced opinions in favor of 
the colored man, except on election 
day; t h a t ho has nominated color­
ed men for office and sent their 
names t o the Senate, but before 
t h a t body had t ime t o act the 
names wyre wi thdrawn, and t h a t 
t he colored man has fared worse un­
der this t han any other administra­
tion, not excepting t h a t of Cleve­
land's. 

My a t ten t ion has been called t o 
these s ta tements before and I have 
been amazed and puzzled ' to account 
for them. 

As t o t he first charge, I Avouid 
s t a t e t h a t Hon. Chauncey F. Dick, 
in a pamphlet apealing t o the coun­
t r y to resist the encroachment of 
the Republican pa r ty , charges t h a t 
the president in the first message 
to Congress, December 3rd, 1889, used 
this language: "I invoke Congress 
t o pass a bill wi th wholesome re­
s t ra in ts and penalties which shall 
secure t o the colored man t h a t 
equality of influence which otir form 
of government was intended to se­
cure t o him; t h a t he should l»e pro­
tected in all his relations t o the 
Federal government, whether as li-
t iganl, juror or witness in our courts, 
as an elector for members of Con­
gress or as a peaceful traveler up­
on our in te r s ta te ra i lways ." In his 
message of December 1st, 1890, the 
president again called the at ten­
tion of Congress t o his previous mes­
sage, and soys: "The cons tit ution-
nlity of such legislation has lieen 
affirmed by the Supreme court of 
the United S ta t e s . " Nor. wiys he, 
"should ft be forgotten t ha t every 
law, t o be effective, has force be­
hind i t , t h e courts, the marshal 
or •'•onstnble, the posse comitatus, 
the prison., are all and always l>e-
hind the l aw." Again in his last 
message, December 9, 1891, he calls 
uinon Congress " to bring to boar 
the consti tutional powers of the 
general government for the correc­
tion of frauds against the r ights cf 
citizens." 

How can any man rend these 
bold ut terances and believe the ly-
iai« s ta tements made by agents of 
the Democratic pa r ty , even though 
they have black skins? 

The second charge is as false as 
the first. The names of only t w o 
colored men were wi thdrawn from 
the Senate, pending confirmation, by 
this administration. One, David A. 
Dudley, was nominated by the presi­
dent for postmaster a t Americas, 
Oa.. February 6, 1890. and with­
drawn September 30, 1890, eight 
months afterward, a t the request 
of Mr. Dudley. He lived in Mr. 
Crisp's (the Democratic speaker of 
the house of representatives) district, 
who so resisted his confirmation 
t h a t Mr. Dudley deemed i t unsafe 
t o further press his claim. Th# 
other was Dr. Crum, who was nom­
inated for postmaster a t Charles­
ton. S. C. He was so vigorously 
and violently opposed by the Dem­
ocratic citizens of Charleston and 
by the Democratic house of repre­
sentatives and Senate t h a t he, in 
company with Mr. Miller, the col­
ored Congressman from South Oaro-
Unn, called on the president and 
requested him t o wi thdraw his name. 

To demonstrate the seal and earn­
estness of the president in pressing 
the claims of colored men. I mention 
one notable case: Hon. James Hill 
was appointed by the president, 
during the recess of Congress, post­
master a t Natchez, Miss., t w o years 
ago. His name was sent t o the 
Senate . for confirmation in 1890; the 
Senate failed t o net. and under the 
usape the president should have 
named a successor for the place, 
Imt instead he reeommissioned Mr. 
Hill. And a second time he sent 
his name t o the Senate for confir­
mation; again t he Senate adjourned 
without ncttnsr on t he nomination 
and again the president failed t o 
anpoint a successor, and under the 
rtV>ctsiio(n of the a t torney eeneral of 
thf United S ta tes . Mr. HM1 Holds his 
office "until a successor has been 
BTtoniimrcd and duly qualified." I 
need not add t h a t Mr. Hill holds 
t he office t o this day. 

He twes nil the power a t his com­
mand t o protec t and support t he 
co'ored men. 

In May, 1890, he amxtfnted Tsaac 
R. MOTer postmaster a t RishopvPle. 
H. C.» tise TJemocratle citizens drove 
t h e pos tmaster and Mo assis tants 
from t h e county and Hie president 

discontinued the office September 20, 
1890, and only re-established it in 
June, 1892, after the citizens pledg­
ing t o behave themselves and act 
as law-abiding citizens should. 

No man who has occupied the presi­
dential chair since the days of I/ln-
coln has done so much for The color­
ed man as General Benjamin Harri­
son. 

Under his administration in the 
city of Washington alone, there are 
employed 2,393 colored persons 
drawing salaries or fees from $000 
to $20,000 per annum, aggregat ing 
$1,370,623.98 per year. 

This does not include t w o foreign 
ministers, seven consuls in foreign 
countries, five collectors of customs 
a t such places as Galveston, Tex.; 
Wilmington,, N, C.J Beaufort, S. C.J 
& large number of i>osimasters, clerks 
in the ra i lway postal service, mail 
messengers, letter-carriers through­
out the country, registers of land 
offices, receivers of public moneys, 
and t w o chaplains in the United 
Sta tes army having the rank of 
captain. 

Another charge has come under 
my notice not mentioned in your let­
te r t o which I will make reply. 
t h a t is, t h a t the president snubbed 
the committee of colored men tha t 
called on him t o protect the colored 
people against Democratic outrages 
a t t he South. 

This is absolutely false. The presi­
dent received them courteously and 
after hearing their s ta tements re­
plied: "I do no t need t o assure 
you t h a t , if it lay in my power t o 
bring t o prompt punishment every 
violator of the rights of any citizen, 
black or white, however humble, it 
would be done swiftly, surely and 
severely. Lynching is a fearful re­
proach to our laws, t o our courts 
and t o our civilization. But as. 
president the constitution and the 
laws limit my power, and to such 
coses as those t o which you refer 
these powers do not extend. I have 
not faifled n t any time, or in any 
par t of this country, when oppor­
tuni ty offered, t o lift my protest 
against these things and t o insist 
t h a t the r ights of men and the safe­
ty of our communities could only 
be found In obedience to the laws 
nad in their just and equal admin­
is t ra t ion. But if you gentlemen will 
prepare and place in my hands a 
complete s ta tement erf the outrages 
complained of I will make It a mat ­
t e r of a special message t o Con­
gress and through ft seek a reme­
dy. " 

As one of those who went to the 
w a r a t 16 years of age and served 
from 1861 t o 1865, and who re­
members t h a t rt cost the Nation 
$4,000,000,000, the lives of over 
250.000 of Its best citizens, a pen­
sion roll of 750.000 crippled soldiers, 
orphans and widows, costing an­
nually $150,000,000, and an inter­
est-bearing debt of 9j0 cents on each 
man, woman and child in the United 
Sta tes to secure the colored man 
the priceless boon of the ballot, 
despite the fierce and deadly oppo­
sition of t h e Democratic pa r ty , I 
am not prepared t o l»elieve they 
will give their votes t o the p a r t y 
against whom they are asking the 
Republican administrat ion t o pro­
tect them and who are now as bent 
on suppressing the Negro's vote as 
they ever were. I am, very respect­

Senator Edmunds on Elections 
"What do you think about t h e 

"Force bill" of which the Democra­
tic orators say so much?" was then 
asked. 

"Having been in the Senate dur­
ing all t he period under considera­
tion," replied Mr. Edmunds, 'T can 
s t a t e from personal knowledge t h a t 
there never was such a bill, and 
t h a t the name given t o the bill 
t h a t was under consideration was 
an absolutely false one. There was 
nothing in substance in the bill or 
the proposition on which i t was 
founded differing from wha t has 
l>een the fundamental principles of 
the law of thi ce-fourths of the S ta tes 
of the Union as regards their S t a t e 
election BMBtlft* an endeavor to pro­
vide by law—for the equal r ights 
of all citizens entitled t o the suf­
frage, and the just and t rue dec­
larat ion of thei r will, lawfully as­
certained. The violent opposition 
to t h e measure arose from the sim­
ple circumstance t h a t in a good 
many of the S ta tes the will of t he 
people had been repressed and 
thwar ted and t h a t Congress was 
about t o rectify t h a t wrong. 

"The Constitution of the fathers 
had provided in express terms t h a t 
Congress should have the power t o 
regulate the el?ction of the members 
of t he National Assembly, but Con­
gress had never fully exercised t h a t 
power, and the ancient, slave-hold-
ins: Spates ' r i g h t s - o r bet ter say 
S ta t e s ' wrongs—doctrine t h a t Con­
gress ought not in any way t o do 
anything or control anything in any 
S ta t e , led t o the violent opposition 
t o the measure. As the measure 
could not be opposed upon, just 
grounds respecting National justice 
and National safety, those whq 
felt their political fortunes and the 
political aspirat ions of t he majority 
ot Congress endangered by it , re­
sorted t o the only expedient they 
possessed of celling It bad n a m e s

The Democratic Party is Weighed 
and Found Wanting. 

JUSTICE. EQUALITY AND TRUTH! 

The Bulwarks of the Grand Old Party — 
Ex-Congressman Smalls Answers 

Bishop Brown. 

To the Editor of the Plaindealer:— 
With inexpressible pleasure I read 

friend Straker 's le t te r in the Piain-
dealer of the 21 , tost, condemning 
the advice pu t forth by Bishop John 
M. Brown, to the colored voters. 
After a oereful perusal of his man­
ly, outspoken views on the subject, 
I could not lay it aside wi thout 
making an effort, if ever so feeble, 
to give the ball he has put in mo­
tion, another kick. Before going 
any further, let me say t o the 
colored voters, North and South, 
or Mason and Dixon's line, t h a t I 
emphatically say, amen! t o every 
word ut tered by Mr. Straker- True, 
too t rue as our friend has placed 
it , t h a t there is no time in the 
history of the freedom of the col­
ored voters, t h a t they Bhould be 
as judicious as now. Four different 
part ies a re put t ing out all induce-
.iiwnia to solicit the votes of the 
people, therefore the colored Amer­
ican citizens can not afford to go 
blindfolded t o the polls, or allow 
himsell t o be misled by narrow<-
miinded men t h a t unfortunately Bish­
op Brown has proven him self to be 
one of t h a t class. 

Let us here take up one or two of 
the plieas presented by the bishop, 
why we Bhould cast our lot with 
the Democratic par ty , namely:. He 
claims t h a t President Harrison was 
not loyal t o Dr. Crum in hie appoint­
ment t o the postoffice, or in other 
words he did not retain his name 
before the United Sta tes Senate. 
True, as far as we can see, the 
disappointment is keenly felt by all 
of the doctor's friends, none more 
so than myself, but can we be too 
sure in say.ng t h a t his name is with­
drawn forever? Taking for granted 
t h a t it is, can we condemn the 
principles of the par ty , the broad 
platfooa laid down by the Repub­
lican par ty , a platform built on a 
foundation planked with justice, 
equality and t ru th . And now tell 
me and the intelligent voters t h a t 
we must denounce the pa r ty be­
cause some of our friends have not 
been appointed. These friends them­
selves would say this advice is a 
reflectiou on their intelligence. Turn 
the picture and look through the 
same glass t ha t our mistakeau friand 
views Cleveland's course. Why, the 
only appointments he gave to col­
ored men, were given t o men who 
claimed t o be Democrats, and these 
of.ices were filled by colored Re­
publicans ap_X>inted by the Repub­
lican presidents who preceeded him. 

I would advise the bishop t o 
draw his ecclesiastical mantle around 
him and give his undivided atten­
tion t o the church, and let the 
sj.;'.t^ alone, if he can not give the 
colored American voters advice baaed 
on a broader foundation than the 
one he h i s given in this case. 

As the bishop stepped out of t he 
church in to the S ta te , allow me t o 
s tep out of the S t a t e into the church, 

. a, k our good brother who is 
in t he same position in the church 
as the president holds fan the Nation. 
Would he consider i t wise or prudent 
for t he church t o denounce t h a t 
branch he represents, and advocate 
another branch, simply because 
some appointment was not made 
or some supposed mistake was made 
i>v him? No. he would n o t be t rue 
t o himself nor his people. I say 
in the church, as in the S ta te , stand 
by the ship, and if we can prove 
dudoyalty, change the crew, but 
under no consideration abandon the 
shiiip for another. 

No words can I find to express 
myself concerning the grand old Re­
publican ship, but . to echo the 
words of Mr. Straker: There is noth­
ing t h e m a t t e r wi th the Republican 
par ty , i t Is all r ight. I can find 
no Justifiable reason why the col­
ored voters should leave the pa r ty 
t h a t has extended t o all men equal 
protection and freedom of action; 
the pa r ty t h a t advocates fairness 
a t t he ballot boxes ;the p a r t y t h a t 
••rected a broader platform for the 
AfroL-Americaa t o s tand on, than is 
offered by any other pa r ty . I am 
free t o admit t h a t some of the 
promises made by the Republican 
pa r ty t o her voters a t large, e6-
I>vcially t o the "brothers in black" 
have iwt been fulfilled t o the let­
ter, and why? Some of them were 
killed l>y th • t reachery and narrow-
itess of (fee very pa r ty t h a t Bishop 
Brown advises us t o support . 

Let us ask th" bishop t o tell us 
w h a t t h e Democratic pa r ty in1» done 
tor us us a means for our eleva­
tion as a race? Or w h a t have they 
done for the protection of our 
rights? I can see nothing but 
avowed ha t red and enmity t o the 
black man. A p a r t y t h a t s i ts and 
looks silently on and sees our peo­
ple shot down and lynched for a

Disastrous Fires. 
A gate of fire has blown over t he 

city of Cleveland, and the destruc­
t ive Uames wi th rage and fury, 
have mercilessly swept a w a y Hie 
and proper ty wi thout regard . to 
person or distinction. The burning 
monster began hie devastat ion about 
the middle of the week, and in ' ter­
rific speed, be leaped from building 
t o building, from s t ree t t o s t reet , 
destroying proper ty , taking lives and 
fairly cooking t he bodies of men and 
women. The damage of proper ty Is 
almost beyond estimation, t he loss 
of lives to grea t and horrible. The 
ou tward sympathiser knows not the 
extent of privation, or the helpless 
condition of t h e many familes who 
suffered from the flames of the fire. 

The height of cruelty was reach­
ed, when ; the threatening gale 
struck t h e houses beyond the cross-
tag on Central avenue. I t was the 
hour of mid-night when the whole 
family, save one, who happened to 
be vtoitlng t h a t evening, was enjoy­
ing the honey-heavy dew of slumber. 
The flames crept to upon t h e walls, 
along t h e oetuug, ttuioug the dry 
places and so filling the house wi th 
smoke t h a t the sleeping Inmates 
awoke only t o find themselves hem­
med in on ail sides by a dense mass 
of fire and debris. Their cries for 
help were drowned in the noise of 
the raging fire; no rescue came t o 
them. Their bodies, 'our in all, 
were literally turned in to lumps of 
coal. As destructive a s has been the 
fires In Cleveland heretofore, and as 
grea t as the loss, both of proper ty 
and Idle, never before in the history 
of our ci ty has there been such a 
wave of excitement and so Just cause 
for a larm as resulted from the con­
flagrations of las t week. For a while 
i t seemed t h a t everything must 
come t o a standsti l l , business must 
decline and politics t ake a turn . 
When the ci ty hall was reported 
as a fallen victim t o the flying 
flames, the Republican Central com­
mit tee, whose headquarters are sit­
uated on the first floor of the build­
ing, became a mass of confusion..

of Agrlcultor* Tells Way 
H« Favor* Protect!©*. > 

The following is an extract from a 
letter on protection and reciprocity re­
cently written by the secretary of agri­
culture, Hon. J . M. Rusk: f 

On all articles except those we cannot 
produce or manufacture ourselves under 
any circumstances I would levy a duty 
sufficient to make foreign goods cost, 
when landed and duty paid in any port 
of the United States, fully as much as 
the cost of manufacturing the same goods 
in this country amounts to; and this I 
believe in, without any reference to the 
old accepted argument of "infant in­
dustries." 

I would stick to this principle all the 
way through, except only in the case of 
foreign goods coming from countries 
which could make such concessions on 
American, goods as would fully offset 
any concessions we might make to them, 
for 1 am a believer in reciprocity. In 
fact, so long ago as April, 1880, in a 
communication which I prepared to send 
to all persona—and they were legion— 
who addressed me on the subject of ag­
ricultural depression, 1 referred to the 
advantages of reciprocity. 

At the same time I think it will very 
seldom be found necessary to surrender 
adequate protective duties on any for­
eign goods such as we can manufacture 
in this country. Our reciprocal rela­
tions with countries in the temperate 
zone, growing largely the same kind of 
agricultural products and living under 
comparatively the same conditions, will 
always be very limited. But just as we 
have exemplified in the case of sugar, of 
whica at present we do not produce a 
quantity sufficient for our domestic sup­
ply, so in regard to tea, coffee and spices, 
which come to us from tropical or semi-
tropical countries, there is a consider­
able opportunity for the exercise of this 
sound economic principle. 1 would have 
America buy these goods in countries 
that buy American goods, putting a duty 
upon such as come to us from countries 
that put a duty upon our goods. 

I t is American labor we want to pro­
tect, and American homes, and 1 do not, 
as a consistent protectionist, regard as a 
subject for free trade any article into 
the production of which, in a form avail­
able for use, American labor enters. If 
the conditions are such, for instance, in 
Canada, that a Canadian farmer can 
raise certain crops more cheaply than 
we can, 1 would protect our American 
farmers by putting such a duty on these 
products that Canadian farmers could 
not undersell them. In the same man­
ner 1 would protect our fruit growers 

.from Mediterranean fruits, and would 
encourage the fiber industry in our own 
country, so that eventually the bulk of 
our hemp, flax and other vegetable fibers 
should be produced at home. I am for 
the protection of the American laborer's 
home and labor, but 1 am equally intent 
on protecting the American farmer's 
home and labor.

THE 0RDKR SYSTEM. 
V 

How the Southerner Manages to Keep the 
Afro-American Poor 

Montgomery, Texas, Oct. 28.—It is 
impossible for any person in the 
North t o understand the ac tual re­
lations existing between the wh i t s 
and colored people to the rura l dis­
t r ic ts in t h e South. Correspondents 
a r e sent by t he leading Northern pa­
pers in the South, bu t they a lways 
go among and associate wi th the 
whi te people and invariably wr i te 
t h e w a y the whi te Southerner tells 
them. They (the correspondents,) 
never g o among the colored people, 
never hear their side of t he ease, 
never see how they live, and never 
consult them about the i r wrongs. 
As t h e whi te man is the grea tes t 
sinner, It to t o his advantage t o 
cover up bis own sins a n d l ay bare 
t h e sins of the. colored man's , then 
he (the whi te man) appears before 
t he world as an arch-angel, when in 
real i ty he Is t h e biggest devil out 
of Sa tan ' s flrey kingdom. In the 
pas t 60 days I have traveled all 
over several Southern Sta tes . I 
have met t he colored people to all 
walks of life. I have met the rich, 
t h e poor, t he ignorant , the intelli­
gent , the good and the bad. The 
only reason the colored people bear 
t h e awful prosecution which the 
whi te people are now forcing upon 
them is because they are ignorant. 
One thing to part icular , t h a t has 
struck me very forcible in t he rural 
set t lements and t h a t is the outrage­
ous and bold manner t h a t the whi te 
storekeepers rob colored farmers and 
laborers. They are robbing the col­
ored man of his hard earned money, 
t h e fruits of his labor wi th more 
boldness and wi th a s much audacious 
cheer as Jessie James would a t r a in 
in t h e Indian Terr i tory 20 years 
ago. 

I w a s to Plantersville, Grimes coun­
ty , Texas, a few days ago t o make 
an investigation as t o the lynching 
of a colored man there on Sept. 10, 
and In going in t h e s tores I heard 
many s t range things. I was first 
told by a reliable man t h a t when 
the mob lynched t h e colored man 
they robbed his dead body of $35.-
50, which had been given him t o 
p a y a lawyer of Grimes county t o 
defend hdm. 

One man and his wife had raised 
ten bates of good cot ton. Each bale 
weighed 500 pounds. The whi te man 
whom he had been purchasing sup­
plies from t o raise t h e crop wi th , 
promised t o pay him 7 cents per 
pound for hie cot ton. 10 bales 
weighing 500 pounds each would be 
Just 5,000 pounds. 5.000 pounds a t 
7 cents per pound would be justo 
$350. The white man told the 
colored farmers his cot ton was 
wor th $310, and t h a t he (the color­
ed man) owed the whi te man $295 
for supplies "furnished to 8 months. 
"What I have go t t o come t o t h a t 
much." asked the astonished color­
ed man, so surprised he could hardly 
speak. " I don't know w h a t you 
have used," said the whi te man. 
"but my books says $jJ95, and you 
must p a y t h a t . " "How can I live 
t h a t w a y , " asked the colored man, 
s tretching his eyes and opening his 
mouth. " I don' t g*ve a — how 
you live t h a t is nothing t o me, all 
I w a n t to your co t ton ." The t ea r s 
'voitnrtinry a rose In his eyes, be­
cause he saw t h a t all he had la­
bored bard t o make during the 
pas t year was deliiberately taken 
a w a y from hdm and he would be 
obliged t o continue t o buy from 
t h a t same man for another year, 
then glTc him all he makes t o pay 
t h e supposed debt- If he leaves 
thte thief and g o t o another store­
keeper he will be robbed the same 
w a y because the storekeepers to all 
t h e rural distr icts in the South, have 
formed a t r u s t or entered Into a 
mutual agreement t o rob the col­
ored man out of ev*»ry cent he makes. 
Therefore nothing Is gained by going 
from one store t o another, because 
it is merely Jumping out of the fry-
tog pan Into t h e fire. 

Another colored man in the same 
s tore said, he had raised 14 bales 
of cot ton and each bale weighed 
515 pounds. H e raised this wi th 
his wife and one son. His bill a t 
t h e s tore was $315 dollars and the 
storekeeper had him wai t ing three 
days t o make a "set t lement ," "and 
I have not been able," said the 
victim, " t o find out w h a t I go t in 
supplies." 

I asked both of the colored men 
if they could read and wri te , and 
they said no. th<*y co"iW not. "What 
do you people live on during the 
year t o run up such big bills?" 
"Corn bread and bacon and once 
to awhile a l i t t le sugar and cof­
fee." "Why don*t you all make 
these storekeepers give you a bill 
for every cent yon buy," I asked. 
"If w e did t h a t , " they both said, 
"why w e could not live here"." 
"Why?" I asked. "Because the whi te 
folks would say t h a t w e thought 
they was f thieves and they would 
whip us and run us a w a y . " "Well, 
why don't you go t o some colored 
man o r woman t h a t can read and 
wr i te and have t h e m t o p u t down 
everything you purchase and t h e 
price you promise t o pay for i t , 
t h e da t e and kind of art icle you 
buy, then when your set t l ing day 
comes make the storekeeper compare 
accounts ." 

"There," said t he t w o victims, 
"we would all be killed, the man 
t h a t bought t h e things and the 
man or woman t h a t kept the ac­
counts, because a whi te man don' t 
al low a colored person t o dispute 
his word. His books is never kept 
r ight , so If we kept en account 
there would be a big difference a t 
the end of the year and also sev­
eral colored men killed." "Then." 
continued the colored men, "every 
dollars wor th of supplies we get , 
if it is only for on*» month, we are 
obliged t o pay 12 per cent Interest 
for ft. If we only use ten dollars 
wor th of stuff for t w o weeks we 
are compelled t o pay one dollar and 
twelve cents ." 

I was so much surprised a t th i s 
high-handed thieving t h a t I .felt 
sick. I went\ t o my room and In 
a shor t t ime the lady I was stop­
ping wi th , sent for 50 cents wor th 
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of meat . The boy t h a t went after 
t h e mea t soon returned. The mea t 
was very fat and a poor quali ty, 
t h e piece was very small t o cost 
50 cents. "How much pe r pound 
d o you have t o pay here for ba­
con," I asked. "15 cents ," the wo­
man replied. "Outrageous," I said. 
"So you paid 50 cents for t h a t 
small piece of meat , " I asked. "Yes, 
sir ," t h e boy replied. I could have 
bought t h e same meat In Chicago 
for 20 cents. 

In going among t h e colored peo­
ple, I teamed from them t h a t t h e 
whites are robbing them every 
year. Tha t they cannot get enough 
money t o p a y the i r fare 60 miles 
on t h e urate. "Why don ' t you all 
leave," I asked. "Well," was the 
reply, • "we were /born here, when 
w e were se t free we had nothing 
and tflto whi te folks has been rob­
bing us ever etoce." 

" I left Plantersville and went t o 
t h e many s a w mills about fifteen 
miles a w a y a n d I w a s astonished 
t o find t h a t to no instance nor under 
any circumstances would the mill 
owners pay the colored men off In 
money. All payments a re made In 
"orders ." These orders are wor th 
a dollars wor th of anything but 
money a t t he mill owners store, and 
worth 90 cents In the stores in the 
nearest town. Fifteen miles away 
t h a t a r e not wor th anything, and 
yet t h e colored man to obliged t o 
t ake them in payment for bis labor. 
A la rge number of colored, people 
in t h e rura l districts, very seldom 
Bee a dollar of Uncle Sam's issue, 
t h a t to made for, the wh*t» **»* 
only. There to three reasons why 
t h e mill owners will no t pay colored 
laborers cash for their labor. 

1. They could make be t te r bar­
gains elsewhere with t he cash. 

2. They would no t t r ade a t the 
mill "owner ' s store a t all, because 
a double price to charged for every­
thing in these stores. 

3 . The colored men would save the 
money thus paid and would soon 
be able t o leave and g o where he 
could do be t t e r and be t rea ted 
with more consideration t han he is 
t rea ted wfth here. 

I look think and wonder how our 
people stand It . Then I consider 
ntrain t h a t they endured slavery 
245 years patiently, then all the 
help came from without , none came 
from within, nnd then again I 
wonder if God is Just and history 
answers back, "yes. He is." 

And again I conclude t h a t our 
people is the most to lerant , the 
most forebenrlng in the world, and 
t h a t Providence is a lways on the ride 
of Justice and fair-play. But w h a t 
has t he wh*te laboring man of the 
North t o say about their black 
brothers In the South being robbed. 
Sooner or la te r i t will strike them 
Just as t h e slave labor did and they, 
nnd not t h e poor helpless black 
brother w*ll have t o set t le the ac­
counts wi th na ture .

LATE DEMOCRATIC LAWS; 

The Democratic p a r t y and i ts 
leaders have professed unusual love 
lor t h e Afro-American, and are mak­
ing ex t ra effort t o have him support 
its candidates. I t calls upon the 
race t o divide, and the Democra­
cy will prove a faithful friend. 
I t claims, for itself, t o be the best 
friend of the race. Let us see w h a t 
it has done. 

I t has passed laws in every South­
ern S t a t e , except Louisiana, and in 
Indiana t h a t prohibited the inter­
marriage of the races, by so doing 
i t encourages immorali ty and leaves 
t he virtue of the women of the race 
unprotected. 

I t has passed ''Jim crow" car laws 
in nearly every Southern S ta te , by 
which the most refined of the race, 
of ei ther sex, are compelled t o ride 
in inferior cars wi th the lower ele­
ment of both races, and thus be sub­
ject t o insults. 

I t has passed laws in Mississippi, 
Arkansas and Tennessee, t h a t tend 
t o disfranchise the i l l i terate black, 
while the i l l i terate whi te is helped 
over the stumbling block. In Mis­
sissippi t he law as against the Afro-
American has proven very effective. 
In Arkansas this effort will probab­
ly prove ineffective on account of the 
instructions of t he United S ta t e s Su­
pervisor of elections. 

I t has encouraged for political 
reasons race prejudices, and having 
control of all t he fountains of jus­
tice in the South, has refused t o 
punish t he murderers of men and the 
rapis ts of women. 

It has formed convict systems, the 
chief victims of which are Afro-
Americans. The testimony in regard 
t o them show t h a t they are a veri­
table hell, a cess-pool of crime and 
immorality, t he women being sub­
ject t o the brutal lus ts of overseers 
and the male prisoners. The slight­
es t charge against an Afro-Ameri­
can by a whi te man is sufficient 
t o have him sent t o one of these 
camps o r farms, from which few ever 
return", except broken down in 
health. 

I t has established the order sys­
tem, so forcibly wr i t t en upon by 
t w o of our correspondents in our 
present issue, by which the Afro-
American is cheated o u t of his earn­
ings. A protes t against- which is 
dangerous t o his life and proper­
ty . 

I t has established vagrancy laws 
iin some of the S t a t '•.•*, the effect of 
which is t o curtail t h e independence 
of t he Afro-American. By this law 
an Afro-American dissatisfied wi th 
his employer, leaving him, will be un­
able t o find work elsewhere, owing 
t o t h e understanding among the 
whites, and upon information is ar­
rested as a vagran t and sentenced t o 
the convict camp. In Louisiana, 
if he has not engaged his services t o 
some one on the 1st of January , he is 
likewise t rea ted . 

I t is preparing now a t the coming 
election t o prevent the vot ing by 
Afro-Americans in Southern Sta tes , 
and having possession of the re turn 
boards t o re tu rn such majorities as 
they please. 

The Southern wing of t he p a r t y 
to t he controlling element and North-
e m Democracy obeys i ts mandates . 
If by any chance Northern Democ­
racy should obtain control of t he 
Northern S ta tes t t to safe t o say 
t h a t such legislation as the South 
should d ic ta te as t o t he Afro-Amer­
ican would be passed. 

All these are evidences of the 
friendship the Democratic p a r t y to 
entertaining towards the race. I t 
to t h e history of the pas t and no 
"dead issues" have been conjured up, 
such as opposition t o enfranchise­
ment and all measures t h a t tend­
ed t o make men of the race, t o 
show the pas t record of t h a t p a r t y . 
Outside of the position t h a t p a r t y 
has assumed t o w a r d the tariff and 
finance, the ones enumerated are suf­
ficient t o a r r ay every honest, con­
scientious and intelligent Afro-Amer­
ican against t h e Democratic pa r ty . 
Vote early Tuesday, and vote right. 

Certain Afro-American Journals of 
Democratic proclivities are publish­
ing a ltot of Afro-Americans t h a t 
were in the employ of the Federal 
government. These papers lead one 
t o believe t h a t t he persons em­
ployed were appointed during Cleve­
land's administration, and t h a t he 
should receive credit therefor. The 
t r u t h of t h e m a t t e r to t h a t the 
g rea t majority of such persons were 
under cavil service rules and were 
in office before Mr. Cleveland w a s 
elected. Their removal would have 
violated the civil service laws and 
estranged the mugwumps through 
whose support Mr. Cleveland w a s 
elected president.

8ICKLE8 ON CLEVELAND. 

Wbjr That Crippled Soldier Will l o t 
Support th* Soldiers' Enemy. 

For the first time in my life 1 find 
myself a sort of Mugwump. I look down 
with serene indifference upon political 
parties and partisan contention, i t to a 
peculiar experience for me. No, 1 shall 
not go on the . tump for either candi­
date. I did so with Governor Hill for 
Mr. Cleveland in 1888, and our reward 
was to be accused of knifing the ticket, 
l a m afraid that Senator Hill will be 
similarly rewarded for hi* magnani­
mous action in again going on the plat­
form for Mr. Cleveland. 

I went out through the Kate with Gov­
ernor Hill in 1888 at h i . request. H . 
had found some trouble to handle the 
old soldiers, and he thought 1 could as­
sist in keeping them in Una 1 fonnd 
them all glad enough to see me wherever 
we went, but they could not be shaken 
from their determination to vote for 
Harrison. They said, "We are glad to 
see you, general, bnt yon mustn't ask us 
to vote for Cleveland." Reasoning with 
them as Democrat, would not change 
them. They said that the tariff argu­
ment , offered them didn't amonnt to 
anything; that the Democrats told them 
that under the Mill, bill they would 
save twenty-five dollars a year in cheap 
clothing, etc., while the Republicans 
told them that they would get higher 
wages under a protective tariff and ssvs 
twenty-five dollars. 

They were sure of that twenty-five 
dollars, no matter what the result, but 
what the old soldier wanted wss his 
pension besides, and that amounted to 
about $144 a year. They argued that a 
comrade like General Harrison, who 
was in sympathy with them, would do 
what he could to give them their pen­
sions, while President Cleveland, tlu-y 
ssid, had a record of vetoing more pen­
sion, than all his predecessors combined.

He did 
(Xld JotM until 1870, when he went 
oa t he road as a salesman for a 
lX'iroit cigar factory. He soon be­
came a member of the firm, and fin­
ally succeeded t o the busiuess. He 
now employs from 50 t o 60 hands 
all the time, and pays the union 
scale of wages.
