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THE HERO, . WAGNER

Will be Honored as Long as Deeds
of Valor are Told.

THE FLAG NEVER TOUCHED GROUND.

The Campaign against Fort Wagner.—The
Brave 54th Mass Regiment.—Deeds of
Heroism —8ergeant Oarney’s Btory.

The Journal is enabled to give the

story of the Hero of Fort Wagner,
the brave colored Sergeant, Willlam
H. Carney, as told by himeelf. Then
it was that Gen Quincy A. Gillmore
issued an order of ‘no distinction on
account of color.” The bravery of
the colored men was established.
There are few people who have not
heard of the gallant old soldier,
who, it i8s said, was the greatest
hero of his race in the war.

Seurgeant Willilam H. Carney, the
hero of Fort Wagner, came to New
Bedford from the South when quite
a young man. He was mustered in-
to Company C Fifty-fourth Massachus-
etts Volunteers, March 30 1863. At
Fort Wagner he was seriously
wounded, as the following narrative
tells, in the memorable assault of
July 18, and was oblized to remain
in the hospital at Beaufort until
December of that year. Then he
rejoined his regiment, participating
in its fortunes until the command
was mustered out, Aug. 29, 1863,
Sergeant Carney helped organize
Robert (. Shew Post, 146, G. A. R.,
of New Bedford, named in memory of
his old colonel, and was its first
commander.

Among the most honored of New
Pedford’s brave. will ever be held
the name of Sfergeant William H,
Carney, the hero of Fort Wazner,
and a& long as deeds of wvalor shall
be told, the story of this colored
eoldier's bravery will be repeated.

Many years hag his familiar from
been seen passing through New Bed-
ford's buisest streets, clad in the
uniform which Tnele Sam furnishes
for his letter carriers, and while
time has generously eprinkled his
beard with gray. and has forced up-
on him the nke of spectanles, thw
springy step of the gallant Ser-
zeant has lost little of its yvonthiul
vigor, Tt needs but a mention of
Fort Wagner to cause the kindly
eves to snap and the well-knit form
to straighten back proudly as be-
fits one who remembered his duty to
his country before himself.

The story of Morriz Island and the
assaults on Fort Wagner is a mat-
ter of history. An expedition
against  Charleston, & (., having
bheen contemplated. the military oc-
cupation of Morris Island. a low
sand island about ftive miles long
on the South «ide of Charleston
Harbor., was deemed necessary, and
Gen. Quiney A, Gillmore was placed
in eharge of the project. He took
possession of the South End of the
island on July 10, 1863, and on the
11th and 18th made two attempts
to capture Fort Wagner. near the
North end, by assault, his object be-
ing to get within more effective
breaching distance of Fort Sumter.
His efforts, however. were unsucgess-
ful. and it was determined to' re-
duce Fort Wagner by a regular
siege. After various maneuvers a
bombardment was begun. Sept. 5.
lasting 42 hours. It ~was determined
to carry the place by wtorm on the
next day., but during the night the
enemy evacuated the fort and Gen.
Gillmore became master of the while
jisland.

But it i& with the Fifty-fourth
Maseachusetts, command by C(Colonel
Robert G. Shaw, with which my
story has chiefly to deal. Company
C of this regiment was recruited
among the young colored men in New
Bedford. and Sergeant Carney, who
war Ilater to win undying fame at
Wagner. was one of ite Sergeants.

On  the memorable 18th of July,
when the second assault on Wag-
ner was made, Gen Gillmore ordered
hir reserves, the Third Brigade, in
which was the Fiftyv-fourth, to ad-
vance. What the brigade and regi-
ment did in the desperate charge
was told by an eyve-witness, the
New York Tribune correspondent, in
the following language: .

“At the instant the line was seen

'slnwly advancing in the dusk to-

ward the fort. and before a double
quick had been ordered. a tremen-
doun fire from the barbette guns
on Fort Sumter. from the batteries
on Cummings Point, and from al}
the guns on Fort Wagner, opened
upon it., In the midst of this terri-
ble shower of shot and shell they
pushed their way. reached the Fort,
dashed through the ditches, gained
the parapet and engaged in a hand-
to-hand fight with the enemy, and,
for nearly half an hour. held their
ground, and did not fall back until
every commissioned officer was shot
down. Theee brave men were expos-
ed to a most galling fire of grape
and canister from the howitzers,
raking the ditches. from bastions of
the Forth from hand grenades and
and from almost every modern im-
plement of warfare.” -

Gallantly dild Seargeant Carney

Duncan was also accused of having
killed three more persons. .

Their Way of Celebrating.

A mob forcibly entered the jail
at Hahnville, La., and took out Adam
Gripson and Lewis Fox, two Ne-
groes charged with murder om cir-
cumstantial evidence, and strung
them up to a beam attached to
a shed in the courthouse yard, where
the bodies were left hanging till the
next day.

The same night the mob vigited
the house of a colored woman nam-
ed Mary Hogan. in search of the
coroner of the parish who is charged
with living with her and, not find-
ing him. administered her a gevere
flogging. And thus it goes in “‘our
superior civilization.”” :

They Do not Honor Age-

The merry makers of Columbia, La.,
who boast of thelr descent from the
“guperior race,’ celebrated Christ-
mas in a fashoin not unknown to
‘“‘our superior civilization.* A
gang of fifteen went to the house
of the village blacksmith, an old
Negro of 60 years, took him out and
beat and flogged him unmercifully,
and went their way, leaving him
apparently lifeless on the ground.
The aged victim of Southern chiv-
alry was not yet dead. however,
but managed to crawl back to his
cabin and give the names of some
of his murderers, and soon after ex-
pired from the effects of his injuries.
The murdered man had had. welearn,
some words with one of his white
neighbors. No arrests have been
made but we are told that the
district ccurt will meet next week
and that the matter will receive
the grand jury’s attention.

Just Because He Wanted To.

The Disfihguished Proffessor G N.
urandison Taken to Task,

JUDGE NOT, LEST YE BE JUDGED.

Does not Understand the Afro-American
of the South.—Rev. John M. Hen-
derson’s Opinion of a Rgcent Interview.

To the Editor of the Plaindealer:—
Until the time comes when the
Afro-American can, on equal terms,
compare hdmeelf with the whites
and find grownds to boast, he ig
showing good taste by -being mod-
est., A colored man who officiates
in a sideshow and who could not
even git at the {fable with his
white brethren of the same church
fn the South, shows poor taste when
he weeks to exalt himself by be-
littling his race as o did Dr. Grand-
tson. Dr. Grandison was born and
reared under conditiocns that draw
a clear distinction between black
and white. He grew up and was
educated under conditions that en-
forced this distinction, nor has he
spent one year of his life without
constant consciousness of bheing a
Negro. He could not possibly asso-
ciate with a -white man without
feeling that peculiar seli-conscious-
ness that is so strikingly manifested
by all Negroes reared as Negroes
dn an gtmosphere of race prejudice,

To be attached to a  white
church, to have “electrificd’” a white
conference, to preach in_a white
pulpit, all of these things are mat-
ters of pride to a Negro who has
the consciousness of being a Negro
among white men. You will hear
such men boast of being invited into
the parlors of white men. etc. On
the other hand a Negro who is
reared and educated in the North
ordinarily feels no differently among
white then among colored people, to
eat at the table with white men to
ficht them or honob with them is go
strange or siriking experience. nor
would such events be esteemed out
of the ordinary. :

The fact is Dr. Grandiron ir not
ahle to understand the colored peo-
ple of the North. The *bad lot.”
he has seen are late arrivals, the
typical Northern Afro-American is
&imply an American citizen/ with-
out aijrs or embroidery. In Dr.
ed merchant is a great individual
edmerchant i8 a great individual,
but in the North a cqQ!ared merchant
is no more and no 4. than any
other merchant, he is rated entire-
ly according to “Dunn” or “Brad
street.”

A colored surgeon in the BSouth
holding the high standing among
professional brethren and honored
with the many coveted positions that
have fallen to the lot of Dr. Dan.
Williams, of Chicago, would bhe
boasted of. marveled at, and immor-
talized. but in the North such things
are taken as “a matter of course.”
A surgeon is rated strictly by merit, |
he has no opportunitier to acquire
cheap notoriety by ‘“‘electrifyving.” ro
when he stands high it is because
of excellence as a -surgeon,” not
as a ‘‘Negro” surgeon. The same
is true of the Northern Negro in
every walk of life. Right in Chi-
cagoe where Dr. Grandizon was when
pronouncing the “colored people of
the North a had lot,” there are
hundreds of Afro-Americans with
thousands of dollars, hundreds living
in elegant and refined homes. hun-
dreds in business, hundreds standing
well and some standing -excellent,
when compared on equal terms v ith
whites with whom they work as
mechanics, clerks, secretaries, foremen,
ete. There are i nthat eity hun-
dreds of colored people well to do
and of excellent quality, whom Dr.
Grandison would never surpect to
exist were he to move about the
rest of his naturalflife. The Afro-
American at the North don't seek
notoriety because he manages to get
hisr simple rights and use them well,
Of course there are a few excep-
tions. but the average colored per-
son of the North don't hoast or put
on airs over anything. When Negro
oratore and ‘“‘electrifiers’’ burst in up-
on a XNorthern community expect-
ing to attract the attention due
a ‘“cornet” they are paralyzed by
the cold stare or other indifference
with which they are regarded.

Its no great big thing for a white
man to be president of a little col-
lege to maintain which he must run
about begging. why should it be
such a big thing when that presi-
dent I8 a Negro? The white pro-
prietor of a five or fifty thousand
dollar store don’t c¢ut much figure

before the mercantile world. then
why should a Negro expect to?

The average Northern Negro feels no
pride except that warranted Dby
comparison on equal terms with
other people. Were he to be kept
in the “wsubordination’” that Dr.
Grandison inconsistently says is the
lot of hix Bouthern brethrem, then
indeed would there be felt much
humilsation. Such a thing could
not be accepfed with a smile nor
borpe with oomplacency. Now, I
| don't mean to Dbelittle the Negro
in the Soush nor to exalt the Ne-

gro in the North, for both,tr%oi

one race and in their respective con-
ditions illustrate the quality of the
race under different environment.

If the freedom and pure atmozphere
of the North have such a degenerat-
ing effect upon the Negro, then we
had best seek a perpetuation of

| the conditjons of the South, which

have produced such superior beings,
Personally, however, I would prefer
to be an ordinary citizen. living,
traveling, acting as such with the
same freedom and privileges common
to all, than to be a pariah having
no distinction save in comparison
with my companions in misfortune,

In Detroit there are more than
600 families of our race owning their
own homes and living refined and
happy lives. I can find circles suit-
ing the tastes of about any ordinary
American. There are circles mus-
ical and literary, political and busi-
ness. We have inventors, capitalists,
artiste, merchants, doctors, lawyers,
legislators, mechanics, teachers, edi-
tors, civil engineers, surveyors, ete.,
etc., and we have a beautiful city
ol 200,000 with not one lecture,
opera, museum, echool, church, park,
which i8 not as much ours as any
other person’s. We have the State
university at Ann Arbor, why should
we wish a little side-show of a
school department upon charity and
manned by persons who dare not sit
in the same car or at the same
table with white men? We have
separate churches and =separate
social life, but that illustrates the
relf-respect (not a dexire -for help)
that animates us. The end of the
matter i8 this, the North iz the
only section of our country where
a Negro has a chance to be a
true man and live anywhere near
to full enjoyment of his rights and
privileges as a man. But those
who go to make up ‘‘the bad lot”
would be no better anywhere, they
constitute a class found among all
people, and like that class every-
where are the most conspicuous.

There i8 wealth, manhood and no-
bility among our people at the
S8outh, but it is hampered, it does
not have fair and free play. But
history will yet do credit to the
heroes who bravely bear up and
courageously fight on in patience
knowing that wvindication will some-
time come.

Hannibal Price Dead.

Hannibal Price who has represemwt.-
ed the government of Hayti at
Washington since 1889 as minister
from that Republic, died at his
home, 261 Lafayette avenue, on Sun-
day evening last, The immediate
cause of death was typhoid fever,
but Mr. Price had been an invalid
for over a year with chronic raktric
trouble, which made him an. easy
prev to an acute ailment. He join-
ed in the enjoyments of the holiday
season up to Friday evening, when
he was stricken with his last ilI-
ness.

Ever e«ince his appointment by
President Hippolyte as minister to
the United &tates, Mr. Price has liv-
ed in Brooklyn. The climate of
Washington for a pérmanent resi-
dence did not agree with him and
0 he brought his family to this
¢ity. He reamined in Washington
for a considerable time out of each
yvear, as was necessary for the per-
formance of his duties. The de-
ceased was born in Jacmel filty-one
vears ago of Haytian parents. and
spent his life in commercial pursuits,
Previous to his diplomatic appoint-
ment he was a member of the
Chamber of Deputies under Hippo-
Irte. and a member of the Cham-
ber of Representatives under the gov-
ernment of Dominique. A wife and
&ix children survive him, The eldest
of the children. Thomas, ix a grad-
uate of Pratt Institute, 18R6, in the
enxineering department. The funeral
will take place from £t John’s (Ro-
man C‘atholic) chapel. Greene and Cler-
mont avenues, on Thursday at 11
o'clock,

A Review of What the Past Year
Haf Turned to the Good.

A MARKED CHANGE OF SENTIMENT,

The Race has Buffered from a Natural Re-
action.—The Afro-American Becoming
More Self-Reliant and Independent.

From the Chicago Inter Ocean:
—The course of Southern white
sentiment in regard to the rights
of the colored citizen has been strik-
ingly similar to the history of
S_(Lu_t]hern Jexpression with regard to
the barbarities of slavery.

Only a briet etudy of ante-bep
lum literature upon this subject
will show that at the first these
atrocities were stoutly denied as
falsehoods and inventions. When
they were driven from this poel-
tion by the unwearied exertions of
those who made a business of col-
decting reliable data upon . the sub
ject this plan was modified into a
statement that euch things were
exceptiohal and were always dis-
approved by the “better classes.”
Then’ they were for a time excused
a8 ‘‘necessary for the preservation
of seociety,” and finally left unde-
tended_and unexcused with the sul-
len and defiant declaration that
“it is nobody’s business what we do
with our Niggers.”

In this case it simply meant that
the conservative elements of the
South were being ignored;. that the
“silent South,”’ as Mr. Cable kind-
ly terms it, was not only silent,
but was concurrent with that tide
of public opinion which finally broke
intp open defiance of the universal
tendency of religion, humanity and
American destiny.

8o far as this element is concern-
ed, the future will be but a rep-
etition of the past. There is8 to-
day no considerable element of the
white population of the South which
believes in liberity and justice, fair
play, equal nrights, persosial se-
curity, and@ equal opportunity for
the colored man, and no element of
the white population at all which

dare openly amrd manrwly MO ROCT

rights.

So far as the whites of the South
are concerned, therefore. the future
of the colored citizen can be easily
foretold—it will grow constantly
worse and worxe. unless checked by
the actiom or apprehended action of
one or hoth the remaining elements
of our population. Thix is just as
certain as that water will keep on
running down hill if it meets no ob
stacle.

The course which both of “the oth-
er co-ordinate elements of our pop-
ulation will adopt upon this ques-
tion during the next few years is
absolutely indeterminate,

There are not lacking indications
of a healthful tendency upon the
part of hoth, The year 1891 has
seen more growth in manhood upon
the part of the coloreil citizenship
of the'United States than any oth-
er since the very {ir«t marvelous
years after his emancipation. The
first * ten years showed a growth
never before equaled in the world’s
history. In acquisition. endurance,
aspiration thev are little short of
2 miracle, It was the reuaction
from two centuries of hondage; the
first fruit of unexpected opportunity,
Until the past year the race hae
gone backward in manhood and as-
piratior® since then. It fs not
strange. Those who claimed to
be their friends. those whom they
had trusted as the authors of thelr
liberty, abandoned them; advixed
them to give up everything and
wait for time to work a change.
But the changes time works in wan

are all in the direction of estab-
lished tendency. 8o things waent
on from bad to worre. With 1892

came a marked fmprovement. Any
one who has kept the files of the
moet prominent journals published by
colored mfen for the past two years,
who will turn back and read the
December number of 1890, and then
read thoee of 1892, will be amazed
at the change of spirit and senti-
ment which he will find indicated.
It i a broader, bolder, richer man-
hood which finds expression in them
now, There is less of egotiRm and
fulsomenens—more of earnestness,
eelf-respect and self-reliance now than
then, more manhood and less “jim
crow.” If the race has gained as
fast aB some of its journals, it has
been taking very long strides in
1892, which promise well for 1893

‘and the years beyond.

It may be said that “nothing has
been gained of permanent value.”
Character i8 the most ‘“permanent”
ot all values, and the colored race
stands higher as an independent,
eself-regulating factor of American life
to-day than ever before. At the
North it has manifested: a stronger
fendency toward independent ecrys-
tallization and at the South a more
general inc¥nation to constitute it-
self an active, sel-controlling fac-
tor in the shaping of its own destiny.

FRUIT CULTURE,

Apple tree borers can be kept
away by a simple coil of wire mos-
quito netting ®et into the grcund
around each tree. The moth that lays
the eggs can not possibly get
through it, and it may remain a num-
ber of years before the tree grows
to it.—E. W. Harris.

There are five chief reasons for
mulching berries: To protect the
plants from suddeuv changes of
weather during the winter; to keep
the ground moist during the fruit-
ing period; to check the growth
of weeds; to prevent the berries
from becoming sandy; and if the
mulch {8 put on heavy, it will retard
the blooming period, and hence, lat-
er berries, No definite time can
be laid down.

These things have not been with-
out their effect upon the apprecia-
tion of the world. When a color-
ed congregation in Chicago refused
o sing ‘“‘America,” because upon
the colored man’s lips its measures
were false; when a colored woman
wrote a substitute in such burning
words that an Episcopal bishop of
rare literary attainments pronounc-
it “worthy of Whittier,”” the world
began to look upon the race with
that regard which well-tempered
self-respect always secures. While
some ecolded many more thought.

When on the 31st of May. the day
after *Decoration Day,”’ the colored
people of the Uaited States met in
their churches to supplicate the
Christian’s God ' to ‘*‘incline the
hearts of their white brothers to
deal justly with them,” and yield to
them the same secure enjoyment of
equal righte which they demand for
themselves, for the first time in
the history of the race they were
recognized in the thought of the
world as an important factor in the
population of the United States,
Next to emancipation and the legal
assertion of equal citizenship in the
Fourteenth Amendment, “Supplica-
tion Day.” as the Bystander took
the Wberty of christening it, is the
most important event in the history
of the Negro in ‘America—all the
more important that it was the act
of the race iteself and not of those
alone who wrought for it, as the
others were.

The effect of these and other
things that have occurred during
the year 1892 upon the general
sentiment with regard to the col-
ored man I8 curiously manifested in
the public press. The Bystander
has now a long list of leading period-
icals in the United States which hablt-
ually print the term “Negro” with
a capital, just as they would any oth
er race appellative. A year ago there
were but three white newspapers that
thought of doing such a thing. Even
now the Inter Ocean compositors do
not follow the Bystander’s directions
in the setting up the matter in this
respect. for he not only always gives
them a plain type-written capital,
but dury underscores it, and re-
peatedly asked %o have his wishes
recognized in this, if the rule be not
applied elsewhere in ite columns.
Surveyi the work of 1892, the
Bystander is not inclined to so gloomy
a foreboding as that of the editor of
the Crusader. Perhaps this is because

“On the 18th of July, 1863. about
noon, we commenced to draw near
this great Fort under a tremendous
cannonading from the fleet direct-
1y upon the Fort. When we were
within probably a thousand yards
of the Fort we halted and lay flat
upon the ground, waiting for the
order to charge. The brave Col.
Shaw, and his Adjutant, in company
with General Shaw, came forward
and addressed the regiment with
encouraging words, Gen Strong
said to the regiment. “Men of Mas-
sachusetts, are you ready to take
that Fort to-night?” And the regi-
ment simultaneously answered, “Yes."
Then followed three cheers. propos-
ed by General Strong, for the regi-
ment, three cheers for Col. Shaw,
three cheers ior Governor Andrew
and Massachusetts, and three cheers
for General Strong.

‘““We were all ready for the charge,
and the regiment started. We had
got but a short distance when we
were opened upon with musketry,
shell, grape and canister, which mow-
ed down our men right and left.

“As ‘the color-bearer became dis-
abled I threw away my gun and
seized the colors, making my way
to the head of the column, but be-
fore I reached there the line had de-
scended the embankment into the
ditch and was making ite way upon
Wagner iteelf.

‘“While going down the embank-
ment our column was stanch and full.
As we ascended the breastworks
the volleys of grapeshot which came
from right and left, and of musketry
in front, mowed the men down as
a scythe would mow the thick
grass. In less than twenty min-
utes I found mysell alone, struggling
upon the ramparte, while all around
me were the_dead and wounded.

Here 1
saill, “I cannot go into the Fort
alone.” and so I halted and knelt
down, holding the flag in my hand.

‘““While there the musket balls and
grapeshot were {lying all around
me, and a8 they struck the sand
would fly in my face.

Ex-Minister Smyther Arrerted.
