From the Chicago Inter Ocean:— 

The influence of (slavery in the whole 
country won so potent for so long 
& time t h a t it has biased and blunt­
ed the sense of justice even in the 
church. To-day a movement is in 
progress iu the Methodist Episcopal 
church, led and approved by a t least 
one of her bisliops, t o get rid of 
her colored membership. To-day 
t h e peace of Zion is endangered by 
lear t h a t the building being prepar­
ed by the Kp worth l e a g u e for the 
enter ta inment of its members a t the 
World's Fair will permit colored 
christians to enjoy the sweet sanc­
t i t y of its hallowed shelter and 
peculiarly sacred, if not specially nu­
tr i t ions, hash,. And to-day the "Cath­
olic church, which has boasted es-
pecially of its universal character and 
the fact t h a t all are on a level 
who bow before its a l ta r s , dedicates 
a "colored church" In St. Paul. 

Even a Northern minister, when 
a t t en t ion is called to the terrible 
record of unpunished murders of col­
ored men a t the South, has the 
temeri ty to say, with the very 
name of Christ yet lingering on his 
lips, t h a t " the Southern people have 
not killed any more of them than 
they ought t o . " No doubt t l m 
man is a t best of a very low mor­
a l type. His soul was probably 
covered with moral ulcers before he 
ut tered these words. He is most 
likely a christian for salvation, a 
minister for revenue, and a brute 
for applause. The only thing t h a t 
stakes his words worth noticing is 
(the fact t h a t a man of his profes­
sion dare openly u t t e r such a senti­
ment. 

These things show t h a t the virus 
of American slavery lives in our uni­
versal American thought , and has 
even embittered the sweet charity 
of American Christianity, and this 
fact should enable us t o appreciate 
and Tinderstand the more readily its 
malign influence upon the individual 
and collective morals, policy, and 
sense of Justice of the Southern white 
man. 
• • • • « • • « • 
i One who keeps these influences in 
mind will find the study of Southern, 
conditions a t this time very instruc­
tive This 'does not depend on the 
fact t h a t the numlier of colored men 
lynched during the month of Janu­
ary is greater t h a n it has been for 
many years, though this is a fact 
t h a t ' ought not t o be forgotten, 
bu t because Southern violence has 
shown Itself in a new form, t o wit . 
In driving out colored laborers from 
some sections and in burning the 
buildings and driving off the tenantR 
and employes of plantat ion owners. 
Tlwwe tendencies seem t o have shown 
themselves mos t actively in certain 
parishes of Louisiana, from which 
several hundred colored laborers have 
been driven on the plea t h a t they 
were becoming too well educated 
ami too independent. Also in some 
other parishes on the ground t h a t 
they were depriving white laborers 
of employment. 

In the counties of Amite. Franklin. 
Lincoln and Pike, of "Mississippi, cer­
t a in organizations knows as "White 
Caps '" are. according t o the Gov­
ernor of t h a t s t a t e , "disturbing 
peaceful and law-avlding citizens a t 
thei r homes, threatening violence, 
committ ing arson and even murder." 
wherefore the Governor, because as 
he says, " the poor and helpless are en-
t i t l e d t o the protection of the law," 
offers the astounding "reward of 
$100 for the arrest and conviction 
of each and every one guilty of any 
of the crimes mentioned?' 

Tills is probably the most stupen­
dous joke ever perpetrated by the 
unrivaled body of jesters, the Gov­
ernors of Southern S ta tes , in the 
solemn guise of a proclamation. The 
Governor knew just as well as he 
knows w h a t kind of tobacco he was 
chewing when he indited the proc­
lamation, t h a t he might as well 
have said sixpence as $100 so far 
as the arrest and conviction of the 
par t ies is concerned. He knew tha t 
the life of any one who should even 
give information against these men 
would not be wor th a pin's fee. And 
more t h a n t h a t , he knew t h a t the 
proclamation was not intended for 
t he "protect ion" of " the poor and 
helpless," but t o stop the clamor 
of t he *rich. 

W h a t are the facts? In these 
counties one firm of wha t are known 
a s " Jews" in t h a t section, where 
t he word embraces any one who 
makes advances to planters for the 
suppor t of their hands and cultiva­
t ion of their crops, have become 
t h e owners of perhaps the larger 
p a r t of t he farms by foreclosure 
t h e mortgages they held, after all 
hope of payment by the mortgagors 
had failed. I t is said t h a t a single 
firm has something like 500 planta­
t ions. In some cases the foreclosure 
had occurred several seasons before, 
and the former owners had been liv­
ing upon them as superintendents or 
overseers for the new proprietors. 
This arrangement did not generally 
prove profitable, a* i t natural ly 
would not. A man whose incapacity 
ha.d eaten up his own plantat ion 
would not be likely t o run it prof­
itably for another. The new owners 
therefore, adopted the common sense 
method of pu t t ing their own ten-
an te o r employes on the planta­
t ions, instead of allowing the form­
er proprietors t o act as middlemen 
for them, charging commissions 
both ways for doing nothing. 

Thereupon, the "White Caps" which 
is simply a politer name for the 
modern Kuklux, s t a r t ed in t o drive 
off these t enan t s , bum the planta­
t ion buildings, pu t t ing up notices in 
red ink t o toe following effect:

These acte of Tiolence are professed­

ly directed against the "Jews ." They 
are in fact directed against the own­
er* of plantat ions who rent farms 
t o truant.- or are large employers of 
labor, especially colored labor. 

In Neshoba county, according t o a 
I dispatch t o a New Orleans journal, 

men "go about the ' country masked, 
I in the day as well as a t night, well-
j armed and organized, to warn Ne-
; groes t h a t they must quit work-
! ing for the planters or leave* the 
! country. Owners of plantat ions are 
i warned tha t they must cease em­

ploying any labor, white or colored, 
to work their plantat ions, and 

I t h a t they will be allowed to eultl-
i va te only what they and their fam-
! Hies can tend- The White Capers 

say t h a t the daughters of well-to-
do farmers must be forced to take 
p a r t in the manual work of the 
plantat ions a#s well as their own 
wives and daughters ." 

• • • • • • 
What is the significance of this 

movement? -
It is simply M indication tha t the 

social and economic forces gener­
ated by slavery are still active and 
potent , though showing their 
strength in new directions. Slavery 
created not only the two -classes, 
master and slave, but also t h a t 
s trange, incomprehensible, wronged, 
oppressed, ignorant, inambitdous, yet 
s t rong and resentful class, the non-
slaveholding whites or in common 
parlance the "poor whites" of the 
South. They far exceed in number 
the ' p l an ta t ion aristocracy" or 
slave-holding element who were the 
rulers of the South, though they 
have been hi ther to their complacent 
tools. Hat ing slavery for the wrong 
they instinctly felt . t h a t It had 
Inflicted upon them; they also hated 
the Negro as the instrument of 
their degradation. They became the 
willing instrument of the secession 
lords because they feared t h a t th* 
alwlition of slavery would put them 
on a level with the Negro. For the 
same reason, they became the vol­
untary thugs and assassins who did 
the bidding of their masters in the 
reconstruction era. They were the 
rank and file of the Confederate 
army and furnished the lower order 
of the KuKlux organization. They 
have been officered and led by the 
"plantat ion lords" and have had a 
rare training iu contempt and defi­
ance of law. Rebellion, kuxkluxism, 
moonshining, rifle clubs, lynching, all 
liave been object lessons in lawless­
ness, in which they have had the 
leadership, encouragement and pro­
tection of the intelligent aristocra­
tic element who vainly supposed 
t h a t they could a lways keep con­
trol . 
• • < • • • • • • 

To this has now been added, as 
a result of economic conditions, a 
new element, supplying the one 
thing t h a t was previously lacking, 
t h a t of independent leadership. 

The "poor "white" element of the 
South was and is, for the abolition 
of slavery did not materially affect 
Its essential character , composed of 
"renters," "crappers,"' overseers, mere 
squat ters , who lived one hardly 
knows how, small farmers and the 
white mechanics and day laliorers. 
The 28 per cent of illiterate adult " 
whites of- the South belong, of course, 
to this class. To the "planter 
ar is tocracy" belonged the slave own­
ers, the professional men nnd the 
merchant*!. 

When the merchant* became 
"Jews," and the more improvident 
planters lost their lands to "syndi­
cates ," or other money lenders, they 
natural ly fell into the ranks of the 
"poor whites," and offered them the 
leadership they reqnire t o make 
them the ruling element. They are 
defying the law* now, not a s hereto­
fore, a t the instigation of the aris­
tocrat ic class, but on their own ac­
count, and the war of unlawful 
violence is directed both against the 
large plantat ions , worked by ten­
an t s or hired laborers, and against 
the Irresponsible instruments of t h a t 
system, the colored tenants and la­
borers. I t Is the rebellion of the 
"poor whi te" against his ancient 
oppressor, whom he has h i ther to 
served more submissively t han slave 
ever ministered to his owner. ) 

Thus far, this manifestation seems 
to be local in ite character , but it 
is only apparently so. For some 
t ime there have been indications of 
It . The rebellion in Tennessee last 
summer, though differing in ite cause, 
sprang out of the same root. The 
poor white has determined to be his 
own master , and improve on the 
lessons he has been t augh t . The 
plantat ion lords of the slave regime 
have sharpened the sword which is 
no w cut t ing their fingers and will 
soon destroy their power. 

While the manifestations of this 
disease are as yet local, the condi­
tions from which it springs a re uni­
versal throughout the South, ex­
cept perhaps in Texas. "Syndicates," 
"Jews," "capitalists ," usurers money 
lenders, "anacondas"--as the men who 
"grub-stake" the planter and take 
a mortgage on crop and p lan ta t ion , 
for security are termed in different 
sections—abound throughout the 
South. Except hi the tobacco grow­
ing regions they are practically in 
control of a majority of the agricul­
t u ra l holdings. Many of the esti­
mates the Bystander has received 
from all classes place the amount 
controlled by leaders of some sort, 
very much higher t han a moiety. 

W h a t will be the result of these 
things? 

I t is hard t o presage w h a t such 
blind, unconscious forces will do. 
They a re like an angry snake strik­
ing-in the dark. They mean t o de­
s t roy those who they think have 
done them harm. Who they will 
destroy is uncertain. What they 
mean t o do i s . probably yet nebu­
lous in form, bu t not doubtful in 
character . "We moan," said one 
writing in Justification of these acts, 
" to pu t a n end t o hiring and ten­
anting; t o run every nigger, money 
lender, and J ew landshark o u t of the 
country, and make land cheap 
enough so t h a t every whi te man 
can have a p lanta t ion of his t>wn, 
a s he would have had if slavery 
hadn' t brought in the niggers to 
keep the poor white man down!" 

This is t h e objection of t he "Reg­
ula tors" and "White Caps," as sta­
ted by one of thei r more intelligent 
leaders. I t seems like a big con­

t r ac t , but one must remember t h a t 
they const i tute a -majority of the 
dominant class; t lie Negro has been 
suppressed and tftey have been 
trained by slavery,-!by rebellion, by 
kukluxism, by ballot box stuffing to 
defy and condemn the law. They 
know they can not be punished, and 
are just beginning to realize w h a t 
power and license mean.

A Voi e from Hew Jtrsiy. 
To th*: Editor of the Plaindealer: 

—t"her6 comes moments in the Ufe 
and history of every rat ional be­
ing, which summons all of his pow­
ers of interpretat ions and the un­
qualified investigation which 
will direct him in the pa th by 
which he may know the t rue rela­
tion he bears. 

When we cast away all illusion, 
we are then enabled to decide and 
act wi th the utmost intelligence and 
energy. So in the lives of people 
there comes periods t h a t specially 
c a t for earnestness end Intelligence. 

Tii-j colored man of to-day seems 
to h a l t entered upon one of ihes? 
periods. Over and over again aas 
this nation together with its boast­
ed civilization been confronted with 
problems of so-called character , t h a t 
like the riddle of the sphinx for one 
not t o answer was simply to des­
t roy, but never before have prob­
lems of so vas t and intricate nature 
been presented for solution as the 
Negro's social problem. 

But this is not s t range when we 
vie w the closing of the years of this 
century, which must bring up t hese 
moment ions social questions which 
follows from the material and in­
tellectual progress which this na­
tion has made in the last 30 years. 

Between the development of so­
ciety and the development of rpviea 
there is a close analogy. In the 
lowest form of animal life, there is 
but l i t t le difference of pa r t s , both 
wants and powers are few and sim­
ple; 11 eii movements are somewhat 
au tomat ic , anfl their instincts can 
scarcely be distinguished from t h a t 
of vegetable life. So homogenibtis 
are some of these living thijrgs, 
t h a t if they were cut into a num­
ber of pieces by any form of ac­
tion, each piece would still live. 
But when we survey the wonderful 
field of nature , we still find life 
rising Into a higher manifestation, 
simplicity giving away to complex­
ity. I t is here t h a t we discover 
new want* and powers arising and 
a greater degree of intelligence in 
them needed, in order t o secure the 
life and future usefulness of man. 

In this ascending scale of life, man 
comes ' forth as the most highl­
and delicately organized creature of 
all the animal kingdom. Not only 
a re his higher powers produced in 
the formation and development of 
this superior intelligence which does 
not exist in other animals, but with­
out this superior Intelligence he could 
not live. N6w with this unequalized 
intelligence, man is enabled to think, 
compare and desire far beyond t h a t 
of any Instinctive animal. Now with 
these facts before us, we are com­
pelled to ask the question and In­
sist upon an answer. Is the color­
ed man an instinctive animal, or 
an intelligent being, endowed with 
all the faculties t h a t are capable 
of mental , moral and social improve­
ment? or is there a blunt ness in the 
make-up of mechanism which prevent 
him from rising above the level of 
the brute. H a d he not been endow­
ed with these faculties, .which are 
susceptible t o improvement, then he, 
like all other instinctive animals 
would perish from sheer want , 
which his animal na ture would have 
been inadequate for the demand. 

In the colored man as in all human­
i ty there is t h a t innate power which 
springs up into intelligence through 
his rising na ture , and which seems 
to pass a t one bound Into an intel­
ligence so superior, t h a t the differ­
ence seems of kind ra ther than of de­
gree. In the Negro, t h a t narrow 
and dwarft unconsciousness of intelli­
gence t h a t some would call instinct, 
soon becomes (when allowed to ex­
pand) reason, and the godlike pow­
er of i ts adap ta t ion of invention 
makes him in common with all o ther 
human beings, a social and intelli­
gent king of na tu re . Where the de­
velopment commences, and as we ad­
vance along this line, there will 
be seen a clear revilerilent of man's 
civil nature , and thus he will increase 
his human powers so t h a t a clear 
distinction is seen between a civi­
lized and a savage man. Thence, 
there is a power of sympathy estab­
lished in every line of thought . 

In this onward march of human 
improvement, which beigns with 
man. as well as t h a t which leads up 
t o . his higher qualities makes the 
same law of homogeniousness hold 
good, and hence, wi th the begin­
ning of society there arises of neces­
si ty t he need of social intelligence. 
T h a t consciousness of oneself, forms 
in him an opinion and a public 
spirit of will Is then manifested, both 
in law and institution, and when 
combined a lways creates a desire 
to administrate. 

The question here arises clear and 
distinct. Is the colored man a social 
being? We answer most undoubtedly 
he Is. then has he any right to t ake 
p a r t in t he formulation and admin­
istrat ions of those laws which are 
made for the governing of his ac­
tions. In answering this , we would 
say. his importance t o the human 
family is not only suggested, but is 
answered hi every sense of the word. 
Here is the sense and meaning of 
the so-called Negro problem of our 
times. Is it not wise then, t h a t 
a nation like th is should advance 
more mdiscriminatelv along these 
lines of civilization. 

As we advance along this line a 
higher demonstration of our individ­
ual i ty and a keener sense of Justice 
warms up our manhood. This quick­
ens a patr iot ic spirit t h a t t ime 
itself shall never be able t o blot 
out . Civilization knits men more 
closely together and constantly 
tends t o subordinate the individual 
t o t h e whole, and make more and I 
more impor tant their social condi­
tion. -

associated with twenty-seven citizens 
of the city of Vicksburg,. Miss., organ­
ized Lightfoot Lodge, No. 1, Knights 
of Pythias on the 26th day of March 
1880. 

From the twenty-seven duly initi­
a ted in 1880, we have grown to ten 
thousand members of the order, and 
on Sunday March 26th, '93 the Pyth-
lans of every locality should meet 
together t h a t they may reverence 
with appropria te demonstration the 
birth of the principles of Friendship, 
Charity and Benevolence to ail races 
wi thout the distinction of color. 

Let us, one and nil. venerate the 
name of Justice H. Rathbone whose 
inspiration was the germ of the 
order; bound by a peculiar fascina­
tion t o the history of the young 
soldier and senator of Syracuse, he 
was enabled to found a fraternity 
whose far-reaching influences have 
done more than fame of brush, a r t 
of dramat is t , or pen of poet, t o 
exemplify and perpetuate the teach­
ings of the Friendship t h a t held 
Damon and Pythias t o each other.

HELL STILL IX TEXAS.

Richmond, Tex., Feb. 5.—The wild­
est excitement prevails here over a 
report from Stafford's Point s ta t ­
ing t h a t the town is under control 
of an armed mob of Afro-Americans 
who a re threatening the lives of 
whites and applying the torch. A 
large posse of citizens have been sum­
moned and will leave for the scene 
as soon as the arrival of the South­
ern Pacific passenger t ra in from the 
West. 

Already a number of white men 
have left on horseback, and neigh­
boring towns have been telegraph 
for reinforcements. 

In 1861 the New Orleans Picayune 
regaled its readers w ith the follow­
ing: "All the Massachusetts troops 
now in Washington, are Negroes, 
with the exception of two or three 
drummer boys.

She had two older chil­
dren, who would now have been sev­
enty-seven and eighty years old res­
pectively, bu t they died. There were 
in all fifteen children, th i r ty - two 
grand-children, and* fifteen great­
grandchildren. 

Sam is married, and has children 
ranging in ages from forty-five to 
thir teen years. The other members 
of the family are similarity blessed. 

Mrs. Holloway was born a t Big 
Black, Miss., J a n u a r y 26, 1787, and 
was never a slave. She was mar­
ried when twenty years old to Peter 
Price Holloway, and moved t o this 
city in 1852. -

The husband died a t Mt. Washing­
ton about eight years ago a t the 
age of 108 years. Longevity seems 
to be a characterist ic of the family. 
as t he survivors show no signs of im­
pending decay. 

The cause of Mrs. Holloway's death 
was old age. •

p a p e r ( t a r r e d Is t h e bes t ) a n d cov­
e r ing t h i s w i t h b o a r d s . T h e b o a r d s 
need n o t be more t h a n half a n inch 
th i ck . At a height of e i g h t r r nine 
feet from t h e floor a n u p p e r floor 
of pole* a n d h a y should be la id , 
t o keep ou t cold from a b o v e . L igh t ­
ing t h e p lace is mere ly a m a t t e r 
of p u t t i n g in w i n d o w s , preferably 
o n t h e S o u t h o r E a s t s ide, and a t 
l eas t one for each pen. It t h e build­
ing is ra i sed very high on a com­
mon s t o n e w a l l , tlie w a l l should 
i>e p l a s t e r e d rough ly , which any one 
c a n do by mix ing up s o m e w a t e r , 
l ime a n d sand t o t h e p r o p e r con­
s i s tency .

Nei ther is i t wise 
t o sell t lie s a m e , b u t i t is a n 
excel len t p l a n and t h e p rope r t h i n g 
t o s a v e t h e m for breeding pu rposes . 
Except t h e m o s t t y p i c a l specimens 
of a given c lass of live-stock a r e 
Used for t h e p e r p e t u a t i o n of the i r 
species, h o w is a n y improvemen t t o 
be effected? 

Geese a r e fed a t a l l t i m e s very 
c h e a p l y . They a r e g r e a t g raz ing 
fowl, a n d n a t u r a l l y feed a n d t h r i v e 
u p o n al l k inds of grasses , g r a i n s 
a n d vegetable* . F p o n t h e fa rm t h e r e 
is usua l ly an a b u n d a n c e of w a s t e 
p r o d u c t s in t h e s l iapc of u n m a r k e t a ­
ble p o t a t o e s , cabbage* , and squash­
es , and t h e t r i m m i n g s of c a b b a g e s , 
cau l i f lowers , e i c . Such "by prod­
u c t s " m a y be m a d e t h e m a i n s t a y 
of t h e geese.
