Br, Hazew i—In a former letter 1 gave a short no-
tice of a series of meetings which 1 held in Gorham,
Fulton Co., Ohio; and in this T will give a few
sketches respecting the prosperity of the church in
that place.

Ir. 1846, [ preached in that place for the first time,
TuYountry was then new ; yet-some of the inhabi-
tants were of the right stamp to settle a new coun-
try. They were of good abilities ; and were sound
in the Christian faith and doctrine. They had been,
for some years, members of the old Plainville
church ; hence they were anxious 1o have the stan-
dard of Christian liberty planted in an early day;
and, after holding some meetings, the brethren
thought best to organize a church. Accordingly, an
organization was effected ; and | took the acknow-
ledgment of a church of ten members, Soon after, I
was taken sick ; and since that, until Jast fall, they
have bad but very little regular preaching. Yet
they have stood firm, althoungh environed by seclari-
anism. Their influence has been good ; and God
has blessed them from time to time with an increase

of aumbers, so that in November, 1849, they num-
bered twenty-one.

They then engaged me to preach with them siead-
ily. There was an increasing interest manifested by
the church and people; and, in February, I com-
menced a series of meetings, in which was a deep
and solemn interest felt. A number of backsliders
were reclaimed, and also a pumber converted, four
teen of which, with three others, have joined the
church, which give us at present a number of thirty-
eight—all heads of families. There are a namber
more that caleulate to unite soon; and there are
some that are anxious to know what they shall do
to be saved. There seems to he an jucreasing inte-
rest; and the influence of the Gospel is spreading.
Our meeting calls out people from the distance of
five or six miles and some farther; and the congre-
gation is 20 large that the church and society think
we muost have a meeting-house ; and they have baz-
gained for three scres of land, on whick to erect.a
church, and a society house for the minister, which
is 1o be the property of the church.

The Christian influence in that sectron for a num-
ber of miles in extent seems to be ahead of all others;
and, from the adjoining towns and others, the Mace-
donian cry comes frequently. 1 would to God that
I were able 10 devote my whole time to the work;
for the prospect is that a good congregation might
be had every day in the week. Here I shall be
asked, * If they feel s0 much ‘interest, why do they
‘not furnish the means by which the minister would
be able to devote his time?" . I answer, They bave
not got them. They came -in here but a few years

since. The country was new ; and many of them
have but just got their farms cleared up so that they
can begin to live. Should they prosper, in a short
time they will be able to support a mimster and do
something for the missionary cause; but the availa-
ble means, at present, they have not got. Yet, asit
respects liberality and spirituality, stability and firm-
ness, they will compare with any other people with
whom | am acquainted. They have purchased me a
horse the price of which was eighty dollars, and are
doing all they can to help me otherwise.

On May 12th, [ expect to attend to the ordinance
of baptism with them ; and that will be my last
with them for the present, as I expect to visit my
friends and brethren in the state of New-York., 1
hope to meet my hrethren of the New-York Western
Christian Conference, once more, at their annual
session. It will give me great pleasure, after an ab-
sence of six years, to have the privilege of seeing
and talking with them face to face. After this, I
expect 1o return and settle in Gorbam, to resume my
labors with the church.
