We searcely know where to hiegin,
or how to tell the sad story of suffering
und loss.  Commencing in Sanilne Coun:
ty on the vust, hordering on Lake Huron,
the flame spread with ropid speed west
ward through the center of the State, to
Lake Michigan, spreading northward na
fax us Munistee County—econsuming al-
most everything in its course.  In conse-
quence of the long protracted drought,

everything lnd been converted into tin*

der.  Numerous "slnshings" or pnrtly
clenrcil truets of Iand, afforded ready ma-
terinls for the fames, carried by high
winds which guve rapid wing to the de-
vouring fiend.  Entire towns und villnges
were wiped out, and furms innumerable
were shorn of [ences, buildings, erops—
everything that wns on them—while the
inhabitunts, in mnany enses, hemmed in,
were utterly helpleas, and without A rel-
uge, nnd so perinhed with their property,
to w fenrful nnd na yet uncounted number
—and thousands who survived, over that
entiro denndad territory, are left without
any support—na vast number will he de-
pendent upon the benevolence of the na-
tion for the menns of subsistence during
thie entire ensuing winter. We ean only
give o fdw of tho most prominent, sicken-
ing detaily: =

The followinz will indiente the impres-
sions received Ly porsons who have, to
some extent, explored the stricken territo-
ry. The report comes from Detroit, dated
Sept, 8:

in the vicinity of Rielimondville and in
Western Forester nnd Murion Townships,
relinble information lends me to sny that
upward of 300 persons perished in the
flnmes.  There wia no esenpo for them.
The woods nnd ground wern no dry that no
wanrning of danger was given. Fastor thun
u rnce horse cama the fire, It would em-
briee n honso or harn, with its contents,
aml bo nway to the next.  ’ersons who
huve beon through the terrible ordenl, sny
thut in ten minutes from the time the fire
struck thero would be no vestige of w house
left.

I have just returned from n trip through
ths burned distriot, nnd n deseription of
tho wights would make the render's blood
turn cold.  In many instances, men, wom-
en, nnd children are around, lying on
their fuces in the rond where thoy had full
en when overtaken hy the fire. Children
were lying on logs, where they hnd clam-
bered for sufoty. There was no finding
onah other when onve separattd.  Muny
took refugo in the wolls and root houses,
thinking to escapo, but in almost every in-

stuner wore sufToented
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the necessitivs ol the cuse nre so preat that

Sept. S.—"The un-
dersigned mukea this second report after
visiting the Lurned region nnd receiving
the reports of n large number of persons
familiur with the facts, and in most instun-
nes giving ns the names of the victima and
sullerers ulrewly nacertained.

In twenty towns in Bnnilao and ITu.
ron Uounties, we find over 200 persons de-
strayed by the fire,” including entire fami-
lies loxt.  \We have lists already of more
than 1,600 families Lhurned out, in most
cnses loning house, barn, eattle, horwes,
grain, hay, everything, of which they had
in moat instances abundnnt possessions n
few hours before. Without food, shelter,
clothing, and almost without hops, the
huddle together in crowdsor wander half
ernzed nlone,; till help comes to them.
They must not Eorlah. They must not
hecome exiles. They must have food, cloth-
ing, hubitations, with wheat for sowing,
gruas need, hay, a thousand things, till the
next harvest comes, We will do all we can,

An eye wit-
nees states thut preceding the approach uf
tho firo there was darknesy, nmr i ¢opper-
colored nppenrance of the sky. Later it
changed to deep red, und by the middle of
the ufternoon on Monday, it heenme xo
durk that lnnterns were n necessity, in
arder that people might find their way ont
of doors.  This condition of affuirs contin-
ued until nhout 8 o'clock, Wednesduy
morning, when the wind shifted from west
to north, which cooled the air, and brought
slight reliof.  In the woods wero muny
dead of every nge, nnd presenting n rovolt:
ing appenrance,  The high windu that pre-
vailed cut off nearly every nvenue of es-
onpe, and lnrge burning mnsses would be
bodily liftad up and borne gront distanees,
und, in mnny instances, start ires in frosh
places. The skill nnd cournge of man
neemed impotent to combat such tlames,
nnd the flocing peopla wero enught in the
firotrnps and ronsted, as wore their live
stock. One farmer, who wan plowing with
hia oxen a few miles from Sand Beach,
perceived the nppronching darkness nnd
started for his honse, Renching thore he
found thut his wifo had gone to a neigh-
hor's.

All publie offices closed here to-lay be-

At noon a public meeting of the eitizens
convened, und took steps lor the relief of
the xufferers by tlie firo. Subseriptions of
uver 6,000 were taken on the spot, and so-
liciting and  disbursing committees were
appointed to nid the sulferers in Huron
and Sanilae Coilntiea,

Reporta from Bay City atate a heavy
rain s visited that region, lnsting through
the night.

A most appalling disaster has fallen up-
on a large portion of the counties of Huron
and Sanilae, with some ndjscent territory,
a section of country recently covered with
forests nnd now oocupied by nearly 30,000
people, Inrgely recent settlers, and either
oor or in very modernte circumstances.
rn the whole of this soction there hns been
but little rain during the pnst two months,
and everything was parched and dry when,
on Monday, September” 5, @ hurricane
swept over it, carrying with it a sheet of
llame that hardly nny(hinr, could with-
stand, We have reports already of over
200 persons burned to death, many of
them by the rondside orin the fields, while
seeking places of safety, and itis probable
that twico this number have perished. We

Up to Wodnenduy night forty-five hindies
hind been found within n mile in the Town-
ship of Paris.

nnd fendes. In  Delnware Township
all the country wouth of  Forostville,

from the Inke, soven milos bnek, there i3
hinrdly nnything left—naot one house to the
squinre mile.  They were new settlers and
had small elenrings, and the fires swept
thom like & hurricane. They lose all they
had, nnil owe for their place, Muany of
them fled to the luke.  "The shore line has
been crowded with human beings, eattle,

North of Sanilae, the fire Monday night
win terrible, swoeping almost everything,
liut it xeemed to leave the houscs.  Peo-
ple here did not know any firo was near
thom until it was on them, and all had to
run lor the lnke, nnd being hut o short
distance ull reached it antely. One wom-
un, while thoy were running for their lives,
snw her oxen run into the slashing, and
in spite of the eflorts und cries: of others,
rushed ingo it and sueeeeded in driving
them out before hor to the Inke,

Jonn Kere and family were nsleep when
their huilding enught fire, and o neighbor
seeing it ran and woke them, and they suc-
covded in saving the house, but lost every-
thing elso, Mru. N. Hurgess got soparnted
from her husband and luy all night in a
diteh. Another person lay down in a mud-
puddle nnd rolled over and over all night.
Alnrge party of men have goneto bury the
dead beusts in Forester Township. ~ Dr .
Hoytreported reveral badly durned, muny
&b blind they hnd to be led. Many are
without food. Numbers of parties huve
alrendy gone with food, elothing, shoes,
nnd medicine, More help must come quick,
as much sullering will ensue.  They have
no llour or provisions, (ieorge Fergason,
of White Rock, who has been on the road
since Monday, reports he has seen 110
burned bodies.

The point is now reached where it may
be reasonably hoped we shall hear of no
fresh disaster to the afllicted people of the
burned district. Ruins have fallen prob-
ably =ufficient to quench the fires, but not
enough to sonk the ground, and revive
drooping vegetation. The lowest estimntes
muke 215 families burned out in the tewns
of Marlette, Flynn, Argyle, Esergreen,
Moore, Lamotte, and Elmer, Sanilae Coun-
ty, and thirty-two persons are known to
be dead.

Many persona are still missing, The ex-
act number of those who perished, can not
be known for days to come.
