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Fletcher Named New President

Dr. Howard Hagerman, Chairman of the
Board of Trustees, announced that Milton
B. Fletcher, currently Vice President for
Public Relations and Development at
Abilene Christian University, has accepted
the Chief Executive’s post at Michigan
Christian College.

Walter Gilfilen, president for the past
two years, resigned to accept a position as
Dean of Development at Brevard Commu-
nity College in Cocoa, Florida, beginning
July 1.

The Chairman said, ‘“The Board of Trus-
tees is very pleased with Mr. Fletcher’s
decision. We feel that his leadership abili-
ties in the area of development are of spe-
cial significance to M.C.C., which is on the
threshold of new growth opportunities.”

Fletcher is well-known in the Michigan-
Ohio area, having served M.C.C. for twelve
years during its infancy, from 1960 to 1972,
first as Business Manager,and then as Vice
President.

For the past eight years he has coordi-
nated the Public Relations and Develop-
ment program at Abilene Christian, which
has seen this senior college achieve new
highs in fund raising. Under the direction
of Mr. Fletcher, Phase IT of ACU’s *“Design
for Development’” generated 222 million
dollars for the University.

Recently, during October, 1979, Phase
III of the Design for Development was
launched with a total goal of 40 million
dollars. At August 1, 1980, approximately
14 million dollars had been committed
toward the Phase III goals.

Milton was born and raised in Hamlin,
Texas, where he graduated from high
school in 1942. He did undergraduate work
at Texas Christian University and Abilene
Christian University before joining the
U.S. Navy in 1943. He was selected for the
Navy V-12 program which culminated in
the U.S. Naval Midshipmen School at
Notre Dame University.

Upon graduation, he was assigned to
Amphibious Forces in the Pacific where he
served aboard LST 871 in various posi-
tions, ending his tour of duty as Skipper of
the ship in 1946.

Following his Navy stint, he returned to
ACU, where he graduated in August, 1947,
with a BS degree in Business Administra-
tion. He has also taken graduate work at
Southern Methodist University and Abi-
lene Christian University. He is a graduate
of Kennedy-Sinclair Institute for Estate
Planning and the Gordon Caswell Associ-
ates Institute for Estate Planning.

He is a member of the Council for Ad-
vancement and Support of Education and a
member of Rotary International.

His wife, Gene, is no stranger to the
ladies in this area, having been actively
involved in the Associates when previously
living here. While at Abilene, she has been
active in the Women of ACU organization,
serving one year as their President.

Milton and Gene have four children: Eric,
Keith, Phyllis and Paul. Their first grand-
child, Whitney, was born in June to Eric
and Andrea, who live in Houston.
