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Ferndale church donates record gift for constructlon project -

Providing additional funding
for a planned residence hall com-
plex on the campus of Michigan
Christian College, the Ferndale
Church of Christ conveyed a gift
of $250,000 to the college on No-
vember 30, 1995. The church
made the donation, the largest
facilities gift in the history of the
college, after deciding to sell their
building and cease operations as
a local congregation.

“We have been working dili-
gently to assemble the funding
needed to undertake this project,”
stated Dr. Ken Johnson, presi-
dent of the college. “In the case of
this gift, the Lord was quietly
working behind the scenes with-
out our knowledge.”

Formed in 1923 by a group
from the Hamilton Church of
Christ in Detroit, the Ferndale
congregation constructed its fa-
cility on Hilton Road in phases
from 1940 to 1957. “At one time,
Ferndale was the most active
congregation north of Eight Mile
Road,”stated J.B. Reaves, a long-
time member. “We hit our peak
attendance in the 1950°s with
about 600 people.”

Astimepassed, however, many
members moved further north
into the newer suburbs, starting
such congregations as Royal Oak,

Hazel Park, Troy, and Beverly
Hills. Charles Dyer, another
member, commented, “During
seventy-three years of time,
many people were taught the
Gospel. Many passed through
and out of our midst. Nature and
time have had a great impact
upon this organization.”

Eventually, the congregation
decided to sell their building.
After closing the sale on March
30, 1995, the congregation be-
gan meeting in rented facilities.
“Remaining members were very
scattered throughout the Detroit
area,” stated Mr. Reaves. “After
we held our last worship together
on October 29, those individuals
began meeting with a number of
different congregations closer to
their homes.”

Distribution of the Ferndale
congregation’s assets totaled
$500,000. In keeping with the
wishes of remaining members,
thirteen church-related organi-
zations received gifts in addition
tothe college. “We simply passed
along the blessings that came
from the efforts of hundreds of
people who worked and wor-
shipped at the Ferndale church
over the past seventy-three
years,” emphasized Mr. Reaves.

“The Ferndale members have

shown their commitment toward
helping young people receive a
Christian education in the
North,” noted Mark Davis, vice
president for advancement.
“Thousands of future MCC stu-
dents will call the Ferndale Resi-
dence Hall their home as they

prepare for Christian service.”

“This gift from the Ferndale
church comes at a critical time in
the history of the college,” stated
Dr. Johnson. “Their stewardship
brings us closer to our fund-rais-
ing goals, as we prepare for the
spring groundbreaking.”

Team captures second
at national tournament

Following a banner soccer sea-
son for the college, the Detroit
Free Press ran a feature on the
team and Coach James Bull. Bill
Roose stated, “Success isn’t al-
ways in numbers. Take, for ex-
ample, Michigan Christian Col-
lege, a small campusin Rochester
Hills. The Warriorshave reached
a level of excellence with their
six-year old soccer program. They
have appeared in the last four
National Small College Athletic
Association tournaments.”

Sporting a 9-2-2 season, the
Warriors entered the national
tournament with a third-place
ranking in the NSCAA. They
defeated the defending national
champion, Sue Bennett College
of London, Kentucky, in the open-
ing round with a 5-2 score.

In the tournament semifinals,
the Warriors played the top-
ranked team. In that contest,
they posted a 4-0 victory over
New Hampshire Tech of Con-
cord, New Hampshire.

The Warriors faced Centenary

College of Hackettstown, New
Jersey, for the national champi-
onship. “We beat the defending
champs and then the nation’s
number one team,” stated Coach
Bull to the Free Press. “It was
hard to expect the guys to come
out for a third straight day and
play another hard, emotionally
charged game.” They lost to Cen-
tenary, 3-1.

Throughout the season, the
Warriors played larger institu-
tions, including Calvin College,
Olivet College, and Macomb
Community College. “I felt if we
were to get ready and compete in
our conference tournament, we
had to play the bigger schools,”
stated Coach Bull in his inter-
view with the Free Press.

The team included six return-
ers and thirteen freshman. Jeff
Stroup of Troy, Michigan, re-
ceived All-American honors. Jeff
Stroup, along with Jim Tague of
Warren, and Dave Heinemann
of Ortonville, were named to the
All-Tournament team.

Career Center opens in new setting

Relocated in a more convenient
area of the campus, the Career
Center opened in new quarters
at the beginning of the fall se-
mester. Workers carved space
for the center out of the Gold
Conference Room while renovat-
ing the entire area.

The Career Center has contin-
ued to expand its services with
the number of four-year degrees
offered by the college. “Until re-
cently, most of our graduates
received associate degrees and
continued their education at
other institutions,” stated Ben
Noah, director of the center.
“That situation has changed.”

In developing the Career Cen-
ter, personnel have focused their
efforts on teaching students the
skillsneeded to find employment.
“Since about 80% of available
jobs are never known by a place-
ment office, we are taking a
proactive approach,” stated Mr.
Noah. “The time spent in a job
now averages only seven years,
so we want our students to learn
reusable skills.”

At the beginning of their aca-
demic program, students can
enrollin a special course entitled
Career Exploration and Devel-
opment, designed to help class
members crystallize career goals.

Throughout their college experi-
ence, students can participate in
a variety of seminars sponsored
by the Career Center, covering
such topics as self-esteem, net-
working, resume writing, inter-
viewing skills, dressing for suc-
cess, and negotiation.

During the senior year, stu-
dents can participate in any one
of a number of job fairs promoted
by the Career Center. The larg-
est, the Michigan Collegiate Job
Fair, attracts over 150 employ-

ers. “Last year, all but one stu-
dent that attended the fair found
employment thatday,” stated Mr.
Noah. “That student opted for a
position with a church.”

“By providing proper guidance
throughout the academic pro-
cess, the Career Center should
not have to scramble to help stu-
dents in the job search process,”
commented Mr. Noah. “We have
a wealth of professionals both on
and off campus who can assist,
and we plan to use them.”

Two records set during fall semester

Tworecords toppled during the
fall semester at Michigan Chris-
tian College, as the number of
upperclassmen and the number
of faculty members continued to
grow. A fall semester record of
eighty-nine juniors and seniors
enrolled for classes, while forty-
seven faculty members taughtin
the academic program.

Currently, 66% of all stu-
dents with declared majors are
pursuing degrees in one of the
areasin which MCC offers a four-
year program. Of that number,
51% are pursuing specializations
under the business management
major, 33% under the human
services major, and 16% under
the Christian services major.

Preschool marks 5th year of service

December 3 marked the fifth
anniversary of the Child Devel-
opment Center of Michigan
Christian College. The center not
only has served as an important
learning experience for students
enrolled in the college’s child care
programs, but has provided an
invaluable service for the com-
munity since 1990.

“When I began looking for a
preschool, I considered nearly
every preschool in the greater
Rochester area,” stated Susan
Gower, a local resident. “When I
visited the preschool, my in-
stincts told me that my son would

be happy there. I felt that he
would not be merely another cog
in a kiddie factory.”

Mrs. Gower continued, “My
third child is now at the center,
so I have been a regular visitor
for four continuous years. They
have always handled any prob-
lems or challenges with kind-
ness and infinite patience. [ have
recommended the preschool to
many of my friends, because 1
trust the staff of MCC with my
children. For me, there can be no
higher recommendation.”

The center averages about
sixty-five children in a morning
preschool session for younger
children and two afternoon ses-
sions for older preschoolers.
“With a resource of college stu-
dent workers, we are able to pro-
vide an excellent ratio of one
worker to about five children,”
stated Lori Calkin, director of
the center. Both Mrs. Calkin and
her assistant director, Andrea
Flatt, hold master’s degrees.
They are assisted by Lynette
Wheeler, a teacher’s aide, and a
staff of about ten students.

“Our program is developmen-
tally appropriate,” stated Mrs.
Calkin. “We look at children in-
dividually and challenge them
atthatlevel. Weuse a play-based
environment in which children
get to choose from one of several
active learning centers.”

Originally, the Child Develop-
ment Center provided internship
experiences for students in asso-
ciate degree programs. With the
development of a childcare ad-
ministration specialization un-
der the Bachelor of Business

Administration degree, the cen-
ter began supportinginternships
of 150 hours of supervised class-
room experience at both degree
levels. Mrs. Calkin added, “We
are indebted to Debi Hoggatt for
the excellent foundation that she
laid when designing and serving
as first director of the center.”

Season opens with coach’s 400th win

Opening the most challenging
basketball season in the history
of Michigan Christian College,
the Warriors defeated two long-
time opponents, Grace Bible Col-
lege and Concordia Lutheran
College. The Concordia game
marked a milestone in the ca-
reer of Coach Garth Pleasant as
he hit his 400th career victory,
but it also preceded a transition
to big-time competition.

On the weekend of November
10, the Warriors traveled to
Nashville, Tennessee, to face
Belmont University, Trevecca
University, and David Lipscomb
University. “I do not think there
is a small college in America that
is playing a more difficult sched-
ule than we are playing,” stated
Coach Pleasant. “According to
Dick Vitale of ESPN, Belmont is
the #1 NAITA college in America.
Lipscomb is ranked #5.”

Noting the unexpected chal-
lenge that the Warriors poured
upon Belmont, the Nashville
Banner stated, “The Warriors
showed up mentally and physi-
cally ready to knock off the Bru-
ins.” They continued, “The War-
riors made the Bruins think
about the long road to the na-
tional tournament.” Even though
the Warriors lost their Nashville
games, they posted an impres-
sive 95-79 challenge to Belmont,
getting as close as four points in
the second half.

Alumni initiate Philpot Scholarship

Capturing the attention of the
news media and the hearts of
individuals throughout South-
east Michigan, Jerry Philpot II,
a Detroit police officer, was fa-
tally shot while on duty on the
evening of May 25, 1995. The
phones began ringing early the
nextmorning at Michigan Chris-
tian College, as friends called to
confirm news reports and to ex-
press their concern over the loss
of a classmate.

Upon hearing of the tragedy,
classmates Jim Calkin and Lori
Girdley immediately began the
process to establish a scholar-
shipin Jerry’s honor for criminal
justice students at Michigan
Christian College. At the class of
1985 reunion, class members
presented initial gifts to Jerry’s
widow, Diane. In turn, Mrs.
Philpot presented the funds to
the college and established the
new scholarship program.

“Sometimes we wonder if we
as individual Christians are
making a difference in this life,
and Jerry was no exception,”
stated Mrs. Philpot in an emo-

tional address to participants of
the reunion. “I know that in his
death we can see how one person
can touch so many, even those he
doesn’t know.”

In presenting the initial schol-
arship funding, Mrs. Philpot com-
mented, “We need more Chris-
tians in law enforcement. Jerry
always felt that we should hate
sin, but love the sinner. On be-
halfofthe family, I am proud and
honored to accept this scholar-
shipinloving memory of my hus-
band, Jerry.”

“Jerry was always there for
people who needed him, encour-
aging them with a smile and kind
words,” stated Jim Calkin when
recalling his association with
Jerry. In one of many features,
the Detroit Free Press described
Jerry as a “friendly, family-ori-
ented man.” They referred to
comments of an officer who knew
Jerry as a “churchgoer and a
Christian, the kind of guy every-
one wants to have for a father.”
Jerry was an active member of
the Allen Park Church of Christ,
where he worked with the youth.

Over 2,000 individuals, includ-
ing about 1,000 police officers
from Michigan, Ohio, Indiana,
and Ontario, honored Jerry at
funeral services at the Allen Park
church. Mourners formed a pro-
cession that stretched for seven
miles to the cemetery.

Vital campaign efforts
begin in congregations

Initially targeting about fifty
congregations in Michigan and
surrounding states, the Devel-
opment Office recently initiated
the next phase of the Founda-
tion for the Future campaign. The
$2.9 million, three-year capital
gifts campaign is designed to
provide funding for a new resi-
dence hall complex and a new
campus entryway.
