Hany microcomputers, equipped with a modem and the proper
connunications softvare, can cceess the Library computer catalog.
Almost any standard ASCII terminal vith 80 columns per line can
be used also. A comnunications package can make your miero
enmulate a common terminal (VT100, VTS52, ADil3A or ADiiSA, for
exanple). Check your manual or with your micro dealer if you
don't know vhat your package does, Due to current linitations,
modems which operate at speeds below 30 characters per second
{300 baud) or which are the Vadic 3400-type cannot be used.

SETTI!G EQUIPHENT OPTIOHS

Basic settings for nicros and terminals are the sane, but a miecro
should be set to terminal emulation, not native mode. Use your
micro comnmunications packase to set up your miecro. VT100 or VTS52
are conmonly available in terminal emulation programs, tested to
vorl: on an IDii PC in the Library; other terminal types may vork
as well. If you have no emulation, use TTY,

COBUECTING TO TIIE LIBRARY'S SYSTLH

Suitch the miero, or terminal and podew, on. Once the milcro is
on and the softvare is loaded, dial the follouingz phone nunber,
direct to the Library's computer:

After the computer ansvers with a high-pitched tone, connect your
modem to the telephone line.” Using a micro pacliagze, you will
usually have a2 menu from which to choose, including dialing up.
'Then the "carrier" indicator comes on, press the RETURW key.

Once you have been connected, you should see the following
messages on the terminal: “UORTHUESTERN UNRIVERSITY LIBRARY™ and
"ENTER TERMINAL TYPE". The coded terminal types are optimized

“This usuzlly consists of throwving a svitch on a direct-connect
modem, or inserting the telephone handset into an acoustically
coupled moden,
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for the various keyhoards and displays. If your terminal or
enulation mode matches (or is compatible with) one of the
displayed types, use that code. If not, "TTY" +vill wvork on
almnost any terminal.* Type the code (in upper or lower case) and
press the RETURM key.

The computer will then clear the screen. Press the CLEAR ley (or
its equivalent; see delov). You should get the LUIS (Library
User Information Service) program. If you do not, tie systen is
not operatinz. Please try again later.,

KCYBOARD EQUIVALENCES
Every machine has a slightly different assortment of keys. The

function performed by each key depends on the terminal type that
you select.

FUNCTION DESCRIPTIOI!

ENTER On most miecros/terminals you use the RETOURH
key. On the VIG2, VT100, 219, and Z89 the
ENTER ey (on the Zar right side of the
Feyboard) must be used.

CLEAR There is no standard "CLEAR" key. If your
nicro/terminal has a key labelled "CLEAR" or
soncthing similar ("CLEAR SPACE™, "CLEAR
DSPLY", ete.), try it. If it only elears your
screen and doesn't cause an instructlon screen
to be displaved, don't use it. The follouing
11st shows the "CLEAR" keys for somc terminal

*Specifying "TTY" causes the computer to send a carriage return
and line feed at the end of each line. Sone micros/terminals
automatically perform a carriage return and line feed vthen the
1ine is full, causinez a blank line to appear on the terminal, If
you can turn this "auto nev-line" feature off, you should do so.
The output format on printing terminals, as opposed to a video
screen, can look somevhat odd,

#AhThe notation CTRL/ and SHIFT/ means that you press and holcd the
specified key, then type the folloving character.

ilost micros/terminals have a ey labelled “TAB"
vhich w11l vork. If not, type CTRL/I. On the
HP2621, "TAB" doesn't uork; use the "f2n
(SHIFT/hom2 doun) ley.

imile you can always use the CLEAR function to
erase an error, CLEAR also terninates your LUIS
search. You can use the TAD function to return
to the beginning of the input line, and then
you can type over your previous conmand. Be
sure to blank out (vith the space bar or
"DELETE LIHAE" or similar %ey) any leftover
characters in the input iine. You ean also
remove a single character by bael spacing to it
and delctinz or typing over it. On TTY type
terminals only, you can tell the computer to
ignore everything you've typed by pressing the
LIALC FEED ley.

If your micro/terminal has a "cursor left" key,
use it {on the HP2G21, use the SHIFT/cursor
left key). I not, but you have a key labelled
"LACX SPACEY, use 1it. 1If vou don't have either
one, type CTRL/ii. If you baeclk space too far,
the conputer uill beep vhen you try to type a
character. Use the TAW function to move the
cursecr back into the input area.

Every micro/terninzl has a key labelled "DEL",
"RUZ OUT", "CEAR DELETC", or something similar,
vhich vill vor!. Unlike sone computer systems,
the Library computer deletes the character at
the cursor, not the one to the left of it.

“The numeric keypad is located to the right of the main keyboard.

LOGGING OFF

If the computer responds with a beep vhen you
type, and you have already tzhbed into the
input area, or if your display has becone
rarbled, then you should resci your machine.
For nost terminal types, use CTRL/G. On the
TVC12, use the DLOCK COilV key:; on the TVO25,
use the PRINT key.

The Library computer does not support the BREAK
key. If you press LREAK, you will hcve to
reset your miecro/terninal. Illovever, you do not
have to wait for the conputer to finish
transmitting before you can enter a nevy
connand, Just type your comnmand (it wvon't
appear on the secrcen) and ENTER. The computer
¥ill stop transmitting your old screen and
start transmittineg a new one.

Disconnect your modem fronm the phone line and hang up, or select
the disconnect option from the micro menu display.
