You will develop leadership 

and business skills through a combination of professional development opportunities, 

mentoring, volunteerism, internships and apprenticeships. 

The BS in digital marketing gives you the knowledge and skills to reach current and 

potential customers using digital tools, such as search engine optimization, social 

media marketing, paid ads and content marketing.
